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1. The item entitled "Implementation of General Assembly resolution 33/61
concerning the signature and ratification of Additional Protocol II of the Treaty
for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Iatin America (Treaty of Tlatelolco)"
was included in the provisional agenda of the thirty-fourth session in accordance
with General Assembly resolution 33/61 of 1L December 1978.

2. At its Uth plenary meeting, on 21 September 1979, the General Assembly, con
the recommendation of the General Committee, decided to ineclude the item in its
agenda and to allocate it to the First Committee.

3. At its 3rd meeting, on 1 October, the First Committee decided to hold a
combined general debate on the items allocated to it relating to disarmament,
namely, items 30 to L5, 120 and 121. The general debate on these items took place
at the 4th to 30th meetings, from 16 October to 5 November (A/C.1/34/PV.L-30).

4., On T November, the Eahcmas, Barbados, Bolivia, Chile, Colcmbia, Costa Rica,
the Deminican Republic, Ecuador, ELl Salvador, Crerada, Guatemala, Haiti, Henduras,
Jumaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panzma, Parapuay, Peru, Surinsme, Tripnidad and Tobago,
Uruguay and Vernezuela submitted a draft resclution (8/C.3/30/1.13;. The draft
Fesolution was introduced by the representative of Mexico at the 33rd meeting, on
12 November.

5. At its 36th meeting, on 16 November, the Committee adopted draft resplution
A/C.1/34/L.11 without a vote (see para. 6).
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BEECOMMENDATION OF THE FIRST COMMITTEE
6. The First Committee recommends to the General Assembly the adoption of the

following draft resolution:

Implementation of General Assembly resolution 33/61 concerning

the signature and ratification of Additional Protocol II of the

Treaty for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America
(Treaty of Tlateloleo)

The General Assembly,

Recalling its resolutions 2286 (XXTI)} of 5 December 1967, 2456 B (XXIII) of
20 December 1968, 2666 (XXV) of T December 1970, 2830 (XXVI) of 16 December 1971,
2935 (XXVII) of 29 November 1972, 3079 (XXVIII) of 6 December 1973, 3258 (XXIX) of
G December 1974, 3467 {XXX) of 11 December 1975, 31/6T7 of 10 December 1976, 32/79
of 12 Decenber 1977 and 33/61 of 14 December 1978, all of which contain appeals to
the nuclear-weapon States regarding the signature and ratification of Additional
Protocol II of the Treaity for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America
(Treaty of Tiatelolco), 1/

Reaffirming its conviction, which now finds itself corroborated by
international practice, that, for the maximumm effectiveness of any treaty
establishing a nuclear-weapon-free zone, the co-operation of the nuclear-weapon
States is necessary and that such co-operation should take the form of commitments
likewise undertsken in a formal international instrument which is legally binding,
such as a treaty, convention or protocol,

Welcomes the fact that Additicnal Protocol IT of the Treaty for the Prohibition
of MNuclear Weapens in Latin America (Treaty of Tlateloleo) has already been signed
and ratified by the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, the
United States of America, France, the People’s Republic of China and the Union of
Scviet Socialist Republics, thus fulfilling an aspiration of the General Assembly.
