THWADMISSIBILITY OF THE POLICY OF HEGEMONISM
I TNTERWATTONAT, RRLATTONS

Report of the First Committee

Rapporteur: HMr. Ernst SUCHARIPA {Austria)

I. INTRQDUCTICON

1. The inclusion of the item entitled "Inadmissibility of the policy of hegemonism
in internatiocnal relations™ in the agenda of the thirty-fourth session ol the
General Assembly was proposed by the Union of foviet Socislist Republics (A/3L/2L3),

2. At its 19th plenary meeting, on 3 October 1979, the General Assembly, on the
recommendation of the General Committee, decided to include the item in its agenda
and to allocate it to the Tirst Committee.

3. The First Committee considered the item at its 5th and Tth meetings, on
16 and 17 October. and at its bEth to 5Slst meetings, from 28 November to b December
(see p/c.1/34/FV.5, T crd LE-51).

4, The T'irst Committee had before it a letter dated 25 September 197% from the
Minister for Foreign Affairs of the Unicn of Soviet Socialist Republics addressed
to the Secretary-General {(A/34/243), which contained as an annex a draft resclution
on the inadmissibility of the policy of hegemonism in international relations.

I1. COUSIDERATICN OF DRAFT RESOLUTIONS

A. Draft resolution A/C.1/34/L.1

5. Cn 12 October, the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics submitted a draft
resolution (A/Cnl/Bh/L.l), entitled 'Tnadmissibility of the policy of hegemonism

in international relations”, which was introduced by the representative of the Union
of Soviet Socialist Republics at the Sth meeting, on 16 October. The draft
resolution read as fellows:
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"The General Agsembly,

"Considering that the most important task of the United Wations at
the present stage of the develorment of internaticnal relations is to
promote in every way positive movement towards easing international
tension and strengthening peace,

"Expressing its conviction that the interests of continuing and
deepening the process of normalizstion and develorment of relaticns
between States reguire strict cbservance by all Stateg of the principles
on which the United Nations is based,

"Noting that the poliecy of hegemonism, i.e. the desire of some States
to dominate other States and peoples, is in flaprant contradiction to
those principles, first and foremost the principle of the sovereign equality
of Btates,

"Recalling that the policy of hegemonism has invariably led to wars
which have brought untold suffering to mankind,

"Recalling further that manifestaticns of the policy of hegemonism
lead to the creation of hotbheds of tension, complicate relations hetween
States and destabilize the internaticnal situation,

"l. Resclutely conderns +he noliey of hegemonism, whatever the form in
which it is manifested, as incaompatible with the fundamental principles
of the Charter of the United Nations and with the task of preserving
peace and strengthening international security;

hER Declares on behalf of the peonles ©f the United Wations that States or
groups of States should never, under any circumstances and for any reascns
whatsoever, c¢laim hegemony in international affairs or seek a position of
demination either in the world as a whole or in any of its regions.”

6. At the 50th meeting, on 30 November, the representative of the Union of

Soviet Socialist Republics stated that his delegation would not ask for a vote
on the draft it had submitted.

B. Draft resolution A/C.2/34/L.8

T. On 2 November, China submitted a draft resclution (A/C.1/3L4/T.8) entitled
"Tnadmissibility of the policy of hegemonism in international relatiocns', which
read as follows:

"The General Assembly,

"Hoting that relying on their political, economic and, particularly,
nmilitary strength, the States which pursue the policies of global hegemonism
trample upon the sovereipnty of other States, occupy their territories and
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interfere in their internal affairs in an attempt to control, dominate
or rule other States, regions and even the whole world,

"Seriously concerned over the fact that globzl hepemonism, and regional
hegemonism supported by it, violate the independence, soverelpnty and
territorial integrity of cther States, thus menscing international peace
and security,

"Convinced that it is the common cdesire of the people of the world to
oppose negemonism in defence of national independence and state sovereignty
and for the maintenance of the security of all States and world peace,

., Condemns hegemonism, super-Power global hegemonism in particular;

"2, Demands that the States which nuruse the policies of global
hegemonism and regicnzl hegemonism immediately withdraw all their invading
forces back to their own territories and end thelr militarv occupation of
other States, =zo as to enable the people of these States to determine
and administer their own affairs,

"3, Demands that the States which puruse the policies of global
hegemonism cease and undertake not to carry out infiltration, interference,
subversion and aggressicon zgainst other States, inecluding the imposition of
"limited sovereignty' upon other States, the dispateh of mercenaries, the
subversion of legal Goverrmments, the setting up of puppet rémimes and the
waging of wars by proxies:

h, Calls upon the super-Fowers to halt arms bulld-up and war
preparstions, reduce substantially their nuclear and conventional armaments
and stoy their export of military eguipment to countries which are
carrying out aggression and expansion;

"5, Solemnly declares thet all Stestes should in their international
relations, strictly abide by the purposes and principles of the Charter of
the United Nations and the principles of mutual respect for sovereignty and
territorial integrity, mutual ncn-aggression, non-interference in each
other's internsl affairs, equality ard mutual bvenefit, and peaceful
coexistence, that all States have the right to participate in international
affairs on an equal footing and that it is impermissible for any bilg
country to bully the small, for the strong to oppress the weak or Tor any
State to impose its will upon others, to subject other States to pelitical
control, economic plunder and military aggression or to cccupy the
territories of other States.”

8. At the Loth meeting, on 30 November 1979, the representative of China stated
that his delegation would not ask for a vote on the draft it had sublmitted.
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C. Draft resolution A/C.1/34/T.52
9. On 27 November Bangladesh, Cuba, India, Pakistan, Sri Lanka and Yugoslavia

submitted a draft resolution (A/C.1/3L/T.52) entitied "Inadmissibility of the
policy of hegemonism in international relations', which was subsequently also
sponsored by Guines and MWigeria and introduced by the representative of Sri Lanka
at the 4Ttn meeting, on 27 November.

10. At its 50th meeting, on 30 November, the First Committee voted on draft
resolution A/C.1/3L4/1.52, as follows:

{a) The words "inciuding zionism" in the fourth yreambular parasraph
and crnerative paragraph 5, on which a separate vote had been requested by the
representative of Israel, were adonted by a recorded vote of 65 to 22, with
2k abstentions. 1/

(b) The draft resclution as a whole was adopted by a retorded vote of 87 to b,
with 2l abstentions (see para. 11). 2/

1/ Subsequently the delegations of Burma and Democratic Yemen advised the
Secretariat that, had they been present, they would have voted in favour. The
delegation of Belgium advised the Secretariat that it had intended to vote against.

IIT. RBECCMMENDATICH CF THE FIEST COMMITTEE

11, The First Committee recommends to the General Assembly the adoption of the
following draft resclution:

Tnadmissibility of the policy of hegemonism
in internaticnal relations

The General Assembly,

Recognizing the primary responsibility of the United Mations to promote and
strengthen international peace and security on the basis of strict respect for
the principles of the Charter of the United Nations, especially the princinle of
sovereignty, sovereign equality and national independence of States,

Recalling the duty of States to refrain in their intermational relations from
military, political, sconomic or any other form of coercion aimed against the
govereignty, the political independence or territorial integrity of any State,

Hoting that hegemonism is a manifestation of the policy of a State, or a
group of States, to control, dominate and subjugate, politically, economically,
ideclogically or militarily, other States, peoples or regions of the world.
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Considering also that imperialism, cclonialism, neo-colonislism, racism
ineluding zionism and apartheid are all forces which seek to perpetuate unequal
relations and privileges acquired by force and are, therefore, different
manifestations of the policy and practice of hegemonism,

Concerned that hegemonism, glohal as well as regional, pursued in the context
of the policy of division of the world into bloecs or by individual States,
manifests itself in the use or threat of use of force, foreign domination and
intervention,

Concerned also that hegemonism seeks to limit the freedom of States to
determine their political systems and to pursue economic, social and cultural
development without hindrance, intimidation or pressure,

Convinced that hegemonism, global and regional, and in all its different forms,
leads to a serious threat to international peace and security,

Considering that it is the common desire of all peoples to oppose hegemonism
and to preserve the sovereipgnty and national independence of all States,

Bearing in mind the importance and urgency of creating a hew and equitable
system of international relations based on the esgual participation of all States
in the sclution of international problems and the maintenance of internaticnal
peace and secuirty, one which ensures equal security for all States, and progress
and presperity for all pecples , through the establishment of the new international
eeonomic order,

1. Condemns hegemonism in a1l its manifestabions, including that conducted
at the global, regional or subregicanl levels, pursued in the context of the nolicy
of division of the worid into blees or by individual States;

2, Declares that no State or group of States shall, under any circumstance
or for any reason whatgoever, pursue hegemony in internaticnal relaticons or seek
a position of dominance, either gleobally or in any region of the world:

3. Rejects all forms of domination, subjugation, interference or interventicn
and all forms of pressure, whether political, ideologicszl, ecconomie, military or
cultural, in international relations;

e Resolutely condemns policies of pressure and use or threat of use of
force, direct or indirect aggression, occupation snd the growing practice of
interference and intervention, overt or covert, in the internal affairs of States;

5. Resclutely conderns imperialism, colonizlism, neso-ccolonislism, apartheid,
racism including zionism and all cther forms of foreign aggression, occupation,
domination and interference, as well as the creation of spheres of influence and
the division of the world into antagonistic political and military blocs:

6, Calls upon all States, in the conduct of international relaticns, to
observe strictly the principles of the Charter of the United Wations and those

regarding respect for the sovereignty, sovereign equality, national independence,
unity and territeorial integrity of States, non-interference in their internal
affairs, non-aggression, peaceful settlement of disputes and co-operation, as well
as the right of peoples under cclonial and alien domination to self-determination;

7. Calls for the withdrawal of all cccupation forces back to their own
territories, so as to enable the peoples of all States to determine and administer
their own affairs;

B, Further callsg for strict respect for the right of all States to
determine their political and socio~economic systems and to pursue their national
economic, social and other policfes without hindrance, interference or intimidation
from outside;

9. Resolves to continue the endeavour to establish a new and equitable
system of international relations based on the equal participation of all States

in the zolution of international problems and for the maintenance of international
peace and security;

10. Further resoclves to continue the endeavour for the establishment of the
new international economic order, so as to ensure the economic emancipation and
freedom of all nations, in particular the developing countries.
