Eventually — one day or another — by getting 
rid of the settlers, the Golan will return to Syria.

The Acting President: On behalf of the General 
Assembly, I would like to thank His Excellency 
Mr. František Ružička, Permanent Representative 
of Slovakia to the United Nations and Chair of the 
Fifth Committee, the members of the Bureau and the 
Secretary of the Committee, as well as representatives, 
for a job well done.
