Explanatory memorandum

l-, In drar,rin3 ul the Charter of the Tslarnic Conference, the sovereigns and Heads
of State and Governnent of the Islamic countries reaffjrmed their support for the
Charter of the Unitecl llations and for funda,menta.f human rights, the purposes and
orinciples underlying r,rhich constitute the basis of fruitful co-operation between
al 1 peoples

2" The first Islamic Surnmit Conference, he1d, at Rabat from22 to 25 Septenber 1959
(9 to 12 Raja"b 1389), declared- its intention of preserving the spiritual, rnoral
and socio-economic values of fslam i^rhich continue to be a determininn factor in
the progress rnade by mankincl .

3. The headquarters of the Conference are. at Jid-dah (Saudi Arabia) and it has

7" Furthermore, every year a great many delegations representing Governments in
various parts of the world, speci.alized" agencies of the United Nations, and
international organizations such as the League of Arab States, the Organization of
African Unity and- others, attend the regular sessions of the Conference as
observers, refleeting the world-wide scope of its activities.

B. In its resolution 3369 (XXX) of tO October I9Tr, the General Assembly granted.
observer status to the Islamic Conference, inviting the Conference to participate
in the capacity of observer in the regular and- special sessions of the General
Assembly and its subsidiary organs, and in the meetings of the Security Council on
matters of common interest

O lfr'th r rrier,r to further promoting co-operation between the United Nations and/.
the fslamic Conference it could be appropriate and hi.ghly desirable to authorize
the Secretary-General to continue his contacts and to discuss with the Islanic
Conference the modalities for fruitful and extremely close co-operation in the
various fields of cornmon intereSt and to report and make recommenilations to the
General Assembly so that it can take specific measures to strengthen this
co*operation further.
