I have the honour to inform you that the Charge d'affaires of the Pakistan 
Embassy ln Kabul was summoned to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Democratic 
Republic of Afghanistan at 11.30 a.m. on 17 April 1985 and the following was 
pointed out to him by the Director of the First Political Department: 
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“The Paklstanl duthorltles, with a view to coverlny up their own 
aggressive actions in continuatron 01 their previous baseless accusations 
ayalnst the Democlatlc Hepubl LC ut Atghanlstan, have once dydin claimed that 
six Afghan arrcrdtt have allegedly penetrated 3 kllometrcs into the alrspdce 
ut: Chitral on 11 April 3.085 and have dropped :3 bombs, 2 kllWetr@s south of 

Arando which have Caused nu damages. 

“The authorrtlrs ot the Ikmocrstlc Ht?publ~c ot ntyhanlstdn consider this 
claim as a baseless and malicious charye and cat.eyorically relect it dncl 
demand that the Pakistani authoKlties put an end to such tabr 1catlonS which 
have no other result but increasing tension on the trontiers,” 

I have further the honour to rek;uest ‘four Excellency to arrange for the 
circulation ot’ this letter as a document ot the General Assembly, under items 72, 
73, 132, 133 and 1311 ot the preliminary list , and of the Security Council.
