Further to mY letter dated 14 Auquat 1985 (A/40/554-S/17401), I hava the 
honour to report to you a orriouo inaident in violation of Pakietan airapace and 
territory from the Afqhanistan side, which occurred on 19 August 1985, On that 
date, between 0620 and 0630 hourr (Pakistan Standard Timr), four Afqhan aircraft 
violated Pakietan’e airapace in the Parachinar at.1 and dropped eiqht bombs on 
Khewas village which ie located 10 milee north-weot of Parechiner and LIIX milea 
from the border, As I rrrult of thir bombardment, eiqht Pakistan national8 were 
killed and 12 injured. 

The Afqhan Charqd d’affairee in 18lamabad was eummoned to the Paki8tan Foreiqn 
Office on the afternoon of 19 August 1985 and a etronq proteet was lodqed with him 
over this unprovoked attack. He wafI informed that if 8UCh attack8 did not cease 
the entire responsibility for the eerioua consequences would rest on the Kabul 
authorities.
