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On 12 December 1985, the General Assembly adopted resolution 40191  8, in
:hich, V, it reiterated i+,s recommendation that all Member States should
report annually, by 30 April, to the *ecretary-General, using the reporting
instrument (see annex), their military expenditures for the latest fiscal year for
which data are available. By paragraph 8 of that resolution, the Assembly once
aguin stressed the need to increase the number of reporting States with a view to
the broadest possible participation from different geographic regions and
representing different budgeting systems.

2 . Pursuant to the request t?f the General Assembly, the Secretary-General, in a
note verbale dated 10 February i989, requested all Member States to submit their
reports not later than 30 April 1989.

3. In reply to his note vorbare, the Secretary-General has, to date, received
reports from 15 countr*;ieo,  al?. of which had used the reporting instrument. These
reports are reproduced in section II of the present report. Further replies will
be issued as addenda to the present report,

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INSTRUCTIONS

Part I

General

1. The reporting instrument is in the form of a matrix whose vertical axis
details expenditures by type of resource costs and whose horizontal axis details
expenditures by type of force groups, Concerning the resource costs, the matrix
has a pyramidal structure in order to permit reporting on different levels of
aggregation, The Vertical aXi6 Consist6 Of thrse main COSt Categories, namely
(1) operating costsl  (2) procurement and construction; (3) research and
deVelopm6nt. Each of these cbltegories is then disaggregated  into different
SUbCat6gOrie6  and mO6t of the SubCategOrieS  into Sub-SUbCategOrieS. The figure
given for each main category should be equal to the sum of its respective
subcategori66 , and the figure given for each subcategory should be equal to the sum
Of its r66peCtiVe  Sub-Subcategories.

2. It is desirable that data should be reported for all types of force groups and
all categories of resource cost6 at all aygregation levels provided in the matrix.
if  this is not possible, the available data should be 6Ubmitt6d.

3. The figure6 to be reported should show actual military expenditure6  of the
latest fiscal year for which data are available. The amount6 Shall be reported in
the respondent's  national currency and in CUCr6nt  prices, that is, in prices
prevailing in the reporting year. The unit of measure in which expenditures are
reported may be the standard currency unit itself (that is, pound, rial, etc.) or a
commonly used multiple number of units. This number, hOW6V6r,  should not be large1
than one ten thousandth of the total amount of the country's military
6XpenditUr6S. For example, if total military expenditures are 78,453,296 national
currency units, the reported amount6 may be expressed in unit6 a6 large as
l/10,000  x 78,453,296 (= 7,845).  That is, th6 resorting unit of measure may be
expressed in thousands of currency units.

4. For the sake of uniformity and clarity of presentation, only the following
conventional symbols should be used  as required:

N = negligible or less than half of the unit employed

l . . = not available

The use of blanks or symbols other than those listed above should be ovoided. If,
however, States feel compelled to use blanks or othe::  symbols, they are requested
to give clear explanations of their meaning.

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5, It is desirable that data should be reported for all types of force group6 and
all categories of resource costs, at all levels of aggregation provided in the
m a t r i x . If it is not possible to present figure6 representing eXp6nditUr06  for a
ceitain force group due to unavailability of data, it is understood that these
expenditure6 should be included in one or more of the other force groupsr  or at
least in the total. For the same reason, if respondents find it possible to supply
data on resource costa only for higher (and not for lower) levels of aggregation,
they are requested to present the figures on the level of aggregation they find
appropriate.

6. With a view to the further refinement of the reporting instrument, the States
are requested to comment upon tiny technical or other difficulties that they may
encounter when filling in the matrix and to recommend 6UCh Change6 of the matrix a6
they may f iud advisable, Such comment6 should be attached to the completed matrix.

The following comments and interpretations are related to those items in the
matrix thet 8eem to need some special clarifications, The Small 16tkZ6r6  denoting
paragraphs  correspond to the notes in the matrix, As ha6 already been pointed out
in Lhe introduction, reSpOndent6  are requested to &Scribe the nature of problems
of interpretation that may arise when filling in the matrix.

Respondents are requested to report their expenditures on strategic nuclear
arm6 by applying the definitions elaborated in the SALT II Treaty, Should these
definitions not be appliCabl6, reSpOnd6ntS  are r6qUaSt6d  to explain their
definitions used. Reported data should include expenditures on all forces or unit6
that are specifically equipped and trained to operate systems for carrying and
deliverin such arms. Expenditures on other nuclear arms and forces should b6
r-ported under the respective branch of the armed forces.

Columns 6 and 7 should include supporting activities that are common to more
t.h.rn one of the types of forces covered by columns I to 5. Column 6 should include
al l IJpport  activities which, in many ca66s. may be carried out by special common
age:cies, while expenditures associated with central command and direction of the
military forcer should be placed in column 7. The latter would include central an6
regional mil'.tary  staff with authority over more than one type of force, including
the Ministry of Defense  adtninistrat.ivc  function,

The tern1 paramilitary can apply to a variety of forces. Such forces n?ay be
intended to guard the national frontiers, mainly against such activitiec; as illegal
migration, smuggling or guerrilla infiltration, In othrr cases, their chief
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mission ie the maintenance of internal security. Guch force6 m&y aleo be usable
against an external armed enemy.

For present purpofiesl, it is neceesary  to identify those elements t.\;-‘;  should
be included in the military sector and those which should not. It seems  reasonable
to include in paramilitary forces those units, formations, etc., that are
organised, equipped and behave in a similar way to the armed forces, and which
could carry out combat actions of the same nature in term8  of goal, area and
results as those performed by the armed forces,

If respondents present figures under this heading, it is requested that a
short description of the functions of these forces be attached to the matrix.

(d) Militarv ~ca1um.g 9 .  1 0  -11)

Military assistance may be given from one country A to another B (Elow 8)
and channelled through the State budget of the receiving country, either
to allied forces stationed on this country’s territory (flow b) or to the
military sector of the receiving country (flow c),

Military assistance may also be given directly to allied force6 stationed
on another country’s territory without passing through any other
country’s budget (flow d). (A country’s support of its own military
forces abroad shall not be reported as military assistance. Such
expenditures shall instead be reportod in columns 1 to 7.)

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Military assistance may finally be given by Y country to allied forces
stationed on the country’s own territory (flow e). Expenditures of
country B for its own military forces from its own resources are
designated as flow f.

Respondents such as country A are requested to report the sum of the
flows a and d, i.e., all their military assistance granted to recipients
abroad. This should be done in column 10. Respondents such as country 8
are requested to report the sum of the flows b and 8, i.e., all their
miljtary assistance to allied forces stationed on their own territory.

There is a risk of double counting in so far as b and c are part of the
same flow as a, The same money may thus be reported twice, both by
country A and country 8. In order to wtoid such double counting, all
respondents are requested below to r&port  the total amount of military
assistance received from abroad, i.e., the sum of the flow e. fn cases
where a country is both a donor and a recipient of military assistance,
it is requested that both columns 9 and 10 be filled in.

Respondents are also requested to report any additional expenditures made in
the repo:ting  year by the country specifically  for the purpose of supplying troops
and equipment for United Nations peace-keeping activities. These expenditures
should be shown in column 11 of the matrix, net of any compensation from external
sources.

This requirement is intended to apply to expenditures for the protection, by
other t,..an customary military means, of civilian populations and facilities against
Banger of hostilities and disasters. Examples are expenditures on shelters and on
plans and preparations for the evacuation and subsequent maintenance of civilians
from areas under threat of attack. For an erhaustivt. definition of civil defence,
respondents are referred to al.? icle 61 of the Additional Protocol of 1977 to the
Geneva Convention of 1949. Reporting on civil defence is a question primarily for
countries with strategic f o r c e s .

(f) Personnel(row)

As the aim should be to exclude payments for past services, but to include
payments for current and future services, the figures should include the direct
payments made to personnel as well as other personnel compensation expenditures
made by the employer, such as taxes, pension fees and other contributions. If such
data are unavailable, expenditures on past services like pensions might serve as a

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sutrogate, pwrtioularly  if nwbers oi: persoruel remain level, In any event,  an
explanation of the aature of the data submittea should accompany the report.

The costs of oonsarigts should be valued in terms of aatual payments. In
order to approximate the opportunity costs of using conscripts in the military
8eotorr respondents are requested to provide in part II below, information on
appropriate average civilian wage rates a6 well as information on the quantity of
oivflian labour foregone by the use of conscripts.

This item should include purchase6 of food, clothing, petroleum products,
training materials (excluding ordnance and ammunition), medical materials, office
supplies and the like,

(ij Maintenance ( r o w  1.2.2)

This item should include both contract services for repair and maintenance of
equipment and facilities and purchases of parts, materials and tools for repair and
maintenance of equipment and facilities.

In some cases, repairs may be intended not only to restore the quality and
performance of equipment and facilities, but also to improve the quality or modify
the performance, Such activities are to some extent to be regarded as
investments. These major modifications and major repairs, containing substantial
investment elements, should be reported under the cost categories 2.1 (Procurement)
or  2 . 2  ( C o n s t r u c t i o n ) .

In any case, respondents are requested to describe the procedure chosen and to
explain their current accounting practices or rules concerning the possible
investment elements in major modification and repair activities. Such comments
should be attached to the completed matrix.

This item should include expenditures for various kind6 of purchased 6ervices,
such as travel expenses, postal charge6,  printing expenses and other.

(k) Rent)

If capital costs for real estate belonging to the military sector do not
relsult  in actual paymenta, it is desirable that the ront cost6 to be reported be
augmented by adding imputed capital costs. Such capital costs may be estimated by
means of appropriate interest rates or rates of depreciation for the reporting year.
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A country’s military potent&l deperrds  not only 3n its procurement of military
equipment but also on the rates of dapreaiation, depletion and retirement.
Information of the latter type may not be readily available. It would, however, be
highly deeirable to obtain such information as is available concerning retirement
and average-length-of-service rates for various kinds of equipment. Such
infor,mation should be attached to the oompleted matrix. See also note (i) above.

This item should include tanks, armoured personnel carriers and other armoured
vehicles,

For the same reasons as mentioned under (1) above, it would be desirable to be
able to compare the procurement figures for ammunition with corresponding
consumption figures. In order to make this pOsSible, respondents are requested in
part II below to supply the latter type of information.
