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1. By section |, paragraph 2, of its resolution 56/242, the General Assembly
approved the draft calendar of conferences and meetings of the United Nations for
the biennium 2002-2003 as submitted by the Committee on Conferences' and
amended by subsequent decisions taken by the General Assembly at its fifty-sixth
session. The approved calendar was issued as document A/AC.172/2002/2.

2. In accordance with established practice, the Committee on Conferences
submits to the General Assembly for the second year of each biennium a draft
revised calendar that takes into account developments since the adoption of the
biennial calendar. In the annex to the present note, the Secretariat submits a draft
revised calendar of conferences for consideration by the Committee on Conferences.
The schedule reflects a number of changes already made during the course of 2002.
Other changes for which decisions are yet to be taken or which have yet to be
communicated to the Secretariat will have to be incorporated at alater stage.

3. It should be noted that, in the drafting of the revised 2003 calendar of
conferences, the Secretariat has taken into account the arrangements referred to in
resolution 56/242 concerning Orthodox Good Friday and the official holidays of
Eid a-Adha and Eid al-Fitr. Orthodox Good Friday falls on 25 April 2003. The
dates for Eid al-Adha and Eid al-Fitr have not yet been set as at the time of
submission of the present addendum. However, for planning purposes, they are
expected to take place on 11 February and around the last week of November 2003,
respectively.

It is
anticipated that the Commission will hold its spring sessions at the headquarters of
one of the participating organizations so as to enable the members to familiarize
themselves with conditions at other duty stations and to establish contacts with
members of legislative bodies of other organizations;

(b) Permanent Forum on Indigenous Issues, second session (see annex,
sect. A, item 259). It has been proposed, subject to the concurrence of the Economic
and Social Council, that the second session of the Forum be held at Headquarters,
New York;

(c) International Ministerial Meeting of Landlocked and Transit Developing
Countries and International Financial and Development Institutions on Transit
Transport Cooperation (see annex, sect. A, item 269). The precise timing and venue
of the meeting will be considered by the General Assembly at its fifty-seventh
session. The Government of Kazakhstan has offered to host the meeting.

5. The Committee may also wish to note that no special sessions of the General
Assembly or special conferences have so far been scheduled to be held in 2003.
