7. Calls upon the Secretary-General, in his report on the Institute to the
General Assembly at its sixty-second session, to offer solutions for placing the
financial situation of the Institute on a more stable basis without recourse to regular
budget funding, in line with the statute of the Institute;

8. Decides, on an exceptional basis, to authorize the Secretary-General to
enter into commitments in an amount up to 367,800 United States dollars under
section 9, Economic and social affairs, of the programme budget for the biennium
2006-2007, subject to full reimbursement, pending receipt of voluntary
contributions;
