Introduction

1. Egypt cherishes its deep-rooted traditions aimed at promoting and protecting
universally recognized human rights. The Government takes this opportunity to reaffirm its
commitment to continuing its efforts in this regard, to taking vigorous action at the national
and international levels to promote human rights, and to cooperating actively and
constructively with the Human Rights Council and all other relevant forums.

2. The Government confirms its desire to cooperate and support the universal periodic
review mechanism, since it is founded on the basic principles of objectivity and
transparency. The consultative and cooperative approach adopted enhances the prospects of
achieving its goals and aspirations of protecting and promoting human rights throughout the
world, while respecting the geographical and cultural characteristics of societies, as
underscored by Human Rights Council resolution No. 3/21 of 20 September 2012.

3. Egypt was presented with 372 recommendations at the meeting of the thirty-fourth
session of the Working Group that was held on 13 November 2019. It studied them within a
coordinated framework comprising all relevant governmental bodies, the National Council
for Women, the National Council for Persons with Disabilities, and the National Council
for Childhood and Motherhood, and in consultation with the National Council for Human
Rights and national non-governmental organizations (NGOs). They discussed the policies
and measures required to implement the recommendations that were deemed to be
acceptable, in line with the Constitution of 2014, as amended, and the country’s
international obligations.

4, The Government’s position on the recommendations is based on a firm foundation
established by the Constitution, which makes respect for and protection of human rights
and fundamental freedoms a basic constituent of the country’s political system, dedicating
an entire chapter to them and including provisions for rights that were not previously
recognized in the country’s Constitution, such as the right to strike peacefully, the right to
freedom of belief, thought, opinion and expression, the right to freedom of scientific
research and to freedom of artistic and literary creativity, the right to form civil associations
by notification, and the right to demonstrate peacefully by notification. The Constitution
recognizes the equality of all citizens before the law and guarantees their enjoyment of
rights and freedoms without discrimination on any ground. It underscores the importance of
establishing a partnership between the State, its institutions and civil society organizations
and contains the guarantees required to safeguard rights and freedoms.

The position of Egypt on the recommendations

5. Before presenting its views on the recommendations it has received, the Government
would like to state the following:

» The report sets forth the country’s position regarding all recommendations based on
the following categories: fully accepted recommendations; partially accepted
recommendations; implemented recommendations; unacceptable recommendations;
inaccurate recommendations; and two recommendations that were deemed to be
hostile.

« Full or partial acceptance of the recommendations is subject to the provisions of the
Egyptian Constitution and the country’s international obligations.

+ Partial acceptance of recommendations is confined to the acceptable part of each
recommendation.

» Implemented recommendations are those that were implemented prior to the
universal periodic review process and do not require additional procedures for their
implementation.

» An explanation of the Government’s position on some of the recommendations is
provided in order to clarify its understanding of the content or purpose, some of the
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terminology used, the manner of its implementation, or the proposed time period for
implementation.

» Non-acceptance of some recommendations may be due to the fact that they are
incompatible with the Constitution, the criminal justice system in Egypt, the
principle of separation of powers, the principle of equality before the law, or the
rights enshrined in international human rights law.

» Some recommendations are deemed to contain false allegations due to inaccuracies
in their formulation or content.

» Two recommendations are deemed to be hostile owing to their inclusion of
politicized and erroneous allegations issued by a party that adopts openly hostile
positions towards the Government and people of the Arab Republic of Egypt, in
contravention of the established principles on which the review process is based.

I11. The Government’s views on the recommendations made
during the universal periodic review cycle are divided into
sections based on the subject matter

A. Accession to and compliance with international human rights treaties
and withdrawal of reservations

6. Article 151 of the Constitution requires the legislative, judicial and executive powers
to comply with the provisions of international treaties that have been ratified because they
have the same status as domestic legislation. Accordingly, persons who suffer damages
from non-implementation of such treaties are entitled to seek legal remedies. As article 93
of the 2014 Constitution accords a special status to ratified international human rights
treaties, the rights and freedoms enshrined in such treaties enjoy constitutional protection.
All interested parties can resort to the Supreme Constitutional Court to challenge the
unconstitutionality of inconsistent legal provisions. The Court has handed down rulings that
endorse this principle. In light of the foregoing:

B. Cooperation with international and regional human rights bodies

7. The Government aspires to participate actively in diverse international and regional
human rights forums, and to cooperate with treaty bodies, the Human Rights Council and
its special procedures, and the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human
Rights (OHCHR). This is borne out by the fact that it hosted a Special Rapporteur in 2018
and has invited six others to visit Egypt. In addition, it seeks to promote civil society’s
interaction with the Human Rights Council and its special procedures. The Government
will therefore consider extending invitations to additional Special Rapporteurs. In light of
the foregoing:

C. Measures concerning the legislative and institutional framework

8. The Government continues to take vigorous action to strengthen the institutional and
legislative framework in order to uphold human rights and fundamental freedoms. The
Egyptian Constitution guarantees the independence of the National Council for Human
Rights, and all domestic legislation is being reviewed to ensure that it complies with the
provisions of the 2014 Constitution. The Government has achieved progress in the fight
against corruption at all levels, has fostered the principle of accountability and has
developed a National Anti-Corruption Strategy (2019-2022). In light of the foregoing:

9. National legislation abounds with the requisite guarantees of a fair trial in line with
international norms. The State is committed to respecting the principle of separation of
powers, and to respecting and promoting the independence of the judiciary as the basic
guarantee for the protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms. In light of the
foregoing:

E. Promotion of a human rights culture and of human rights education
and training

10.  The Government furthers the implementation of activities and programmes aimed at
promoting a human rights culture, for instance through the curricula of basic, secondary and
university education, and the training courses for public officials and law enforcement
personnel. It is determined to continue pursuing these efforts. In light of the foregoing:

F. The rights of women, children, persons with disabilities, families and
other groups

11.  Egypt believes that the family is the foundation of society, and the Constitution
requires action to be taken to ensure its cohesion and stability and to consolidate its values.
In the international context, Egypt promotes respect for the obligation to protect the family
enshrined in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the two International
Covenants. The Government proclaimed 2017 the Year of Women, 2018 the Year of
Persons with Disabilities and 2019 the Year of Youth. It has also adopted a number of
legislative measures and launched programmes aimed at empowering women, young
people and persons with disabilities, promoting the rights of the child and providing
children with the necessary care and protection, as described in detail in the national report.
The Government is determined to continue pursuing these efforts. In light of the foregoing:

G. Civil and political rights

12. The Constitution guarantees freedom of belief and prohibits all forms of
discrimination. Any incitement by word or deed to hatred or discrimination constitutes an
offence, and the State takes the necessary steps to prevent individual practices that
contravene this norm. The Constitution and domestic legislation also guarantee the right to
establish civil associations and to demonstrate peacefully by notification. The Government
firmly believes that freedom of the media and freedom of opinion and expression are the
cornerstones of a sound democratic system. Citizens are equal before the law without
distinction on any grounds. The Government takes vigorous action to combat impunity in
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order to guarantee the rule of law, while ensuring that all human rights of persons deprived
of their liberty are respected. In light of the foregoing:

H. Economic, social and cultural rights

13.  The Government has launched a Sustainable Development Strategy for the period
until 2030, and is taking steps in that context to implement major projects to provide
employment opportunities, adequate housing, safe drinking water, sanitation and health
care, to promote respect for cultural pluralism, and to improve the quality of education. The
Government is determined to provide a decent life for all citizens without discrimination,
with the participation of civil society, the private sector and international development
partners. It continues to implement its plan for comprehensive economic reform and
conversion of the informal economy into a formal economy with a view to encouraging
domestic investment, attracting foreign investment and increasing the economic growth
rate. In light of the foregoing:

I.  Combating human trafficking and illegal migration

14.  The Government takes vigorous action to combat the crime of human trafficking,
both by prescribing harsher penalties for such crimes and by protecting victims’ rights
through the National Strategy for Combating Trafficking in Human Beings (2016-2021).
While the Constitution guarantees freedom of movement, residence and migration, and
requires the interests of Egyptians residing abroad to be upheld, it prohibits all forms of
enslavement, forced exploitation, the sex trade and other forms of trafficking in human
beings. The law criminalizes all forms of smuggling of migrants and recognizes the right to
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voluntary return. The Government continues to promote the rights of its citizens at home
and abroad, to combat such crimes and to raise awareness thereof. In light of the foregoing:

J.  Combating terrorism

15.  The Constitution requires the State to combat all forms of terrorism while
guaranteeing public rights and freedoms, and to pay fair compensation to victims of
terrorism. The Government has complied with this requirement. The Counter-Terrorism
Act was promulgated with a view to maintaining the security of citizens and ensuring their
enjoyment of human rights and fundamental freedoms. Its provisions guarantee that the
rights of accused persons enshrined in the Constitution and domestic legislation are fully
respected.
