Also, in 2017, the FSM Government had issued
Executive Order recognizing the situation of certain refugees
entering FSM territory from Asia. Those refugees were granted
adequate living standards until resettlement. With the
assistance of the Office of the United Nations High
Commissioner for Refugees, FSM was able to identify the
appropriate status of these individuals as refugees, and on that
basis, the FSM Government was able to work and collaborate
with foreign governments for the resettlement of the refugees.
