Realizing that a balanced and inte~rated economic 
and social development would contribute towards the 
promotion and maintenance of peace and security, 
social progress and better standards of living, and the 
observance of, and respect for, human rights and fon­

1. C ommends the Economie and Social Council for 
the work done during the period under review; 

2. Notes the programmes of work approved by the 
Economie and Social Council for the ensuing two years, 
particularly the study of balanced economic and social 
development called for in paragraph 1 ( h) of Council 
resolution 663 E (XXIV) of 31 Julv 1957:
