The General Assembly, 
1. Considering the intcre.,t of the United Na­

tions in problems relating to the economic devel­
opment of all under-developed regions; 

2. Taking note of the resolution adopted by the 
Economic and Social Council during its fifth ses­
sion' requesting the Economic and Employment 
Commission to study the general problems con­
nected with the establishment of regional com­
missions as a means to promote the aims and 
purposes of the United Nations; 

3. Taking note with satisfaction of the decision 
by the Council at that session to establish an ad 
hoe Committee for the purpose of studying the 
factors bearing upon the establishment of an eco­
nomic commission for Latin America;" 

4. Taking note of the general favourable re­
ception given to the proprnal for an economic 
commission for Latin America by the Second 
Committee; 

5. Recognizing that co-operative measures 
among all the countries of the Middle East can be 
of practical assistance in raising both the level of 
economic activitv and the standard of life in the 
Middle Ea.,t and in strengthening the economic 
relations of these countries both among themselves 
and with other countries of the world, and that 
such measures would he facilitated by close co­
operation with the United Nations and its sub­
sidiary organs as well ;is with regional organiza­
tions in the .\I iddlc Ea·; ,Ill h as the Arab League;
