4. Requests the Economic and Social Council, with 
the assistance of the Committee for Programme and 
Co-ordination, and recommends the specialized agen­
cies and International Atomic Energy Agency, to con­
tinue to take appropriate measures in their respective 
fields with a view to a full and speedy implementation 
of all recommendations that have not as yet been 
covered in their · respective programmes of implemen­
tation; 

5. Appeals to Member States to ensure co-ordination 
within their national representation on the organs 
of the United Nations system in order to make pos­
sible the full implementation of the recommendations 
of the Ad H oc Committee ; 

6. Requests the Advisory Committee oh Admin­
istrative and Budgetary Questions, while endorsing its 
proposals as set out in paragraph 9 of its ninth report 
to the General Assembly at its twenty-third session, 
to continue to review the progress made in the im­
plementation of the recommendations of the Ad Hoc 
Committee and to report to the General Assembly in 
this regard in its annual reports on the administrative 
and budgetary co-ordination of the United Nations 
with the specialized agencies and the International 
Atomic Energy Agency; 

7. Reqiiests the Secretary-General, in his capacity

N oting that all studies on the physical and economic 
feasibility of building the United Nations International 
School on thc site lying between East 39th and 40th 
Streets west of First A venue have not yet yielded a 
basis on which a decision to construct the building at 
this site could be taken, 

Considering that interim arrangements have been 
made at East 54th Street and East 51st Street through 
the Ford Foundation and the City of New York respec­
tively for the period of construction of the new school, 

N oting the rapid growth in school enrolment and 
the urgent need for a permanent solution to the physical 
problem of the School, 

N oting with regret the slow growth of the Develop­
ment Fund, 

N oting that the Board of Trustees has made arrange­
