Recalling that at its second regular session it 
endorsed the principles p!'oclaimed by the Inter­
national Labour Conference at its thirtieth ses­
sion in respect of trade union rights and approved 
the request made by the Economic and Social 
Council at its fifth session that the International 
Labour Organisation should continue its efforts 
in order that one or several international conven­
tions on the subject might be adopted, 1 and 

Noting that the International Labour Confer­
ence at San Francisco in the course of its thirty­
first session adopted, on 9 July 1948, a Conven­
tion on Freedom of Association and Protection 
of the Right to Organize, and that this Conven­
tion has now been communicated to Governments 
for ratification, 

Expresses the earnest hope that Governments 
will take prompt action for the early ratification 
of the Convention of Freedom of Association 
and Protection of the Right to Organize adopted 
by the International Labour Conference at San 
Francisco.
