Convinced that a good foundation has been laid for 
the International Civil Service Commission to perform 
the important tasks entrusted to it by the General 
Assembly, 

1. Takes note with appreciation of the first annual 
report of the International Civil Servioe Commission;41 

2. Invites the International Ci~ Servi~ Commis­
sion to complete its work on the U~ted Nations salary 
system in 1976 and -to submit it_s fin~l recomme~da­
tions to the General Assembly at its thirty-first session; 

3. Notes the plans of the International Civil Service 
Commission for the progressive assumption of the full 
functions assigned to it by its statute;42 

· 4. Approves having regard to. the provisions of 
article 27 of the 'statute of the lntel'Wl,tional Civil Service 
Commission and <taking into account the recommenda­
tions of the Commission contained in paragraph 18 of 
its report, 41 the establishment, ta)cing into account 
equitable geographica! distribution, Qf ~ s~bsidiary l><?dY 
to provide expert advtce to the Commission concemmg 
the operation of the post adjustment system.

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INTERIM CHANGES IN THE POST ADJUSTMENT SYSTEM 

The General Assembly, 
Having considered the recomm~ndations made by 

the International Civil Service Commission in para­
graphs 37 to 65 of its report,48 

Noting that the operation of the post adju&tment sys­
tem has resulted in an undue degree of differentiation 
in the total remuneration of staff members without de­
pendants as compared with that of staff members·with 
dependants, which, in the opinion of the International 
Civil Service Commission, constitutes a serious prob­
lem of inequity,

Commission expects to include in the over-all report 
on its review of the United Nations salary system, 
which it will submit to the General Assembly at its 
thirty...first session, proposals to deal with this problem 
on a long-term basis, 

Approves the recommendation of the International 
Civil Service Commission" that, as a temporary in­
terim measure, with effect from 1 January 1976: 

(a) At duty stations classified for the purposes of 
application of the post adjustment system at class 7 and 
below, there should be no change in the existing tables 
of rates of post adjustments for staff with and without 
dependants at the different grades and steps; 

(b) At duty stations classified in class 8 and above, 
the present rates should continue to apply to staff mem­
bers without dependants in respect of the first seven 
classes of post adjustment; for each class above class 7 
( class 8 and above), addi,tional payments should be 
II!ade to staff members without dependants equal to the 
difference between the present rate (two thirds of the 
"with dependants" rate) and a rate of 85 per cent of 
the "with dependants" rate.
