Reca/ling the relevant provisions of the Final Decla­
ration of the Sixth Conference of Heads of Sta te or Gov­

Bearing in mind in particular the relevant decisions 
adopted by the Assembly of Heads of State and Gov­
ernment of the Organization of African Unity at its 
seventeenth ordinary session, held at Freetown from 1 to 
4 July 1980, in particular the Declaration on Foreign 
lnvestment in South Africa, adopted by the Council 
of Ministers of the Organization of African Unity at 
its thirty-fifth ordinary session, held at Freetown from 
18 to 28 June 1980,' 

Taking note of resolution 2 (XXXIII) of 2 September 
1980 of the Sub-Commission on Prevention of Discrim­
ination and Protection of M inorities,' 

Taking note a/so of the revised report prepared by the 
Special Rapporteur on the adverse consequences for the 
enjoyment of human rights of political, military, 
economic and other forms of assistance given to colonial 
and racist régimes in southern A frica," 

Reaffirming that any collaboration with the racist 
régime of South Africa constitutes a hostile act against 
the oppressed peoples of southern Africa and a con­
temptuous defiance of the United Nations and of the in­
ternational community, 

Considering that such collaboration strengthens the 
racist régime, encourages it to persist in its repressive 
and aggressive policies and seriously aggra vates the 
situation in southern Africa, thereby constituting a 
threat to international peace and security, 

Deep/y concerned that the major Western and other 
trading partners of South A frica continue to collab­
orate with the racist régime and that their collaboration 
constitutes the main obstacle to the liquidation of the 
racist régime and the elimination of the inhuman and 
criminal system of apartheid, 

A/armed at the continued collaboration of certain 
Western States and Israel with the racist régime of South 
Africa in the nuclear field, 

Deep/y alarmed at reports that South Africa with 
Israeli co-operation has detonated a nuclear explosive 
device, 

Regretting that the Security Council has not been in a 
position to take binding decisions to prevent any col­
laboration in the nuclear field with South /\frica, 

Recognizing that the utmost priority must be accorded 
to international action to secure the full implementa­
tion of the resolutions of the U nited N ations for the 
eradication of apartheid and the liberation of the peoples 
of southern Africa, 

Conscious of the continuing need to mobilize world 
public opinion against the political, military, economic 
and other forms of assistance given to the racist régime 
of South Africa,

1. Reajfirms the inalienable right of the oppressed 
peoples of southern /\ frica to self-determination, inde­
pendence and the enjoyment of the natural resources of 
their territories: 

2. Again reaffirms the right of those same peoples to 
dispose of those resources for their greater well-being 
and to obtain just reparation for the exploitation, deple­
tion, loss or depreciation of those natural resources, in­
cluding reparations for the exploitation and abuse of 
their human resources: 

3. Vigorously condemns the collaboration of certain 
members of the North /\tlantic Treaty Organization, 
Israel and other States, as well as those multinational 
corporations and other organizations which maintain or 
continue to increase their collaboration with the racist 
régime of South A frica, especially in the political, 
economic, military and nuclear fields, thus encouraging 
that régime to persist in its inhuman and criminal policy 
of brutal oppression of the peoples of southern Africa 
and denial of their human rights: 

4. Reaffirms once again that States and organiza­
tions which give assistance to the racist régime of South 
Africa become accomplices in the inhuman practices of 
racial discrimination, colonialism and apartheid perpe­
trated by this régime: 

5. Requests the Security Council urgently to con­
sider complete and mandatory sanctions under Chap­
ter Y 11 of the Charter of the U nited N ations against the 
racist régime of South /\frica, in particular: 

(a) The prohibition of ali technological assistance or 
collaboration in the manufacture of arms and military 
supplies in South A frica: 

(h) The cessation of ali collaboration with South 
Africa in the nuclear field: 

(e) The prohibition of ali loans to, and ali invest­
ments in, South Africa and the cessation of any trade 
with South /\frica: 

(d) /\n embargo on the supply of petroleum, 
petroleum products and other strategic commodities to 
South /\frica: 

6. Appeals to ali States, the specialized agencies and 
non-governmental organizations to extend ali possible 
co-operation to the liberation movements of southern 
Africa recognized by the United Nations and the Or­
ganization of /\frican Unity: 

7. Expresses its appreciation to the Special Rappor­
teur for his revised report: 

8. Ca/Is upon the Governments of the countries 
where the banks, transnational corporations and other 
organizations named and listed in the revised report are 
hased, to take effective action to put a stop to their 
trading, manufacturing and investing activities in the 
territory of South A frica as well as in the Territory of 
Namibia illegally occupied by the racist Pretoria régime: 

9. Requests the Secretary-General to transmit the 
revised report to the Special Committee against Apart­
heid, the United Nations Council for Namibia, other 
bodies concerned within the United Nations system and 
regional international organi1ations:

35/33. Decade for Action to Combat Racism and Racial 
Discrimination 

The General Assembly, 
Reaffirming its determination to achieve the total 

eradication of racism, racial discrimination and apart­
heid, 

Recal/ing once again that, in its resolution 3057 
(XXVIII) of 2 November 1973 and in the Programme 
for the Decade for Action to Combat Racism and 
Racial Discrimination annexed thereto, and in other 
relevant resolutions, it called upon ali peoples, Govern­
ments and institutions to continue their efforts to elim­
inate racism, racial discrimination and apartheid, 

Bearing in mind the Declaration and the Programme 
of Action adopted by the World Conference to Combat 
Racism and Racial Discrimination, 10 

Recal/ing that, in the programme of activities to be 
undertaken during the second half of the Decade for Ac­
tion to Combat Racism and Racial Discrimination, con­
tained in the annex to its resolution 34/24 of 15 Novem­
ber 1979, it called upon ali States, United Nations 
organs and intergovernmental and non-governmental 
organizations to intensify their efforts to achieve the 
speediest attainment of the objectives of the Decade, 
aimed at the complete and final elimination of ali forms 
of racism and racial discrimination, 

Seriously concerned at the situation prevailing in 
South Africa and throughout southern A frica as a result 
of the policies and actions of the apartheid régime, par­
ticularly its efforts to perpetuate and strengthen racist 
domination of the country, its policy of "bantustaniza­
tion", its brutal repression of opponents of apartheid 
and its renewed acts of aggression against neighbouring 
States, 

Reaffirming that the policies and actions of the apart­
heid régime constitute a threat to international peace 
and security, 

Reaffirming that apartheid is a crime against humani­
ty, 

Recognizing the gra vity of the situation of women and 
children under the yoke of apartheid and racial discrim­
ination, 

Reaffirming that any collaboration with the racist 
régime in South Africa constitutes a hostile act against 
the oppressed people of South Africa as well as tlagrant 
disregard for the United Nations and the international 
community, 

Noting with satisfaction the favourable outcome ofthe 
struggle of the people of Zimbabwe to regain their sov­
ereignty and national independence.

Recalling the importance of the attainment of the ob­
jectives of the Decade, 

Convinced that a second world conference to be con­
vened during the Decade for Action to Combat Racism 
and Racial Discrimination will make a useful and con­
structive contribution to the attainment of those objec­
tives, 

1. Proclaims that the elimination of ali forms of 
racism and of discrimination based on race and the 
attainment of the objectives of the Programme for. the 
Decade for Action to Combat Racism and Racial Dis­
crimination and of the programme of activities to be un­
dertaken during the second half of the Decade, con­
tained in the annex to its resolution 34 /24, are matters 
of high priority for the international community and, 
accordingly, for the United Nations; 

2. Strongly condemns the policies of apartheid, 
racism and racial discrimination practised in southern 
Africa, ali occupied Arab territories and elsewhere, in­
cluding the denial of the right of peoples to self­
determination and independence; 

3. Vigorously condemns the repeated acts of aggres­
sion committed by South Africa against neighbouring 
States, particularly the recent attacks on Zambia; 

4. Reaffirms once again its strong support for the 
national liberation struggle against racism, racial dis­
crimination, apartheid, colonialism and foreign dom­
ination and for the achievement of self-determination by 
ali available means, including armed struggle: 

5. Welcomes the resounding victory of the people of 
Zimbabwe and the formation of the Government of the 
Patriotic Front, a prerequisite for the creation of the in­
dependent, sovereign State of Zimbabwe; 

6. Congratulates the national liberation movements, 
the anti-apartheid and anti-racist movements and other 
non-governmental organizations for their co-operation 
in international efforts to attain the objectives of the 
Decade: 

7. Invites ali Member States, United Nations or­
gans, specialized agencies and intergovernmental and 
non-governmental organizations to strengthen and en­
large the scope of their activities in support of the ob­
jectives of the Programme for the Decade; 

8. Calls once again upon all Governments which 
have not yet done so to take legislative, administrative 
and other measures in respect of their nationals and the 
bodies corporate under their jurisdiction that own en­
terprises in southern Africa in order to put an end to 
such enterprises forthwith: 

9. Calls upon ali Sta tes to adopt, as a matter of high 
priority, measures declaring punishable by law any dis­
semination of ideas based on racial superiority or hatred 
and outlawing organizations based on racial hatred and 
prejudice, including neo-Nazi and Fascist organiza­
tions as well as private clubs and institutions which are 
based on racial criteria or which spread ideas of racial 
discrimination and apartheid; 

1 O. Appeals once again to ali Sta tes to continue to 
co-operate with the Secretary-General by submitting 
their reports to him, as provided for in paragraph 18 (e) 
of the Programme for the Decade; 

11. Appea/s once again to all the mass media and 
educational and cultural institutions to co-operate fully 
in implementing the Programme for the Decade; 

12. Congratulates the Special Committee against 
Apartheid on its efforts to carry out its task;
