
ARTICLE 6 
That the asseument computed under the fore­

eoing articles shall be collected by the United 
Nations by withholding it from payments. No 
part of the assessment so collected shall be re­
funded because of cessation of employment dur­
ing the calendar yeaf.

That revenue derived from the assessment shall 

be applied as an appropriation-in-aid of the budget. 

Extension of the Palai, de, 
Nation,, Geneva: arrangements to 
be entered into between the United 
Nations and the World Health Or­

The General Assembly, 
Taking cognisance of the arrangements pro­

posed by the Secretary-General in document A/ 
C.5/3612' in connexion with the extension of the 

Palms des Nations in Geneva and the grantinc of 
a lease to the World Health Organization, 

Considering that no United Nations expendi­
tures will be required in respect of the proposed 
extension of the Palais des Nations, 

Noting in this conq.exion that the Building 
Committee of the , W <>'1d Health Organization 
decided, on 26 Norember 1949, to accept a gift 
of 3,000,000 Swiss francs from the Swiss Gov­
ernment as a contribution towards the achieve­
ment of the purposes set out in document A/ 
C.5/361 and that the World Health Organization 
will have full responsibility for the additional 
expenditures required to cover the total construc­
tion cost of the projected extension, 

Authorizes the Secretary-General to enter into 
such arrangements with the World Health Or­
ganization and the Swiss Government as he may 
see fit for the attainment of the purposes set out 
in document A/C.5/361.
