6. Deci des also that, in accordance with the provisions of its
resolution 973 (X) of 15 Decenber 1955, there shall be set off against the
apportionnent anbng Menber States, as provided for in paragraph 5 above, their
respective share in the Tax Equalization Fund of the estinmated staff
assessnment incone of 1,121,925 dollars approved for the International Tribuna
for Rmanda for the period from1 January to 30 June 1997;

7. Decides further to revert to the consideration of the financing of
the International Tribunal for Rwmanda for the year 1997 at the first part of
its resunmed fifty-first session on the basis of the revised budgetary
estimates to be proposed by the Secretary-General and the report of the Ofice
of Internal Oversight Services to be submtted to the General Assenbly, which
was requested with a view to identifying problens and reconmendi ng nmeasures to
enhance the efficient utilization of resources.
