Deeply concernedby the magnitude of human casualty and suffering,
especially among children, caused by the illiciblferation and use of small arms
and light weapons,

that States must strive just as hard to elimin&i threat of small arms and light
weapons as they do to eliminate the threat of waapd mass destruction,

Recalling alsothe International Instrument to Enable States dentify and
Trace, in a Timely and Reliable Manner, lllicit Sin&rms and Light Weapons,
adopted on 8 December 2005,

Recalling further the expression of support in the 2005 World Summit
Outcome for the implementation of the ProgrammeAofion to Prevent, Combat
and Eradicate the lllicit Trade in Small Arms anigt Weapons in All Its Aspects,
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Recalling the adoption, on 14 June 2006 in Abuja at thetigtin ordinary
summit of the Economic Community of West Africamatts, of the Convention on
Small Arms and Light Weapons, Their Ammunition aDther Related Materials, in
replacement of the moratorium on the importatioxpartation and manufacture of
small arms and light weapons in West Africa,

Recalling alsathe entry into force of the Convention on 29 Semier 2009,

Recalling furtherthe decision taken by the Economic Community ttalelssh
the Small Arms Unit, responsible for advocating maypiate policies and
developing and implementing programmes, as wellttes establishment of the
Economic Community’s Small Arms Control Programreynched on 6 June 2006
in Bamako, in replacement of the Programme for @ouation and Assistance for
Security and Development,

Taking noteof the latest report of the Secretary-General ssisiance to States
for curbing the illicit traffic in small arms andght weapons and collecting them
and the illicit trade in small arms and light weagdn all its aspects,

Recalling in that regard, the decision of the European Wnio significantly
support the Economic Community in its efforts tavdmat the illicit proliferation of
small arms and light weapons,

Recognizinghe important role that civil society organizatsoplay, by raising
public awareness, in efforts to curb the illicitaffic in small arms and light
weapons,

Recallingthe reports of the United Nations Conferences &viBw Progress
Made in the Implementation of the Programme of éntito Prevent, Combat and
Eradicate the lllicit Trade in Small Arms and LigiMeapons in All Its Aspects, held
in New York from 26 June to 7 July 2006 and fromA¥gust to 7 September 202,

Welcomingthe inclusion of small arms and light weapons hie scope of the
Arms Trade Treaty, as well as the inclusion of international assistarin its
provisions,

1. Commendsthe United Nations and international, regional aother
organizations for their assistance to States fabioig the illicit traffic in small arms
and light weapons and collecting them;

2.  Encourageshe Secretary-General to pursue his efforts indbetext of
the implementation of General Assembly resoluti®i7d G of 15 December 1994
and the recommendations of the United Nations adyisgnissions aimed at curbing
the illicit circulation of small arms and light weans and collecting them in the
affected States that so request, with the suppbrthe United Nations Regional
Centre for Peace and Disarmament in Africa and los& cooperation with the
African Union;

5.  Encourages the collaboration of civil society organizationsnda
associations in the efforts of the national commoiss to combat the illicit traffic in
small arms and light weapons and in the implemeéonabf the Programme of
Action to Prevent, Combat and Eradicate the lllitiede in Small Arms and Light
Weapons in All Its Aspect$;

6. Encouragescooperation among State organs, international rizgdions
and civil society in support of programmes and pot§ aimed at combating the
illicit traffic in small arms and light weapons awdllecting them;

7. Calls upon the international community to provide technicahda
financial support to strengthen the capacity ofilceociety organizations to take
action to help to combat the illicit trade in smatims and light weapons;

8. Invitesthe Secretary-General and those States and orm@#onz that are
in a position to do so to continue to provide assise to States for curbing the
illicit traffic in small arms and light weapons awdllecting them;

9. Requestghe Secretary-General to continue to considerntla¢ter and to
report to the General Assembly at its sixty-nindgssion on the implementation of
the present resolution;

10. Decidesto include in the provisional agenda of its sixtinth session,
under the item entitled “General and complete disement”, the sub-item entitled
“Assistance to States for curbing the illicit traffin small arms and light weapons
and collecting them”.
