Outcome document of the special event to follow up efforts made
towar ds achieving the Millennium Development Goals

1. We, Heads of State and Government and headeglefdtion, have gathered at
United Nations Headquarters in New York at the $pleevent convened by the
President of the General Assembly to review progresade towards the

achievement of the Millennium Development Goals andc:hart the way forward.

Our deliberations have taken account of the vomepeople worldwide and of the
concerns and priorities that they have conveyed.

2. We gather with a sense of urgency and deterntinatvith less than 850 days
remaining for the achievement of the Millennium B&pment Goals. We renew our
commitment to the Goals and resolve to intensifiyedfflorts for their achievement
by 2015.

3.  We welcome what has been achieved so far. Thiéehhium Development

Goals have provided a common vision and have couteid to remarkable progress.
Significant and substantial advances have been niademeeting several of the
targets.

4. However, we are concerned about unevenness apd o achievement and
about the immense challenges that remain. The Rkhllem Development Goals are
critical for meeting the basic needs of people ieveloping countries; as we
approach the 2015 deadline, unrelenting effortsracpired to accelerate progress
across all the Goals.

5. Among and within developing countries, those whave been left furthest
behind require our most urgent attention and supp@fe are conscious of thqm]
special challenges and needs of the least develmpendhtries; of the fact that,u
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despite some impressive progress, most African ttes remain off track in
meeting the Millennium Development Goals; and of fact that conflict and post-
conflict countries face the most challenges in aehig any of the Goals by 2015.

6. We recognize the special challenges and needsndHll island developing
States and landlocked developing countries, manywbifch are not on track to
achieve the Millennium Development Goals by 201% &lso recognize the special
challenges in meeting the Goals faced by peoplediwnder foreign occupation.
We acknowledge the challenges in meeting the Gdéaispeople living in areas
affected by complex humanitarian emergencies andrégas affected by terrorism.
We also recognize the specific challenges that nrarddle-income countries face.

Accelerating progress

7. We reaffirm our commitment to the outcome docuomef the high-level

plenary meeting of the General Assembly on the &fiflium Development Goals,
held in 2010* The annual reports on the Goals provide updatesbsssnents of
where our efforts are most needed and will asssstnuframing our approach and
priorities.

8. We resolve to target in particular the most toéfek Millennium Development
Goals and those where progress has stalled, inoduthe Goals relating to poverty
and hunger, universal access to primary educatibild mortality, universal access
to reproductive health, including maternal heakthyironmental sustainability and
access to water and sanitation. In each of thesasawe are determined to take the
purposeful and coordinated action required. We wilhle up proven interventions,
fulfil the pledges that we have made and strengtben support for the range of
valuable initiatives under way, including interratal support for the
implementation of the New Partnership for Afric@gvelopment

9. Across all our acceleration efforts, we will emasize inclusivity and

accessibility for all and will place a particulandus on those who are most
vulnerable and disadvantaged. We will, for exampgleek to build the resilience of
the poorest in combating hunger, to improve supfamrtvomen giving birth in areas
of greatest deprivation and to improve educatiopabortunities and learning
outcomes for the most vulnerable children.

10. Where efforts are broadly on track and momentarists, we will do
everything possible to sustain and reinforce it.r Fexample, in combating
HIV/AIDS, we will step up efforts to meet the goaf universal access to HIV
prevention, treatment, care and support servicega#hb5. We will sustain and build
on the remarkable gains in the fight against malamd tuberculosis.

11. We will place a strong emphasis on all appreacthat have a cross-cutting
and multiplier effect. In particular, we recogniteat promoting gender equality and
empowering women and girls underpins and advancegrpss across all the
Millennium Development Goals. We will resolutelyopnote gender equality and
eliminate the range of barriers to the empowermehtwomen and girls in our
societies.

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Global partnership for development

12. We underline the central role of a strengthergddbal partnership for
development. We recognize the importance of nati@venership and emphasize
that, if the Millennium Development Goals are to &ehieved by 2015, national
efforts need to be assisted by international suppod an enabling international
environment. The mobilization and effective useatifresources, public and private,
domestic and international, will be vital.

13. We reaffirm the importance of promoting humaghts, good governance, the
rule of law, transparency and accountability atl@lels.

14. We call for the urgent implementation of allntmitments under the global
partnership for development so as to overcome #ysgdentified in the reports of
the Millennium Development Goals Gap Task Force. &ephasize the need to
accelerate progress towards the target of 0.7 per of gross national income as
official development assistance by 2015, includthg5 per cent to 0.20 per cent for
the least developed countries. We call upon dewedopountries to urgently fulfil

the official development assistance commitmentg thay have made, individually
and collectively.

15. We underline the need for the business sectoretigage in responsible
business practices.

Post-2015 development agenda

16. In parallel with the intensification of efforts accelerate the achievement of the
Millennium Development Goals, we are determinedctaft a strong post-2015
development agenda that will build on the foundasidaid by the Goals, complete
the unfinished business and respond to new chadleng

17. As we take the work forward, we reaffirm ournomitment to the United
Nations Millennium Declaratiori,the outcome document of the United Nations
Conference on Sustainable Developménthe Monterrey Consensus of the
International Conference on Financing for Developitifehe Doha Declaration on
Financing for Development: outcome document of th@low-up International
Conference on Financing for Development to Revidwe tmplementation of the
Monterrey Consensu$ and the outcomes of all the major United Nations
conferences and summits in the economic, socialeandronmental fields. We will
continue to be guided by the values and princigleshrined in those texts.

18. We reaffirm all the principles of the Rio Dedtion on Environment and
Development! including, inter alia, the principle of common bdifferentiated
responsibilities, as set out in principle 7 thereof

19. We are resolved that the post-2015 developrmagenda should reinforce the
commitment of the international community to poyeeradication and sustainable
development. We underline the central imperativepoferty eradication and are

Recognizing the intrinsic interlinkage between paye eradication and the
promotion of sustainable development, we underlthe need for a coherent
approach that integrates in a balanced mannerhieetdimensions of sustainable
development. This coherent approach involves waykiowards a single framework
and set of goals, universal in nature and applieabl all countries, while taking
account of differing national circumstances andpesding national policies and
priorities. It should also promote peace and seégudemocratic governance, the
rule of law, gender equality and human rights fibr a

20. We decide today to launch a process of inteegomental negotiations at the
beginning of the sixty-ninth session of the Genékatembly, which will lead to the
adoption of the post-2015 development agenda.

21. We acknowledge with appreciation the processesmdated in the outcome
document of the United Nations Conference on Susatde Development that are
now under way, in particular the Open Working Group Sustainable Development
Goals and the Intergovernmental Committee of Expert Sustainable Development
Financing, as well as the process to develop optifir a technology facilitation

mechanism. We urge that these processes completewrk in a comprehensive,
balanced and expeditious manner by September 2014.

22. The report submitted by the Secretary-Genenaladvance of the present
meeting® which draws on inputs from the High-level PanelErhinent Persons on
the Post-2015 Development Agenda, United Nationsvdlmpment Group
consultations, the Global Compact and the Sustdéndbevelopment Solutions
Network, is a useful input to our deliberations.

23. Over the coming year, the preparation of thet{2015 development agenda
will benefit from the General Assembly events to dmvened by the President of
the Assembly under the theme “The post-2015 devekp agenda: setting the
stage”.

24. In arriving at an inclusive and people-centpast-2015 development agenda,
we look forward to a transparent intergovernmemptalcess that will include inputs
from all stakeholders, including civil society, entific and knowledge institutions,
parliaments, local authorities and the private sect

25. We count on the strong support of the UnitedidNes system throughout all

our work. As an input to the intergovernmental niggtions to be launched at the
beginning of the sixty-ninth session of the GeneAaglsembly, we call upon the

Secretary-General to synthesize the full rangenpfits then available and to present
a synthesis report before the end of 2014.

26. The final phase of the intergovernmental work wulminate in a summit at
the level of Heads of State and Government in Saptr 2015 for the adoption of
the post-2015 development agenda. We request thesidemt of the General
Assembly to convene, in a timely manner, intergoweental consultations to
achieve agreement on organizational modalitiegiersummit.
