 The General Assembly, 

 Recalling its resolution 65/163 of 20 December 2010 and other previous 
resolutions on the United Nations Decade of Education for Sustainable 
Development, 

 Recalling also that at the United Nations Conference on Sustainable 
Development, held in Brazil from 20 to 22 June 2012, Heads of State and 
Government and high-level representatives resolved to promote education for 
sustainable development and to integrate sustainable development more actively 
into education beyond the Decade of Education for Sustainable Development,1 

 Noting the organization by the United Nations Educational, Scientific and 
Cultural Organization of the World Conference on Education for Sustainable 
Development in Aichi-Nagoya, Japan, from 10 to 12 November 2014, hosted by the 
Government of Japan, 

 1. Takes note of the Global Action Programme on Education for Sustainable 
Development, as a follow-up to the United Nations Decade of Education for 
Sustainable Development after 2014, as endorsed by the General Conference of the 
United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization at its thirty-
seventh session and transmitted by the Secretary-General;2 

 2. Invites Governments to take steps to implement the Global Action 
Programme; 

 3. Invites the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural 
Organization, as the lead agency for education for sustainable development, to 
continue to provide coordination for the implementation of the Global Action 
Programme, in cooperation with Governments, United Nations organizations, funds 
and programmes, non-governmental organizations and other stakeholders;
