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I. Programme rationale

1. Timor-Leste celebrated the tenth anniversary ofittependence in May 2012. The
same year, the presidential and parliamentaryietectvere successfully conducted and
the country bid farewell to the United Nations bmed Mission in Timor-Leste
(UNMIT), bringing to a close 13 years of peacekagpnissions. The security situation
remains stable, with the Policia Nacional de Tirheste fully in charge of policing.

2. The country continues to develop the institutioindlastructure that constitutes the
core of a democratic State and which was lackinindgpendence. These include the
National Parliament, justice system, electoral mgangent bodies, the Civil Service
Commission, the Provedoria for Human Rights and @emmission on Anti-
Corruption.

3. Timor-Leste’s economy is supported largely by eiWenues with a Petroleum Fund
amounting to $15 billion. Economic growth has beeeraging more than 10 per cent
per year since 2007and non-oil-related gross domestic product greanaaverage rate

of 12 per cent annually in the past five yearsghi global Human Development Report
2013, Timor-Leste was ranked 134 of 187 countrigh w Human Development Index
(HDI) value of 0.576, placing it in the medium humdevelopment category. Between
2000 and 2012, the HDI increased by 38 pertent.

4. Timor-Leste has leveraged its accomplishments angd0Oil0 led the group of 19
fragile States known as the g7+ in developing trewNDeal, a new framework of
cooperation in peacebuilding and State buildingndri-Leste is an active member of the
Community of Portuguese Language Countries andtakitt over the Chair in 2014, and
also participates as observer in the Pacific Iddfarum. In 2011, Timor-Leste, already
an observer, applied for full membership in thed®sation of Southeast Asian Nations.

5. Significant development challenges remain howewetuding poverty, stunting and
underweight among young children, high maternaltality and lack of sanitation. The
poverty rate remains high (49.9 per cent in 280&3pecially in rural areas, home to
approximately 70 per cent of Timor-Leste’s 1.06 lioil people. Low agricultural
production combined with a lack of access to marlatd inputs contributes to high
food insecurity, particularly in rural areas. Seyeiour per cent of the rural population
suffers moderate to severe food insecutityinual food deficits also contribute to high
malnutrition rates, especially for children and vem which have been among the
highest in the world.

6. While numerous efforts have been made to addrextegénequalities, major gender

disparities continue to exist, reflected in Timaste's Gender Inequality Index (GllI)

ranking in 2011 (0.547, or 111 of 1&7For example, despite the country’s enviable
record of women'’s political participation at natétevel, the situation is very different

at local level, where almost all village and comihurchiefs are men. Sexual and

gender-based violence remain widespread, with bawims perpetuating men’s

traditional control over women and childrén.

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7. Acute capacity constraints are pervasive in mosasof the economy, as well as in
Government and state institutions. Forty per cdrthe population older than age 15
years has not had any education, and another 28gmrhave not advanced beyond
primary schoof This skills shortage is expected to become an gveater constraint on
development as government programmes expand andhtgrisector investment
increases.

8. Timor-Leste is exposed to multiple natural hazandtuding floods, coastal erosion,
tsunamis, strong winds (cyclones), prolonged drgseas (drought), earthquakes,
landslides and forest fires. The most frequent tthzgpes in recent years include
floods, landslides and drought, which affect dadie®od production, the main source
of livelihood for most Timoresg.

9. The lack of productivity of the rural populatiommains the root cause of poverty in
Timor-Leste. This is intrinsically tied to the eaony's oil-based structure, which is
technology-intensive and out of reach of 70 pert ofrthe population, who resides in
ecologically fragile and disaster-prone rural are®#ithin this context, the 2013
assessment of development results (ADR) exercid@ichwcovered two country
programme cycles (2003-2008 and 2009-2014), recardatethat UNDP facilitate the
Government’s inclusive growth agenda to bridgelrurhan disparities, promote gender
equity and generate employment, especially forlyotthe non-oil sector. It noted that
while UNDP had supported the establishment of abmmof grassroots organizations,
built their capacities in financial intermediatioim rural areas and influenced
prioritization of human development in the Governte Strategic Development Plan
(SDP) through production and dissemination of matichuman development reports,
more needed to be done. Specifically, an integrafgutoach was required to address
risks associated with climate change through effechatural resource management
measures linked with rural income- and employmemtegation initiatives.

10. In the area of governance, the ADR confirmed tb&DP support to justice,
Parliament, the Provedoria and other sectors w#satrto the transition from conflict
to development. The ADR noted that Parliament aistide, anti-corruption and human
rights institutions continue to face capacity cbadles, requiring UNDP to extend more
advanced knowledge, skills and experience ovemntadium to long term. In addition,
the 2012 Fragility Assessment reconfirmed that s€te justice, along with economic
diversification, required continued attention taleebs the fragility drivers that prevail,
notably policy uncertainty around land issues aeddgr-based violence. Based on its
long-term successful engagement, UNDP is strongbsitioned to engage the
Government and civil society, to consolidate andteyatize human and institutional
capacity development, particularly at subnatiomafel, to promote a peaceful, stable
and resilient economy.

11.In the area of recovery, UNDP made important cbaotions to Timor-Leste’s
efforts to return internally displaced persons dadresolve disputes and promote
reconciliation through community-level mediationowever, the ADR noted that the
contribution remained limited to the early recovphase, with no systematic linkages
to longer-term solutions or to address challengeketl to man-made and natural
disasters. With 78.5 per cent of Timorese repottetlave experienced shocks due to
natural hazards, UNDP is well positioned to buifdits successes in early recovery to
develop coherent, long-term resilience-buildingmanpfor the country.

12.The new Government’s five-year programme (2012-2@Gligned to the country’s
SDP 2011-2030, calls for a diversified, sociallglusive economy which recognizes
climate change and environment as a key area ofisfodhe United Nations

down. With a sound understanding of the institudiozontext, established partnerships
at national and local levels based on mutual tarsd, an enabling policy climate, UNDP
is well positioned to implement the Government'scetdralization agenda for
promoting inclusive and sustainable developmentdimg resilience among the
institutions and the people whom they serve.

Programme priorities and partnerships

13. Building on lessons learned from UNDP supporthia past decade as outlined in
chapter | above, aligned to the new UNDP Strat&gmn and the Istanbul Programme
for Action, the new country programme focuses oanmting resilience through a
sustainable development framework that links pgveréduction to improved
governance and effective environmental and risknagament from climate and
disaster-related shocks.

Resilience-building

14. Building upon national risk, hazard and fragildgsessments undertaken in the last
country programme cycle, the new programme consirieeoffer policy advice and
strengthen the policy frameworks, and institutiocapacities of the Ministry of Social
Solidarity and the Ministry of Commerce, Industrmda Environment (MCIE) to
implement disaster, climate and fragility risk mgement measures and develop
preparedness systems at national and subnatiodé |&Support to training, information
management and policy advice reduces the vulnésalif people living in areas
threatened by climate change and builds resilietoceshocks. Building a coherent
national policy framework that promotes linkageswaen disaster risk reduction,
climate change adaptation and the development afodoement of building regulations
will be accompanied by district-level actions ontevahed management, floods,
landslides and climate-proof small-scale infradtice

15. UNDP also supports sustainability measures throtlgh National Adaptation
Program of Action (NAPA) and national biodiversistrategies and action plans
(NBSAPs).To promote more inclusive and equitableisdoand environmental policies
and address the drivers of fragility, UNDP supgorthe Ministry of Social Solidarity
aligns social cohesion measures to target womeuthyalisabled persons and other
vulnerable groups. UNDP will work jointly with thé/orld Bank, other development
partners and with non-governmental and communigetiarganizations (NGOs/CBOSs)
at the district and community levels to strengtemernment capacities in disaster and
climate risk management. The UNDP initiative to monp the g7+ secretariat to expand
cooperation between fragile States will help to stdidlate experiences and lessons
learned on building resilience and sustainability.

Sustainable development

16. Under this component, UNDP builds upon currentidatives to ensure that the
linkages between poverty reduction and environnaeatstrengthened. UNDP work at
the upstream policy level will support MCIE, the fitry of Agriculture and Fisheries
and the Secretary of State for Electricity to tartiee poorest and most vulnerable
groups, especially women and youth, through sustdéen management of natural
resources, ecosystem services, waste and renewabigy. It will also contribute to
inter-agency efforts for improved nutrition and fosecurity, including through the Zero
Hunger Challenge. Technical support at subnatitmatls aims to build systems and
institutions to improve practices in agriculturedamtural resource management within
the framework of the Government's SDP. UNDP supparaccess to financial services
in remote areas for creating jobs and promotingliimods scales up action to address
the poverty-environment nexus. UNDP will work cllysewith MCIE, the State

Inclusive and effective democratic governance

17. UNDP leads the United Nations’ effort to consol@past investments and further
deepen engagement on institutional reform and gthening of key democratic
governance institutions, notably the Ministry ofstice, the courts, the Office of the
Prosecutor General, Parliament and the Ministr@tate Administration, to make them
more inclusive and responsive. For effective deliva the justice sector mandate at the
local level, confidence-building measures will epga broad coalition of stakeholders
(state and civil society organizations (CSOs)) s8ués of rights and participation that
build awareness and enable citizens to influendieypaand decision-making that affect
their lives. The programme increases citizens' idente in state institutions and
supports gender-sensitive measures to facilitatieisive policy design, implementation
and capacity development at subnational levels.

18. To deepen democracy, the programme will cons@iéatlier support to strengthen
the capacities of electoral bodies; enhance thislégiye and oversight roles of the
Parliament; and promote greater political partitgga of women. The programme
continues to provide opportunities for CSOs to gegavith state institutions in
oversight functions. Within the framework of thewneleconcentrated administrative
structures introduced by the Government and theghated District Development Plan,
UNDP will work with the United Nations Capital Ddepment Fund (UNCDF) and in
coordination with UN-Women and the United Nationkil@en's Fund (UNICEF) to
strengthen and scale up participatory planning, léempntation and accountability
systems for improving access, quality and equityldoal service delivery. More
integrated approaches between governance, peatielguind sustainable development
will be sought to address issues that drive fragdind hinder human development such
as economic diversification and inclusion of vult@e groups. UNDP will pursue
South-South and triangular cooperation to incorgoralevant lessons in implementing
the decentralization process and the promotionadtigipatory approaches for citizens’
engagement and accountability.

19. The need for strengthened data for developmemmgalith enhanced effective use
of existing data, represents a major issue thaectdf virtually all sectors. In
collaboration with the United Nations system UNDRI wxpand its support to work
closely with ministries in collecting, analyzingdamising data for informed decision-
making. Particular attention will be paid to funthdeveloping the Government's
capacity to collect quality disaggregated and stibnal data to fill specific data gaps,
analyze these data through a more unified datadmasgdurther promote evidence-based
policy decisions.

Programme and risk management

20. This country programme document outlines the UN&mtributions to national
results and serves as the primary unit of accoilityato the Executive Board for results
alignment and resources assigned to the programowuatry level. Accountabilities of
managers at the country, regional and headquastexld with respect to country
programmes is prescribed in the organization’s ganogne and operations policies and
procedures and the internal controls framework.

21. The country programme will be nationally executedensure national ownership
and leadership and will continue to be directly liempented by UNDP. The choice of
direct implementation takes into consideration #helving capacities of national
systems and frameworks for public sector finanamhnagement, procurement,
monitoring and reporting. Based on institutionalpaecity assessments under the
harmonized approach to cash transfers, UNDP wikniifly appropriate risk
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management strategies and invest in financial mamagt, monitoring and reporting
capacities of national partner institutions to gty transition towards national
implementation. UNDP will ensure the involvement lmfth national leadership and
donors in programme oversight and accountabilitpubh project steering committees
as key forums for project oversight and decisiorkdmg

22. Strong partnerships and resource mobilization vaé critical in achieving
programme results. Following the buildup of petunte sector income and related
expansion in government spending, coinciding whtl tieparture of UNMIT, official
development assistance (ODA) to Timor-Leste deeay almost 36 per cent between
2013 and 2014.10 However, some key developmenngartare continuing ODA
programmes in the country. Given that the Governnfexs substantial resources to
finance its development priorities and the traosiin ODA grant assistance, the UNDP
strategy will be to further strengthen partnershgmsel encourage co-funding by the
Government, while at the same time deepening patiips with the development
partners that continue to be active. The partnprshiategy builds on the strength of
UNDP based on its long-term presence in the couwtgking with a wide array of
partners.

23. UNDP programming and planning processes will taite consideration the risks
identified by the 2012 Fragility Assessment anceotiissessments. UNDP will work in
partnership with a broad array of national partneesn the Government and civil
society partners to manage risks. Responding td-thgility Assessment, which was
conducted by the Government, a peace and develdpadeisor will assist UNDP and
the United Nations system in regular assessmenn@nrdtoring of the social, political
and economic risk factors and anticipate change@s¥aom mitigation strategies.

24. The Government of Timor-Leste leads the g7+ aralsgrong advocate of the New
Deal and the use of national systems. It is assyntadership in development
programming and coordination, and is rapidly inefe@ the proportion of national
funding in development programmes. At the same tiinéaces significant capacity
development challenges. In response, UNDP will deefis engagement with the
Government and offer quality advice and policy sanpn strategic areas highlighted by
the Fragility Assessment. Future programmes wilwdon a combination of national,
third party and core resources. UNDP will adopkeetite and efficient operational
policies and support development of required cdjgacconsistent with the evolving
requirements of the New Deal context, at the same demonstrating the value added.

V. Monitoring and evaluation

25. UNDP will use the UNDAF monitoring and evaluatistmmework and the country
programme evaluation plan to monitor the progransmgrogress jointly with the
Government and other United Nation agencies. Indisabaselines and targets will be
disaggregated to the extent possible by sex, age g@ography. This will enable
recording of variations in performance between raed women, social groups and
geographic areas. Indicators and data will be ssufiom existing national data such as
the Household Census, the Standard of Living Syrtley DHS and the Timor-Leste
Household Income and Expenditure Survey. UNDP wallaborate with the National
Statistics Directorate and other relevant departsnend institutions such as the
Secretary of State for Environment, the NationakeBlorate for Disaster Management
and the National University of Timor-Leste to colledata and provide analysis on
climate and disaster risk and biodiversity-reldat=ilies. The country office will develop
a vulnerability assessment and mapping methodotbgyugh a partnership with an
implementing partner. This partnership will heljmgeate a methodology for collecting
better climate risk data at the district level,cirder to integrate climate risks in local

27. Particular attention will be paid to system sttbeging, including through
systematic capacity development and clarificatibmodes and responsibilities both at
central and sub-national levels, to provide a gfeorframework for effective planning
and budgeting. Support to collection of real-timatadalso will be pursued, based on
best practices in other countries, and can compienechnical assistance to key
baseline surveys. In particular, national capagitiéll be strengthened for using data
and evidence to develop, monitor and evaluate maltipolicies and programmes in the
areas of decentralization, peacebuilding, and geagieality.

28.In order to enhance the country office’s capadiycollect data and perform
evidence-based reporting, UNDP will establish aickdd Partnership and Results
Monitoring Unit. The unit will be funded through dget provisions in individual
project budgets and will establish a monitoring avdluations framework at an early
stage of programme/project development and throwighmplementation, and in
cooperation with national counterparts.
