Note by the Secretary-General

1.  Pursuant to section V of Economic and Social Council resolution 557 C (XVIII),
as amended by the Council in its decision of 19 December 1968, information on the
forthcoming vacancies in the functional commissions to be filled by the Council is
set out in the annex to the present note.
