I have the honour to report that the first United Mations sqerviaed 

and escorted food andmedical convoy in implementation of the un!Lerta!rin& 

entered into by the Provisional Government of Israel on 24. Js?-!uar;~ 1y'tg ~ 

as reported to the Security Council in document S/l227, entererl Al Ikluja 

on 28 January 1949. This convoy carried some 25 tons of supplies, 

estimated to be sufficient for one week, to the Egyptian lW!I::Kry Forces 

and the approximately 3,000 civilians in the All?aluja pocl:et. The 

operation was carried through without incifient.
