Statement issued by the Government of the Philippines

The Phil'ppine Government deplores the unabated vioLence  and violations of
human rights in the Israeli-occupied Arab territories of the West Rank and Gaza.

The Philippine Government urges Israel to abide by Security Council
resclutions  605 (1987), 607 (1988) and 608 (1988) to safeguard the rights of the
Palestinian people in the Israeli-occupied territories.

The Philippine Government re;t,-rates  the ‘Jiew that the 1949 Geneva COnVentiOn
relative to the Protection of Civilian Persons in Time of War is applicable to the
Palestinian and other Arab territories occupied by Israel since LY67, including
Jerusalem. The Philippine Government supports the convening of an international
peace conference on the Middle East with the participation of all the parties
concerned, including the Palestine Liberation Organization and the five permanent
members cf the Security Council, under the auspices of the United Nations.
