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NOTE BY THE PRESIDENT OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL

At the 3319th meeting of the Security Council, held on 23 November 1993, in
connection with the Council’s consideration of the item "The situation between
Iraq and Kuwait", the President of the Security Council made the following
statement on behalf of the Council:

"The Security Council is seriously concerned about recent violations
of the Iraq-Kuwait boundary as reported by the United Nations Iraq-Kuwait
Observation Mission (UNIKOM), most notably those on 16 and
20 November 1993, when large numbers of Iraqi nationals crossed the
boundary illegally. The Council holds the Government of Iraq responsible
for these breaches of paragraph 2 of resolution 687 (1991).

"The Security Council reminds Iraq of its obligations under resolution
687 (1991), the acceptance of which forms the basis of the cease-fire, and
under other relevant resolutions of the Council, including most recently
resolution 833 (1993).

"The Security Council demands that Iraq, in accordance with
international law and relevant Security Council resolutions, respect the
inviolability of the international boundary, and take all necessary
measures to prevent any violations of that boundary."
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
