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STATEMENT BY THE PRESI DENT OF THE SECURI TY COUNCI L

At the 3361st neeting of the Security Council, held on 7 April 1994, in
connection with the Council's consideration of the itementitled "The situation
concer ni ng Rwanda", the President of the Security Council made the foll ow ng
statenment on behalf of the Council

"The Security Council is deeply disturbed by the tragic incident that
resulted in the deaths of the Presidents of Burundi and Rwanda on
6 April 1994 and the ensuing violence. The Council expresses regret at the
incident. It invites the Secretary-General to collect all available
information with all means at his disposal and report to the Council as
soon as possible.

"The Security Council is following with great concern the situation as
described by the Secretariat inits oral report. There has been
consi derabl e |1 oss of lives, including the deaths of Governnent | eaders,
many civilians and at |east ten Bel gian peace-keepers as well as the
reported ki dnapping of others. The Council strongly condemms these
horrific attacks and their perpetrators, who nust be held responsible.

"The Council strongly condemms all these acts of violence and in
particul ar these attacks against United Nations personnel and urges the
Rwandese security forces and mlitary and paramlitary units to put an end
to these attacks and to cooperate fully with UNMMR in the inplenmentation
of its nmandate. It further demands that all neasures be taken to provide
security throughout the country and particularly in Kigali and the
demilitarized zone (DMZ). Furthernore, the Council expresses its extrene
concern at the inplications for United Nations personnel and requests the
Secretary-Ceneral to report on and take neasures necessary to ensure their
safety and security. The Council also demands that free access to the
airport be restored in order to allow those who wish to enter or |eave the
country to do so.

"The Council appeals to all Rwandese and to all parties and factions
to desist fromany further acts or threats of violence and to maintain the
positions they held before the incident. |t urges respect for the safety
and security of the civilian population and of the foreign communities
living in Rwanda as well as of UNAM R and other United Nati ons personnel
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"The Security Council earlier this week renewed the mandate of the
United Nations Operation in Rwanda for a further four nmonths, with a
si x-week review provision on the understanding that progress woul d be made
in establishing all the transitional institutions under the Arusha Peace
Agreenent. It reaffirnms its conmtnment to the Arusha Peace Agreenent and
urges all parties to inplenment it fully and in particular to respect the
cease-fire.

"The Council will remain seized of the matter."
