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Mr. JOHNSON (United States of America): I
have no desire whatever for the Council to con­
sume any more' of its time than is necessary in
the consideration of this resolution. I had hoped
that it might commend itself to the Council and
might enable us, by an unusual and unprecedented
procedure, to admit some new Members to the
United Nations. '

However, as the representative of the USSR
has indicated an unalterable opposition, if I have
interpreted his speech correctly, and as I have no
desire whatever to go through the gesture of
having him veto it or to find Qut how ;many mem­
bers would favour it, I am willing to withdraw the
draft resolution; but I withdraw it with great
regret, because I think it does give the Council a
possibility of admitting a few of these States to
the United Nations. There is, b,owever, no need to
go through the customary procedure in a matter
of tMs kind, if one of the permanent members is
unwilling to consider it.

The PRESIDENT: I consider that the draft reso­
lution is adopted, with the annexes which are to
be attached to it, as they were read by the Assis-
tant Secretary-General. .
