Liberation Organization to take a place at the Council table.

At _the invitation of the President, Mr. Mudenge (Zinbabwe), took a place at

the Council table; Mr. Badawi (Bgypk), Mr, Netanyahu (Israel), Mr. Salah (Joxdan),

Mr. Abulhassan (Ruwait), Mr, Slaoui (Morocco) and Mr. Al-Atassi (Syrian Arab

Republic) took the places reserved for them at the uside of the Council Chauber

Mr. Terzi (Palestine Liberation Organization) took a place at the Council table.’

The PRESIDENT: The Security Council will now resume its consideration of
the itom on its agenda. Members of the Council have before them document 8/18506,
which contains the text of a draft resolution submitted by the Congo, Ghana,
Madagascar, Trinidad and Tabago and the tnited Arab Emirates.

Mr, GAYAMA (Congo) (interpretation from Prench): On behalf of my
delegation, I should like to congratulate you, Mr. President, on the competence,
authority and efficiency which are you demonstrating in exercising your funciions,
