1. The PRESIDENT (translated from Russirn):
Before we begin our work, I should like to express
thanks on the Council's behalf to Mr. Slim, the
representative of Tunisia, who was President of the
Security Council for December 1959.

2. Permit me also to take this opportunity of ex­
pressing our gratitude to Mr. Ritchie, the repre­
sentative of Canada, Mr. Matsudaira, the repre­
sentative of Japan, and Mr. Illueca, the representative
of Panama, who for the past two years, representing
their countrie8 on the Security Council, have taken
an active part in the Council's work and made their
contribution to its activity.

3. It is also my pleasant duty to welcome to the
Security Council the representatives of Ceylon,
Ecuador and Poland as newly elected members of the
Council.

4. It is a particular pleasure for me, as representative
of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, to welcome
the representative of Poland, to which the Soviet
Union is bound by the closest ties of brotherhood,
friendship and joint effort in the building of a socialist
society. Sir Claude Corea, the representative of
Ceylon, Mr. Michalowski, the representative of Poland,
and Mr. Correa, the representative of Ecuador, are
already well known for their successful work in other
United Nations organs, and we welcome their appoint­
ment as their countries' representatives on the
Security Council.

5. Mr. LODGE (United states of America): The
United States wishes to take advantage of this first
meeting of the Security Council in 1960 to welcome
the representatives of the three new members of the
Council, Mr. Wijegoonawardena ofCeylon, Mr. Correa
of Ecuador and Mr. Michalowsld of Poland.

6. Let me also, on behalf of the United States, say a
word of appreciation for the distip.guished contribution
to the work of the Security Council by the three
members whose terms expired on the last day of
December 1959. To Mr. Ritchie of Canada, Mr.
Matsudaira of Japan and Mr. Illu-lca of Panama go our
thanks and our admiration for a job well done.

7. Mr. Mongi SLIM (Tunisia) (translated from
French) : Mr. President, it is with real pleasure that
I join you, on behalf of the Tunisian delegation, in
congratulating the representatives of Caylon. Ecuador
and Poland on their taking seats in the Security Council.
My own country, which has very friendly relations with
these three nations, was most gratified at the choice
made by the General Assembly at its fourteenth session
in filling vacancies on the Council. Through the contacts
which my delegation had during the last session of
the General Assembly, with Sir Claude Corea,
Mr. Jerzy Michalowski and Mr. Jose Correa, we were
able fully to appreciate their personal qualifications
which, we are convinced, will prove of great value to
the Council.

8. I should like to express my delegation's appre­
ciation of the valuable co-operation given it last year
by the outgoing delegations of Canada, Japan and
Panama. I am sure that, in like manner, we will be
able to count onthe co-operation of the representatives
of Ceylon, Ecuador and Poland in 1960.

9. Mr. CORREA (Ecuador) (translatedfromSpanish):
Mr. President, I am deeply grateful to you, and to the
members of the Security Council who have spoken
before me, for the cordial words ofwelcome addressed
to the delegation of Ecuador, as it formally takes its
place on the Council.

10. Today Ecuador begins its second term of office
as a non-permanent member of the Council. The
mandate which we have received from the General
Assembly confers upon us, within the framework of
the Organization, duties and functions directly and
specifically aimed at the fulfilment of the Council's
prime responsibility of maintaining international peace
and security.

11. To that end, the Charter authorizes us to act on
behalf of all the Members of the Organization and
requires us, in the discharge ofthese duties, to proceed
in accordance with the Purposes and Principles of the
United Nations.

12. Ecuador-by tradition a peaceable and law­
abiding country, with an eminently democratic out­
look-has taken the Purposes and Principles of
the United Nations as a rule of conduct, and is
convinced that their implementation constitutes the
surest basis for the maintenance of international
peace and security. TIns will be the central consid­
eration governing our action in the Council.

13. Faithful to those Purposes and Principles, the
Ecuadorian delegation will likewise make every effort

13. Fid~le h. ces buts et principes, la d€llegation de
l'Equateur s'efforcera egalement d'appuyer et de
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to support and preserve the authority and prestige of
the Council, in full awareness of the fact that the
Council cannot repudiate its responsibilities andmust
act firmly and effectively in order to ensure the
efficacity of a system of collective security which is
the aim of, and to some extent the justification for,
the United Nations. The road towards the achievement
of this aim may be rough, but the peoples of the
world expect, and are entitled to expect, that we
shall continue steadily to follow it.

14. We have reached a stage in the international
situation Where serious efforts are being made, and
made by permanent members of the Security Council,
in the cause of peace. I would like to voice my hope
that these efforts will be successful, and that the
Security Council may help in the creation of an
atmosphere conducive to their fruitfulness and play,
at the right moment, the part assigned to it, by the
Charter and by the general desire of the Members of
the United Nations, in the execution of a programme
for peace.

15. Allow me to associate myself with the tributes
paid to the work of the tht"ee retiring members of
the Council-Canada, Japan and Panama, whose
eminent representatives have set an example of conduct
that Ecuador will strive to follow. Since my country
now occupies one of the two seats which, in accordance
with the principle of geographical distribution, are
allocated to Latin America, I should like to say a
special word in praise of the distinguished service
rendered by my predecessor, Mr. Illueca, the re­
presentative of Panama.

16. In conclusion, I should like to assure my
colleagues on the Council, with whom I have had the
honour and pleasure .;f co-operating in other branches
of United Nations activity, that! consider it a privilege
to begin this new form of association with them.

17. Mr. WIJEGOONAWARDENA (Ceylon):Mr. Presi­
dent, I should like to take this opportunity to thank you
for your kind words of welcome. Also permit me to
thank, through you, the members of this Council for
their kind words of welcome. You can be assured that
they are very much appreciated. I know how happy
my Ambassador, Sir Claude Corea, would have been
to hear them. It so happens that at the moment he is
away from New York and is unable to be present
here today. I also lmow how very much these words
of welcome will be appr'.ciated in my country.

18. Permit me, Mr. President, also to say on this
special occasion, when Ceylon has taken its seat on
the Security Council for the first time, how very
conscious my country is of the responsibility that
the Member States of the United Nations conferred on
it. Though young in terms of years, of newly regained
independence, its long history and cultural heritage
qualify it to discharge its responsibility most ade­
quately in the present stage of the history of mankind.
It is, therefore, with a renewed sense of dedication to
the cause of the United Nations that I have been
privileged to take this seat on the Security Council
today to represent Ceylon.

19. Mr. MICHALOWSKI (Poland): May I first, on my
country's behalf and on my own behalf, thank you,

Mr. President, for the very cordial and warm words
of welcome which you, both as President and as
representative of the Soviet Union, have extended to me
on this occasion. I wish to thank also all our colleagues
who welcomed the entry of Poland to the Security
Conncil.

20. We consider it both an honour and a duty to be
able to serve on this most important organ of the
United Nations. After ten yea:rs Poland, an eastern
European country, is once again represented amongthe
non-permanent members of the Security Council. We
consider this to be an encouraging symptom which
seems to signify the return to the gentleman's agree­
ment, the emergence of a realistic political outlook
and an atmosphere of international relaxation of
tension.

21. The United Nations Charter imposes upon the
Security Council very important duties and upon its
members very serious responsibilities. It seems to us
that the period of international relaxation and co­
existence upon which we are now entering gives the
Security Council good possibilities of fulfilling these
duties. I would like to assure you that during its term
of office the Polish delegation will do its utmost to
strengthen the authority of the Council and to contribute
to its successful work within the framework of the
Charter.

22. The PRESIDENT (translated from Russian) : An
application by the State of Cameroun for admission to
membership in the United Nations was addressed to
the Secretary-General by Mr. Ahidjo, the Prime
Minister of Cameroun, on 13 January 1960 and was
circulated to members of the Security Council [S/4256].

23. In accordance with the procedure adopted by the
Security Council in similar cases in past years, I would
like to suggest that the Council should decide, as
provided for in rule 59 of the provisional rules of
procedure, to examine this application by Cameroun
directly, without referring it t6 the Committee on the
Admission of New Members.

It was so decided.

24. The delegations of France and Tunisia have sub­
mitted a draft resolution [S/4258 and Add.1].

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I should also like to tell our colleagues from Ceylon,
Ecuador and Poland how very pleased we are to have
them seated at our table.

26. The French delegation asked for this meeting to
submit a draft resolution to the Security CowlCil
recommending the admission of Cameroun to member­
ship in the United Nations.Insodoing,llly Government
is fulfilling its obligation towards the new State ai1d is
acting in accordance with the assurance which its
representatives gave to the General Assembly at the
resumed thirteenth session. My Government is par­
ticularly happy to have this opportunity of giving
Cameroun proof of its constant friendship at this
solemn moment in that country's history.

27. In full agreement with the French Government,
the Head of the Government of Cameroun told the
members of the Fourth Committee last year:

"The transfer of sovereignty will be complete on
1 January 1960. No ppwers will be reserved. Our
sovereignty will be full and entire. We shall im­
mediately apply for admission to the United
Naticns. " ]J

28. Resolution 1349 (XIII) of 13 March 1959 gave
approval to that programme and the International
Trusteeship System thus ceased to exist on 1 January
1960, the day on which the independence of Cameroun
was proclaimed.

29. This event is of special significance to the
United Nations and France, and I would like to draw
the attention of members of the Council to it. Indeed,
it is the first time that a Trust Territory has become
a sovereign State. The ceremonies which have just
taken place in Cameroun in the presence of the
Secretary-General of the United Nations and of the
representatives of almost all nations were for that
reason of historic importance. The United Nations has
closely followed the steady progress of this African
country and may now congratulate itself upon the
birth of a free, independent and democratic state.

30. This event proves moreover that independence is
not necessarily won in opposition to another country,
as was believed in the days of that "obsolete roman­
ticism" which the t-amerounian Prime Minister re­
cently denounced before his guests, but that it may be
acquired in friendship and co-operation as a result of
purposeful development in accordance with the wishes
of both parties.

31. The attainment of independence by Cameroun is
the climax of mutual efforts over the last forty years
by the Camerounian people themselves and by France
which first under the Mandate and later under the
Trusteeship Agreement left no stone unturned to
fulfil the mission which the international community
entrusted to it. France feels that it has fulfilled the
wishes of the authors of the Covenant of the League of
Nations and of the United Nations Charter by fostering,
whenever circumstances were favourable, the rapid
evolution of the Territory towards the basic objectives

26. La delegation franQaise a provoque la presente
reunion pour soumettre au Conseil de securite un
projet de resolution recommandant l'admission du
Cameroun comme Membre de l'Organisation des
Nations Unies. En prenant cette initiative, mon gou­
vernement s'acquitte de ses engagements 11 l'egarddu
nouvel Etat et se conforme aux assurances que son
representant avait donnees 11 l'Assemblee generale
lors de la reprise de sa treizi~me session. nest
surtout heureux d'avoir ainsi l'occasion d'apporter
au Cameroun, 11 un moment solennel de son histoire,
un temoignage de sa constante amitie.

27. En plein accord avec le Gouvernement frangais,
le chef du Gouvernement camerounais avait declare
l'an dernier aux membres de la Quatri~meCommis­
sion:

"Au 1er janvier 1960, le transfert de souverainete
sera total. n ne comporteraaucunealienation.Notre
souverainete sera pleine et enti~re. Nous demande­
rons immediatement notre admission il l'Organi­
sation des Nations Unies !J.'"

28. La resolution 1349 (XIII) du 13 mars 1959 avait
sanctionne ce programme et le regime international de
tutelle a ainsi cesse d'exister le 1er janvier 1960,
jour de la proclamation de l'independance du
Cameroun.

29. Cet evenement comporte, pour 1'Organisation des
Nations Unies et pour la France, une signification
particuli~resur laquelle j'aimerais attirerl'attention
des membres du Conseil. En effet, c'est la premi~re

fois qu'un territoire sous tutelle devient un Etat
souverain. Les ceremonies quiviennentd'avoirlieuau
Cameroun en presence du Secretaire general de
l'Organisation des Nations Unies et des representants
de presque toutes les nations ont revetu, de ce fa:~,

une importance historique. Notre organisation, qui a
suivi de pr~s les progres constants de ce pays africain,
peut se feliciter d'y constater aujourd 'hui la naissance
d'un Etat libre, independant et democratique.

30. Cet evenement prouve, d'autre part, que l' inde­
pendance ne se conquiert pas necessairement contre
un autre pays, suivant ce "romantisme desuet" que
denonQait recemment devant ses hates le Premier
Ministre camerounais, mais qu'elle peut s'obtenir
dans 1'amitie et la cooperation, aux termes d'une evo­
lution raisonnee et mutuellement souhaitee.

31. L 'av~nement du Cameroun i\ l'independance est
le couronnement des efforts deployes en commun
depuis 40 ans par le peuple camerounais lui-meme
et par la France qui, aux termes du Mandat, puis aux
termes de l'Accord de tutelle, n'a rien neglige pour
remplir la mission que la communaute internationale
lui avait confiee; elle a conscience d 'avoir pleinement
repondu aux vreux des auteurs du Pacte de la Societe
des Nations et de la Charte des Nations Unies, en
favorisant, chaque fois que les circonstances s 'y
pretaient, l'evolution rapide du Territoire vers les

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laid down for the Trusteeship System in Article 76 of
the Charter.

32. In proclaiming the independence of his country,
Mr. Ahidjo, the head of the CamerounianGovernment,
stated:

IISince the far-off time when our free but divided
tribes tested their strength in war, a nation has been
forged and has emerged from a patchwork of races,
religions, beliefs, and customs .••".

33. The troubles and difficulties which certain ele­
ments are now trying to stir up cannot endanger the
unity and stability of the country nor slow down its
march towards progress and democracy. 'The Came­
rounian people may well be proud of the work it has
done; I wish to congratulate its representative
Mr. Kuoh Moukouri who is present in this room.
France herself is happy to have contributed to this
work, for the Camerounian elite was trained in French
universities and schools and it is in institutions
created by France that the Camerounians have been
prepared for self-government in accordance with the
precepts of democracy. Camerounian deputies who
participated in the work of French parliamentary
assemblies have received help and advice from
organized political groups in a climate free of all
discrimination. The political education of the Came­
rounians was pursued by the establishment in 1946 of
an Assembly with ext'ilDsive powers and this body
produced the first political leaders of the country.
Finally, the gradual transformation of Camerounian
institutions made it pOl3sible for the cOlmtry to be
provided in May 1957 with a responsible Government
controlled by an Assembly elected by universal and
direct suffrage of all inhabitants of both sexes, and
later on 1 January 1959 to attain complete internal
self-government.

M. At the conclusion of the Trusteeship System,
Cameroun not only had political institJ'tions and
administrative and democratic structures but its
economy was transformed and renovated.

35. The position of Cameroun at the time when its
administration was entrusted to France under Mandate
from the League of Nations could be summarized in
a few figures: foreign trade did not exceed 20,000 tons
of goods; communications consisted of only 300 kilo­
metres of rough track and 150 kilometres of
railway line. The whole Territory had no more than
ten schools and a few medical posts.

36. Today Cameroun ha;:; one of the best road
networks in tropical Africa; its railway!} transport
1,216,000 travellers and 650,000 tons of goods per
year. The air network covers the whole country and
the international airport at Douala handles 60,000
passengers and more than 10,000 tons offreight. Total
traffic passing through the port of Douala exceeds
800,000 tons.

37. Cameroun has become one ofthe principal African
producers of bananas, cocoa, timber, coffee and oil
seeds. The range of its products has been extended by
the planting of rubber, cotton and ground-nuts.

38. At the same time, mining research has been
continued and important industries started, with the
result that there is now at Edea a combined hydro-
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fins essen~elles que l'Article 76 assigne au regime
de tutelle.

32. En proclamant l' independance de son pays,
Mo Ahidjo, chef du Gouvernement camerounaie, a
dllclarll:

"Uepuis la lointaine €lpoque oil nos tribus libres,
mais divisees, l'ivalisaient de vigueur guerri~re,une
nation s'est forgee, s'est dllgagee de lamarqueterie
des races, des religions, des croyances, des cou­
tumes••• "

33. Les heurts et les difficultes que certains ~lements
tentent actuellement de provoquer ne sauraient com­
promettre 1'unite et la stabilite du pays, ni ralentir sa.
marche dans la voie de la democratie et du progr~s.

Le peuple camerounais peut etre fier de l'reuvrequ'il
a accomplie; j'en felicite ici son representant, M. Kuoh
Moukouri, present dans cette salle. La France ells­
m~me est heureuse d'avoir contribue 1l. cette reuvre.
C 'est, en effet, dans ses universites et dans ses ecoles
quIa ete formee l'elite camerounaise; c'est clans le
cadre des institutions creas par elle que les Camerou­
nais ont ete prepares 1l. se gouverner eux-m~mes,

selon les r~gles de la democratie. Des elus camerou­
nais ont trouve, au cours de leur participation aux
assemblees parlementaires franc;aises, l'appui et les
conseils de groupes politiques organises, clans un
climat exempt de toute discrimination. L 'education
politique des Camerounais a ete poursuivie par
1'institution, en 1946, d'une Assemblee disposant de
pouvoirs etendus, d'oil sont issus les premiers cadres
du pays.

34. Au terme du regime de tutelle, le Cameroundis­
pose, non seulement d'institutions politiques et de
structures administratives et democratiques, mais
enoore d'une economie transformee et renovee.

35. La situation du Cameroun, au moment oill'admi­
nistration en a ete confi~ ~ la France par le Mandat
de la Soci€lte des Nations, se resumait en quelques
chiffres: le commerce ext€lrieur ne depassait pas
20.000 tonnes; 1'infrastructure se llmitait ~ 300 kilo­
m~tres de pistes et 150 kilom~tres de voies ferrees.
Dans l'ensemble du Territoire, on ne comptait que
10 ecoles et quelques postes medil.aux.

36. Aujourd'hui, le Cameroun dispose d'un des
meilleurs reseaux routiers d'Afrique tropicale; ses
chemins de fer transportent chaque annee 1.216.000
voyageurs et 650.000 tonnes de marchandises. L'in­
frastructure aerienne couvre 1'ensemble du pays et
1'aerodrome international de Douala rec;oit 60.000
passagers et plus de 10.000 tonnes de fret. Un trafic
global de plus de 800.000 tonnes transite par le port
de Douala.

37. Le Cameroun est devenu un des principaux pro­
ducteurs africains de bananes, de cacao, de bois, de
caf~ et d'ol~agineux. La gamme de ses productions a
ete compllltee par 1'installation de plantations d'he­
veas, de coton et d'arachides.

38. Dans le meme temps ont ete poursuivies les
recherches mini~res, tandis que d'importantes indus­
tries etaient implantees. C'est ainsi qu'il exist.e
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electric and indust>:'ial plant with an annual production
capacity of 1,200 million kilowatt hours and 45.000 tons
of aluminium.

39. In the social field, there has been considerable
progress also. In a population oh little over 3 million,
there are more thiUl 300,000 pupils enrolled in public
and private schools, that is to say, a school enrolment
of 65 per cent. More than 9 million visits Were
recorded at the 438 medical centres in the country.

40. Such economic and social development would not,
of course, have been possible if Cameroun had had
only its own resources or private investment to count
on. To q~lCte only one figure, during the period
1947-1958, more than 115,000 million francs of public
funds were made available to Cameroun by the
Administering Powers.

41. For many years my country has given llrJ.Btinting
assistance to the under-developed territories for which
it was responsible. Its aim has been their political
emancipation, combined with economic and social
progress.

42. In Cameroun, it found a people that was aware of
the Jhanges that were necessary and ready to make
them. The res~lts achieved are proof of this.

43. Cameroun now has full sovereignty. For instance,
it is now responsible for its international relations,
and a Ministry of Foreign Affairs has been created at
Yaounde. The State of Cameroun has been recognized
by many Member States of the United Nations and it
has exchanged or intends to exchange diplomatic
representatives with several States. A Secrewriat
of state for National Defence has been established, as
well as a national army. which will soon be able to
car-ry out the duties required of it.

44. The permanent institutiollE of this democratic
State, which has already proved its respect for the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the Charter
of the United Nations, are due to be established by
next April.

45. There can be no doubt that Cameroun is a peace­
loving State, that it accepts its obligations under the
Charter and that it is both able and willing to fulfil
these obligations. And while the French Governmentis
particularly well placed to bear this out, the United
Nations itself expressed its full confidence on this
point on 1j March 1959. On th.atdate, in resolution 1349
(XIII), the General Assembly not only noted the forth­
coming independence of Cameroun but specially
recommended that it should be admitted to Membership
of the United Nations.

46. And so nothing could be more normal or more
legitimate than the wish of Cameroun to avail itself of
the earliest opportunity to occupy its seat in the
United Nations, under whose trusteeship it has been
until now and of which it is now thoroughly worthy
to become a Member.

47. The Camerounian Government made a point of
asking France to sponsor its admission to the United
Nations, a mark of confidence which my Government
greatly appreciated. It is therefore in this role of
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aujourd'hui II Edea un ensemble hydro-electrique d'une
capacit!l de production annuelle de 1 milliard
200 millions de kilowattheures et de 45.000 tonnes
d'aluminium.

39. Dans le domaine social, des progr~s conside­
rabIes ont et~ egalement enregistr!ls. Pour un'3 popu­

taux de scolarisation de 65 pour 100. Plus de 9 millions
de consultations sont donn~es par ailleurs dans les
438 formations m!ldicales du pays.

40. Ce dllveloppement economique et social n'aurait
evidemment pas ete possible si le Cameroun n'avait
dispose que de ses l'eSsources propres ou d'investis­
sements prives. Pour ne citer qu 'un chiffre couvrant
la periode de 1947 11 1958, plus de 115 milliards de
francs de fonds publics ont Pot;;' mis ~ la disposition du
Cameroun par la Puissance administrante.

41. Depuis des annees, mon pays n 'a pas menage son
assistance aux territoires sous-developpes dont n
avait la charge. n s'eat assigne pour but l'emancipa­
tlon politique auss! bien que 1;essor economique et la
promotion humaine.

42. n a trouve au Cameroun une population consciente
de 1'evolution necessaire et prete h. la favoriser. Les
resultats obtenus en temoignent.

43, Le Cameroun possede desormais sapleine souve­
rainet!l. n exerce notamment toutes ses responsabi­
lites internationales et un minist~re des affaires
etrangeres a ate cree 1l. Yaounde. L'Etat duCameroun
a ete reconnu par de nombreux Membres de 1'Organi­
sation des Nations Unies et i1 a echange, on se propose
d'~changer, des representations diplomatiques avec
plusieurs Etats. Un Secretariat d'Etat a la defense
nationale a ete crM, ainsi qu 'une armee nationale qui
sera bientot en mesure de re:c:J.plir les missions qui lui
incombent.

44. La mise en place des institutions definitives de
cet Etat democratique, qui ~ d'ores et dejll donne la
preuve de son respect de la ~clarationuniverselle des
droits de 1'homme et de la Charte des Nations Unies,
est prevue pour le mois d'avrn prochain.

45. Que le Cameroun soit un Etat pac:1fique, qu 'n
accepte les obligations de la Charte, qu'n soit capable
de remplir ses obligations et dispose ~ le faire, nul
ne saurait en douter. Si le Gouvernement frangais est
particulierement bien place pour en temoigner, 1'Or­
ganisation des Nations Unies elle-m~me a dejll ex­
prime le 13 IT'~.rs 1959 sa pleine confi.ance II cet
egard. A cet! date, l'Assemblee generale a non
seulement pris acte de la prochaine independance du
Cameroun, mais specialement recommande son ad­
mission comme Membre de 1'Organisation des Nations
Unies dans sa rllsolution 1349 (XIII).

46. Rien, par consequent, de plus normal ni de plus
legitime que le Cameroun souhaite venir aussitot que
possible occuper la place qui lu! revient au sein d'une
Organisation dont il ~tait hier le pupille et dont
aUjourd'hui n merite pleinement d'~tre 1'un des
Membres.

47. Par une marque de confiance a laquelle mon
gouvernement a ete senSible, le Gouvernement came­
rounais a tenu a demander le parrainage de la Fl'ance
pour son admission au sein des Nations Unies. C 'est
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sponsor that my delegation has the honour to submit
to the Council a draft resoll'tlon recommending the ad­
mission of Cameroun. Tunisia, as an Mrican
State and a member of the Council, has expressed the
wish to co-sponsor tlus draft resolution. In view of the
many and lasting ties which unite our three States , we
wore happy to agree to this.

48. I:un sure that the Security Council cannot but
endorse the wish expressed by the General Assembly
in resolution 1349 (XIll) by unanimously adopting the
draft resolution we are submitting. Thus the General
Assembly \vill be able to take as soon as possible,
that is to say, as soon as it meets again, a definite
decision on the recommendation it adopted last March.

49. Mr. SLIM (Tunisia) (translated from French):
The Tunisian delegation is genuinely pleased
to welcome today the application of Cameroun for
membership in the United Nations. Placed under
international trusteeship by the Agreement of 13
December 1946, the Camerounian people have long
wished to recover full sovereignty in all fields.
Fr:Ulce, as the Administering Power, submitted
several reports to the Trusteeship Council on the
economic, cultural and political advancement of the
Territory and, two years ago, the Administering
Authority established a system ofinternal autonomy in
Cameroun, under wWch it held general elections. The
resulting Government, wWch reflected the true aspi­
rations of the Camerounian people and France, the
Administering Authority, have, in agreement with the
United Nations, led Cameroun towards full and
complete independence wWch became effective on
1 January 1960.

50. My delegation is glad to congratulate the Came­
rounian people on the realization of its legitimate
aspirations. The Tunisian delegation is also pleased
to congratulate France, its friend. on the manner in
which it led ilis people towards emancipation, in
accordance with the spirit of the Charter.

51. At the resumed tWrteenth session, wWch was
specially devoted to Camerounian matters, my dele­
gation made clearly known its views regarding the
best manner in which independence could be aeWeved
on a basis wWch would ensure a stable and peaceful
future. Following a strong appeal by the French dele­
gation, the General Assembly did not see fit at that
time to follow our advice, although it was the advice
of an essentially Mrican people which had gone through
a similar experience.

52. However, it is no use discussing the past.
Cameroun, which yesterday was under French ad­
ministration, now enjoys full sovereignty. We hail this
event, the first. in this year 1960, of a series of
happy events which will affect at least three other
African peoples and perhaps more.

53. At the first meeting of this Council which we
had the honour to attend as a member, the Tunisian
delegation stated:

"Tunisia as an African State cannot remain in­
different to the profound aspirations, based on the
principles of the Charter, wWch inspire the peoples
of that continent and of other parts of the world and
wWch most unfortunately have given rise to serious
upheavals and convulsions.
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ll. ce titre que ma dllIllgation a 1'honneur de presenter
au Conseil un projet de r6solution en vue de l'admis­
sion du Cameroun.

We are convinced that this draft Will be 
adopted unanimously and that the General Assembly. 
in its turn, Will unaulmously welcome our Camerounlau 
brothers. 
56. We would like to express the fervent hope that 
Cameroun, like many other States on the threshold of 
independence, Will by then have overcome its tem- 
porary difficultles and achieved full unity, peace and 
fraternlty among its people. 

57. In congratulating once again hoth Cameroun and 
France for the developments which we are today 
approving, 1 should like to say how deeply gratifi ed and 
moved we are on thls occasion.

54. This Africa is now on the march. Anumber of its
peoples have achieved independeooe. others are
moving towards their emancipation, in full agreement
with the Administering Powers. Ofthese,Cameroonis
today a happy example. It is \mfomnate that this Is
not always the cue in Africa which, from north to
soutll. and from eut to west. is growing aware of its
identity and hoping to make, in friendship and dignity,
a useful contribution to international co-operation.We
would indeed have been well advised to facilitate their
achievement of independence by the friendly methodof
negotiation which has had such a successful outcome in
Cameroun. Much misunderstanding and tragedy would
thus have been avoided. The cue of Cameroonserves
to demoutrate the advantages of negntiation, particu­
larly in connexion with the inevitabledecolonizationof
Africa. It wu in this spirit that, on 6 March 1~59.

President BourKUiba addressed a sincere appealto all
nations with responsibilities in Africa to meet at a
roond table with the independent States of Africa, in
order that they might together decide upon the most
appropriate and most peaceful measures for achieving
the complete decolonization of our continent in peace,
friendship and justice.

55. Since, as I stated previously, we are essentially
an African coontry, we are concerned withall matters
affecting the African continent. That is why we are
deeply moved today in welcoming Cameroun into the
family of independent nations, and we deem it a great
honour to subml~, together with the distinguished
delegation of France. the draft resolution now before
the Council. We are conVinced that this draft will be
adopted Unanimously and that the General Assembly.
in its turn, will unanimously welcome our Camerounian
brothers.

56. We would like to express the fervent hope that
Cameroun, like many other States on the threshold of
independence, will by then have overcome its tem­
porary difficulties and achieved full unity, peace and
fraternity among its people.

57. In congratulating once again both Cameronn and
France for the developments which we are today
approving, I should like to say how deeply gratified and
moved we are on this occasion.

511. Mr. BEELEY (United Kingdom): Before ex­
pressing the views of the United Kingdom on the
subject of today's agenda, I should like first to
associate my delegationwiththe tributewhichprevious
speakers have paid to the representatives of Canada,
Japan and Panama, who were our colleagues during
1958 and 1959. I would like also to extend a warm
welcome to the newly-elected members ofthe Council,
Ceylon, Ecuador and Poland, whose representatives
are sitting with us roond the Council table for the
first time today. We have worked with Mr. Correa and
Mr. Michalowski in other organs ofthe United Nations,

and from our experience we are confident that they
will play a valuable part in the work of the Security
Council.

59. I am particularly happy to welcome the repre­
sentative of Ceylon. This is the first time that Ceylo:l
has occupied the seat on the Council which is cus­
tomarily alloted to the Commonwealth. I know that it
will faithfully fulfil this responsibility in the tradition
of service to the cause of peace which is shared by all
members of the Commonwealth. I hope that Mr.
Wijegoonawardena, whom I am happy to see with us
today, will also convey our welcome to Sir Claude
Corea.

60. The United Kingdom is watching with sympathy the
emergence of new independent States in Africa. Indeed,
we have done more than watch; we have worked and
are working actively in the territories for which we
are responsible to further the political and economic
advancement of the peoples of Africa. The experience
we have gained of the problems which this development
involves enables us to appreciate the progress made
by our friends who have similar responsibility in other
territories. We welcome and support today the draft
resolutJon sponsored by France and Tunisia, which
invites the Security Council to recommend the ad­
mission of the independent State of Cameroun as a
Member of the United Nations.

61. The application for membership sent by the
Prime Minister of Cameroun to the Secretary-General
on 13 January 1960 is a milestone in the history of the
United Nations, for it is the first application for
membership received from a former Trust Territory.
It is true, I should add in parenthesis, that the people
of British Togoland, formerly under Trusteeship,
have also gained their independence, but they have
done so by inclusion in the independent State of Ghana.

62. We have foll~'",edwithcloseattentiontheprogress

of the former F'rench Cameroun through the final
stages of trusteeship to independence. The path has not
always been smooth, but we in the United Kingdom
have been impressed by the spirit in which the leaders
and the peoples of Cameroun have faced their problems,
and we are confident that they will continue to conduct
their affairs with statesmanship and in so doing they
will enjoy the support of the international community.
The presence of a delegation from the United Kingdom,
headed by the Minister of State for Foreign Affairs,
Mr. John Profumo, at the recent independence cele­
brations at Yaounde, was a symbol of the interest
taken by my Government in the future of the new
Republic.

63. It is a happy circumstance that the draft resolution
recommending the admission of Cameroun should
qta,ld in the names of France and Tunisia. As the
representative of Africa on the Council, it is fitting
that Tunisia should be among the first to express what
I believe is our unanimous feeling of satisfaction on
this occasion. To France, all of us in the United Nations
owe a debt for the manner in which it has carried out
its responsibilities to this Organization and to the
people of Cameroun. That this people is now prepared
to take its place in the community of nations is to
an important extent a tribute to the intellectual and
material resources contributed by France, and es-
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lumil'lre de catte exp€lnence, nous sommes convaincus
que leur concours sera des plus pr6cieux.

64. We should also at this time remember the work
of the Trusteeship Council, of the General Assembly
and of the visiting missions, ID. discharging the
responsibility of the United Nations for the welfare and
progress of this former Trust Territory.

65. The application of the State of Cameroun for
membership of the United Nations is the first of
several which we expect and hope to receive from
African countries during 1960. The movement of these
countrIes towards independence and towards member­
ship of the United Nations is the outcome both of
the growing desire of the peoples of Africa to play
their full part in the affai:rs of the world and alBo
of the understanding and co-operation with which this
desire has been met in coUntries whose Governments
have been and still are responsible for large areas of
the African continent. The United Kingdom warmly
supports the application of Cameroun for membership
of the United Nutions, and we extend our best wishes
for its future prosperity and well-being.

66. Mr. WIJEGOONAWARDENA {Ceylon): I consider
it a welcome coincidence that the first instance of
participation in the deliberations of tIrls Council by
my country should be associated with the subject of
the admission to the United Nations of a country that
had obtained its freedom on the very day that my
country became a member of this Council.

67. ,A l3 it has been stated already, the Government of
Ceyloll supports the admission of the State of Cameroun
to the United Nations. When the subject of the inde­
pendence of this Territory was being discussed in
the Fourth Committee in March of last year, Sir Claude
Corea, the Chairman of the Ceylon delegation, stated
the position of the Government of Ceylon as follows:

"We look forward with pleasure and pride to the
Camerounian nation taking its rightful place next
year as a fully independent and sovereign Member
of the United Nations." Y

We see today the first step that is being taken toward
the fulfilment of that hope and we welcome it.

68. Hence, by an interesting sequence of events, the
first vote that Ceylon will cast in this Council will be
in favour of the recommendation by this Council to
the General Assembly of the admission of this r.ewly
independent State to the United Nations.

69. Mr. CORREA (Ecuador) (translated from Spa­
nish) : The Ecuadorian delegation has a double reason
for satisfaction in participating in the consideration of
Cameroun's application for membership in the United
Nations. On the one hand, we warmly welcome the
entry of Cameroun into the international community
as a new independent State of the African Continent. On
the other hand, this entry marks the culmination of
a process whereby the United Nations has shared,
with the Camerounian people, in the efforts directed
towards independence In accordance with the basic
objectives of the Trusteeship System under which

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Cameroun has been administered for the past fourteen
years.

70. The General Assembly, the Trusteeship Council
and the Members of the United Nations have witnessed
the political, economic, social and educational ad­
vancement of the Camerounian people and its progres­
sive development towards self-government and inde­
pendence. The United Nations, by the means opento it
for the fulfilment of its responsibilities in respect of
Trust Territories, has contributed to that people's
advancement and progress.

71. Now that Cameroun, as an independent State,
meets the requirements laid down in Article 4 of the
Charter for admission to membership in the United
Nations, my delegation strongly supports the draft
resolution submitted by the delegations of France and
Tunisia, which recommends the admission of the State
of Cameroun to the United Nations.

72. We are glad that this draft resolution has been
submitted by France since it represents to some extent
the culmination of the work of that country as
Administering Authority for Cameroun onbehalf of the
international community. As representative of a State
Member of the United Nations, Ishouldliketo express
thanks and congratulations to France for its most
valuable contribution to the achievement, in Cameroun,
of the basic objectives of the Trusteeship System.

73. We are sure that when, after approval of" its
application by the Council and the Assembly, this new
State joins the United Nations, it will, like the other
African countries whose acc\3ssion to independence we
have witnessed, make its due contribution to the effort
to achieve international peace and security, and
international co-operation in other fields of United
Nations action.

74. In supporting Cameroun's application for ad­
mission, I should like, on behalf of the Ecuadorian
people, to extend the handoffriendshiptothe people of
Cameroun and to express the fervent hope that, in the
stimulating atmosphere of independence and with the
support of an international warId based on the Purposes
and Principles of the United NatioIlB, the Cameroum.an
people will advance towards the fulfilment of its
historic destiny and towards high levels of social
progress and general living, within. an extensive
framework of freedom.

75. May I in conclusion state our view that, in recom­
mending the admission of Cameroun, the Council
will be taking a further step towards making the
United Nations universal. Each step in that direction
brings, we think, an addition of strength which in the
long run must benefit every Momber of the Organi­
zation.This is one reason more for supporting enthu­
siastically Cameroun's application for membership.

76. Mr. ORTONA (Italy)~ Permit me, first of all,
to associate myself with the words of welcome and
congratulation addressed to the representatives of
Ceylon, Ecuador and Poland who will sit from now on
in our Council. With all three countries Italy has had
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I 'independance. compte tenu des fin essentielles du
regime de tutelle ccnformement auquelle Cameroun
a 6t6 adminlstre au cours des 14 derni~res annees.

is gratified to be able to work with their repre­
sentatives in our Council, which will be very much
aided by their presence and by the wisdom with which
they will take part in our deliberations.

77. May I also express the great appreciation of my
delegation for the "'ork accomplished by the repre­
sentative of Tunisia as last month's President of the
Council, and by the representatives of Canada, Japan
and Panama who have left the Security Council and
with whom my delegation has enjoyed the mostpleasant
and constructive relationship.

78. Turning now to the item on our agenda, let me
say that it is a matter of real gratification to Italy's
Government and to the Italian people to join with the
other representatives in recommending the admission
of the State of Cameroun into our Organization.

79. Cameroun's membership in the United Nations not
only makes the Organization an ever-growing world
association of free peoples, but it also sanctions a
new important development in the history of Mrica.

80. It is one ofthe foremost and heartening pheno' "'n.C
of our time to see this vast and powerful contin"nt
emerge as a new active force in the world. Stage by
stage, step by step, the people of Mrica are adding
strength to the international community through the
emergence of new national entities.

81. The achievement of independence for Cameroun
has taken place through peaceful evolution in harmony
with the purposes of the United Nations. This has also
happened under the guidance of the Trusteeship
Council, a fact that emphasizes the role of our
Organization in helping young nations to attain their
national goals. Change is the law of history, but no
change can be lasting without the consent of those
concerned. Progress through peaceful evoluticTI, free­
dom through order, are the main principles whi(;h make
a nation able to bring its contribution to the inter­
national community, and it is our sin<:ere conviction
that the entry of the young State of Cameroun into
membership of the United Nations will mark the
happy beginning of a new and prosperous national
life for its people.

82. The United Nations has done a great deal to
foster, both in public opinion and in the legal and
economic fields, the need of independence for all
nations and the importance of interdependence in the
orderly conduct of foreign affairs. In the framework
of these goals, the United Natiom: cannot but consider
it a happy event that the Republic of Cameroun sees
the dawn of a bright day in its history by acceding to
independence and to membership in the United Nations
almost at the same time.

83. Neither can we rejoice without very warmly
congratulating France on its noble behaviour and its
enlightened policy towards Cameroun. That the State
of Cameroun is able today to enter the United Nations
as a Member is both the proof of its maturity as a
nation and of France's role as the guardian and
defender of great traditions in the field of progress
and political wisdom.

84. The participation of Cameroun in the activities
of the United Nations will make it easier, we are

As a rough sea is the best test of
a good ship, so are occasional difficulties the touch­
stone of vitality, of health and ofthe ability of a nation
to strive forward.

85. May I say again, in this context, that the ideals of
the United Nations are not only made up of rights and
of duties; they entrust to the community of free
peoples the task of helping the new and less developed
members, of assisting them on the pat.h towards a
larger share of the world's wealth, in order to
increase the standards of life for all and to help
realize the hopes of mankind for a better tomorrow.
It is with these feelings that we are happy to welcome
the State of Cameroun into the United Nations.

86. Mr. LODGE (United States of America): Less
than a month ago I had the honour of visiting Cameroun
as President Eisenhower's representative to the
ceremonies marking the independence of this new
State. I visited the capital, Yaound~,and also the prin­
cipal port city of Douala. It was a memorable ex­
perience to see the many achievements of Cameroun
under French trusteeship and to meet the able men
who have been duly chosen to lead them in inde­
pendence. France is clearly entitled to congratulations
for all that she has done, and in Cameroun one is
struck by the rest. rvoir of human and material re­
sources the countr:r possesses. This is matched by
a sense of vitality and purpose. It was also gratifying
to see the signs of friendship for the United States
and the interest in the work of the United Nations.

87. The State of Cameroun has the distinction of
being the first of a number of African nations to
achieve independence in 1960, a year which will
certainly go down in history for the unprecedented
number of States which will achieve independence
through peaceful negotiations and in many cases
through the working of the United Nations Trusteeship
System.
88. We have before us the letter r~/4256] which
Prime Minister Ahidjo has written to ..ue Secretary­
General and which contains a solemn undertaking to
comply with the obligations of the Charter. The United
States gives great weight to these assurances. We will
be glad to cast our vote in favour of the draft resolution
introduced by the representatives of France and
Tunisia, recommending the admission of Cameroun to
membership in the United Nations.

89. The PRESIDENT (translated from Russian): The
next speaker on my list is Mr. Tsiang, on whom I
accordingly call.

90. Mr. TSIANG (China): I much regret that I have
to begin my remarks on this happy and harmonious
occasion with a protest. It is, I believe, the accepted
practice in all parliamentary bodies in the entir~

civilized world that a presiding officer should treat
all members of the body over which he presides with
equal impartiality and courtesy. In giving me the
floor, the President, instead of calling on the repre­
sentative of China as he had called on the represen­
tatives of other countries, called me by my personal
name. This is discriminatory; it is discourteous, and,
furthermore, it is inaccurate because I speak not as

I shall gladly
vote for the draft resolution jointly sponsored by
France and Tunisia.

92. We in China regard the attainment of independent
nationhood by the people of Cameroun as an important
event, as well as a happy event. It is an achievement
by the people of Cameroun of which they can well be
proud. It was for this reason that my Government sent
the Minister of Economic Affairs, Mr. Chi-tsengYang,
to join in the celebrations of independence in
Cameroun less than a month ago, anditis in this spirit
of rejoicing that my delegation today will vote for this
draft resolution.

93. It is only fair to add that the attainment of inde­
pendence by Cameroun is a great credit to France,
which faithfully and fruitfully fulfilled the trusteeship
given to it by the United Nations. In voting for the
draft resolution, I wish to congratulate the people and
leaders of both Cameroun and France for this happy
result.

94. The PRESIDENT (translated from Russian):
Before calling upon the next speaker, I am compelled
to reject Mr. Tsiang's protest as utterly groundless.
In calling on him to speak in the Security Council, I
showed him all the necessary courtesy and con­
sideration. At the same time it is my understanding
that we are not, today, discussing the question of the
representation of China in the United Nations. If that
question were to arise I could, of course, say a great
deal on the subject.

95. Mr. AMADEO (Argentina) (translated from
Spanish): I wish, like other speakers, to address a
word of friendly farewell to the representatives of
Canada, Japan and Panama, who have vacated their
seats on this Council.

96. I should also like to express the pleasure with
which we welcome the delegations ofCeylon and Poland
to our company.

97. As the representative of a Latin American
country, I ask permission to address a special word
of welcome to Mr. Correa, the representative of Ecua­
dor. My delegation is happy to shoulder with him,
during this year 1960, the task of representing Latin
America in the Security Council and communicating
to the Council, not only the message of our own two
countries, but also the aspirations and feelings of all
the countries sharing with them a common origin.

100. We should also offer very special congratulations
to France, not only on its work as Administering
Authority, but also on the important part which it has
played in this final, welcome development. Nothing
could give us greater pleasure than to record, and
publicly to recognize, the decisive contribution which
France has thus made to the extension of the principle
of self-determination throughout the world and par­
ticularly in the African Continent.

101. Like any free nation which, emerging from
guardianship, is starting to work out its own destiny,
Cameroun will doubtless meet with difficulties and
problems. Those difficulties and problems should
not, however, cause us to regret the step we are about
to take-for absolute independence represents the
best, if not the only, guarantee that the solutions found
will be in accordance with the new State's national
interests,

102. It only remains for us to wish the Camerounian
people prosperity and happiness in its new life as a
sovereign nation, and to look forward to an effective
contribution from it, as a Member of the United
Nations, in the service of peace.

103. Mr. MICHALOWSKI (Poland) : I feel extremely
pleased that the first occasion on which I, as the
representative of Poland, am taking the floor in this
Council is with regard to the admission of a new
Member and the recognition of the sovereignty and
independence of a country which has just emerged
from trusteeship, This is an occurrence to. which we
attach the greatest importance.

104. The emergence of new, formerly dependent
nations and the simultaneous disintegration of the
colonial system happens to be one of the most fu..'1da­
mental political phenomena of our times. This process
takes an uneven course, struggling with both political
and economic difficulties and overcoming obstacles and
hindrances which are very often being thrown across
its way by interested colonial Powers. We witnessed it
in Asia not so long ago, and now it is Africa which has
become the territory where the principles of self­
determination and of political rights are being realized
by whole nations which for centuries have been
dependent. Within the last four years, six new inde­
pendent States h'lve thus emerged in Africa. Cameroun
is the seventh.

105. We Imow that before the end of the year a number
of other countries will gain independence. We believe
that others, which are still fighting for their rights,
will soon follow. We Imow well that thif' is a trend
which nothing can stop and that the principle of self­
determination provided in our Charter will become a
reality in spite of obstacles and difficulties.

106. These difficulties are often very considerable
and real. As an example, I should like to mention the
case which we are presently debating, the case of
Cameroun, in which the first period of independence
causes some anxiety. However, we consider it our
duty to help the new country in the first steps in its
development and to contribute to its growing strength.
We believe that Cameroun will overcome all initial
difficulties and will unite all its forces for the
development of independent statehood. The admission
of Cameroun to United Nations membership should
contribute to this end.

107. Therefore, the Polish delegation will support
the draft resolution on the admission of Cameroun and
extends to the new state its most sincere wishes for
success, prosperity and, above all, unity and strength.

108. The PRESIDENT (translated from Russian):
Gentlemen, permit me to say a few words, as repre­
sentative of the UNION OF SOVIET SOCIALIST RE­
PUBLICS, on the question before us.

109. The Soviet delegation salutes and congratulates
the people of Camerounwho, as the result of a long and
stubborn struggle, have secured their country's
national independence.

110. The formation of the independent State of
Cameroun represents the passing of another milestone
on the road to complete liberation of the peoples of the
African continent from colonial domination.

111. The Soviet Union has always stood, and continues
to stand, at the side of the peoples who are asserting
their imprescriptible right to self-determination and
independence. It views with profound understanding and
unfailing sympathy the struggle of the Africanpeoples
lO'gainst colonialism and in the cause of national free­
dom.

112. The Soviet Union has solemnly proclaimed its
recognition of Cameroun as an independent and
sovereign State, and its readiness to establish diplo­
matic relations with it. The Soviet people expresses the
hope that friendly relations will be successfully
developed between the Soviet Union and Cameroun in
the interests of both countries and ofthe strengthening
of international co-operation.

113. The attainment by Cameroun of national inde­
pendence creates favourable conditions for the
country's all-round political and economic progress,
and for the solution of t',le Camerounian people's
problems with full regard for its aims and aspirations.

114. The Soviet delegation, in common with the entire
Soviet people, sincerely wishes all success to the
Camerounian people in its efforts to achieve national
prosperity and to ensure the democratic development
of its independe,t State.

115. The Soviet delegation supports the application
for the admission ofthe State of Cameroun to member­
ship in the United Nations, and expresses the hope
that Cameroun',s participation in the Organization's
activities will help towards giving effect to the fun­
damental purposes and principles of the United Nations
Charter.
