28 (1947). Resolution of 6 August 1947 

The Security Council 
Resolves to appoint a sub-committee of the repre­

sentatives of the delegations which have submitted 
proposals on the Greek question and amendments 
thereto, in order to ascertain the possibility of formulat­
ing a new draft resolution which the sub-committee can 
recommend for the approval of the Council. The sub­
committee is requested to report its conclusions on 
11 August 1947. 

Adopted at the 177th meet­
ing by JO votes to none, 
with 1 abstention (Union of 
Soviet Socialist Republics). 

34 (1947). Resolution of 15 September 1947

The Security Council 
(a) Resolves that the dispute between Greece, on 

the one hand, and Albania, Yugoslavia and Bulgaria, 
on the other, be taken off the list of matters of which 
the Council is seized ; and 

(b) Requests that the Secretary-General be instruc­
ted to place all records and documents in the case at 
the disposal of the General Assembly. 

Adcpted at the 202nd meet­
ing by 9 votes to 2 (Po­
land, Union of Soviet So­
cialist Republics).
