
2. That, as regards proposals made by the General 
Assembly committee concerning rule 60 of the provi­
sional rules of procedure of the Security Council, the 
following recommendations of the Committee of 
Experts 31 be accepted : 

(a) That the change of the word "decide" to the 
word "consider" in the first paragraph not be accep­
ted; 

(b) That the addition of two paragraphs as the 
second and third paragraphs be accepted ; 

(c) That the change of the word "recommendations" 
from the plural to the singular be accepted ; 

3. That the sub-committee of the Committee of 
Experts be instructed to advise the General Assembly 
committee that the proposed change in rule 114 and 
the addition of a new rule 116 in the provisional rules 
of procedure of the General Assembly are accepted. 

Adopted at the 197th meet­
ing by 10 votes to none, 
with J abstention (Austra­
lia).

The Security Council 
Decides to include in its rules of procedure the 

following revised rules : 

CHAPTER X. - ADMISSION OF NEW MEMBERS 

"Rule 58 

"Any State which desires to become a Member 
of the United Nations shall submit an application 
to the Secretary-General. This application shall 
contain a declaration made in a formal instrument 
that it accepts the obligations contained in the 
Charter. 

"Rule 59 

[Text unchanged.] 

"Rule 60 

"The Security Council shall decide whether in its 
judgement the applicant is a peace-loving State and 
is able and willing to carry out the obligations 
contained in the Charter, and accordingly whether 
to recommend the applicant State for membership. 

"If the Security Council recommends the appli­
cant State for membership, it shall forward to the 
General Assembly the recommendation with a com­
plete record of the discussion. 

"If the Security Council does not recommend the 
applicant State for membership or postpones the 
consideration of the application, it shall submit a 
special report to the General Assembly with a 
complete record of the discussion.

"In special circumstances, the Security Council 
may decide to make a recommendation to the Gen­
eral Assembly concerning an application for member­
ship subsequent to the expiration of the time limits 
set forth in the preceding paragraph."

At its 197th meeting, on 27 August 194 7, the 
Council decided to refer General Assembly resolution 
40 (l) to the Committee of Experts for study and 
report. 

At its 224th meeting, on 19 December 1947, the 
Council decided that the letter dated 3 December 1947 
from the Secretary-General to the President of the 
Security Council transmitting General Assembly reso­
lution 117 (ll) should be considered as received by 
the Security Council.
