coincidence which gave rise to the hones of the Arab States then that at
that time the United MNetions was brought to existence soon after, And
accordingly the Arab States whesitatingly particiveted in its creation
end nembershin out of deep belief in that Instituticn, its idesls, and
hish ainms, 8., Since then the Areb League, throush its member States,
unceasingly endeavoured by alil its reans, whether with the Mandatory or
with the United Natioms, %o find a fair and Just solution for the rroblem
of Palestine, based on democratic principles and consistent with the
provisions of the League of Nations Covenent es well as of the United
Hations Charter, a solution vwhich would be lasting end would ensure peace
and security in the land leadinz to prosperity but such solution invariably
conflicted with opposition fremZionists and with their demands as they then
suerted to openly declars their insistence upon a Jewish State and in fact
bent unon full preparations with arms and Tortifications to impose their
own sclution by force. 9. \hen the General Assently made i%s recommendetions
on the 29 Novermber 1SLT for the soluticn of the Palestine problem on the basis
of »artition providing for the establichwent of two States, ons Arab and one
Jewish, with an intermational regine of trusteeshin for the Clty of Jerusalem,
the ‘rab States expressed the worning that such a solution was vrejudicial to
the rights of the Areb inhcbitenits of Palestine to indenendence and wa
contradictory to democratic orinciples and to the Leapue of MNaiions as well
as the United Metions Charter, The Arabs then fejected such a schene
declsring that it was not susceptible of ezecution oy reaceful means and
hat its imposition by force ceonstituted a threat to veace and security in
The avprehensions of the freb States proved to be well founded as the
disturbances of which they had verncd soon swept the couniry, cnd armed

conflict took place between its two peoples vwho started tec combet ageinst



each other and shed each other’s blced, Consecuently, the United Nations ‘
realiced the mistake wpon which the reccrmendation of vartition was made

and turned to search for an cutlet. 10. Illow that the Mendate over
Palestine has come to an end, leaving no legelly censtituted authority

behind in order to adninister law and order in the country and afford the
necessary and adequate nrotection to life and nroverty, the Arab States
declere as follows:

(A) The risht to set wp a Govermment in Palestine pertains to its
inhabitants under the principle of self-determinations recognized by the
Covenant of the League of Naotions as well as the United Nations Charter;
(B) Teace and order have been completely upset in Palestine, and, in
consequence of Jewish aggression, approximately over a quarter of 2
million of the Areb pcpulation have been compelled to leave their homes
and enisrate to neighbouring Arab countries, The prevailing events in
Falestine exposed the concealed aggressive intentions of the Jicnists and
their imperialistic motives, as clearly shown in their acts committed upon
those peaceful Arabs and villagers of Deer Yasheen, Tidveriss, and other
nlaces, as well as Uy their incroachment upon the building and bodies of
the inviolable consuler codes, manifested by their attack upon the Consulate
in Jerusalem,

(C) The Mandatory hes already announced thet on the termination of the
Mandate it will no longer be respomsible for tho meintenance of law and
order in Pelestine except in the camps and areas actually occupled by its
forces, and only to the extent necessary for the security ot' these foreces
and their withdrewal. This leaves Pzlestine zbsolutely without a.v
administrative authority entitled to meintain, and capable of maintaining,
a machinery of administration of the country zdequate for the pwurpose of
ensuring due vrotection of life and property. There is further the threat
that this lavlessness may soread to the neighbowring Arab States where
Tfeeling is already very tonse on account of the prevailing conditions in
Palestine,  The resvective members of the Arab League, and as members of
the United lations et the same time, feel gravely pertwrbed and deeply
concerned over this situation.

(D) I% wes the sincere wish of the Arab States thet the United liations
mizht succeed in arriving at a fair and just sclution of the Palestine
problem, thus establishing a lasting peace for the country under the
precenis of the democratic principles and in conformity with the Covenant
of the Lea~sue of llations and the United Nations Cherter.

(Z) They are respcnsible In any essess by virtue of their responsivility
as menbers of the Arsb Leasue which is a regicnel organization within the
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neaning of Chepter & of the Chartsr o7 the Tnited Wations, The recent
Cisturbances in Palestine furtler col titute a serlous and direct Lhyreat

<o reace and securivy vwithin the Lerritories of the Arab 3tates wheuselves,
For these reasons, and consider in3 that the security of Palestine ig a sacred
Trust for them, and out of anmicusness To checii the furiher deterioration of
the »revailing condisions and to prevent the snrend of disorder and lewlescnes
into the neizhbouriaz~s Arch lands, ond in order o fill

Intervene for the sole purrece of restoring neace and seocurity and
estoblishing lav and order in Talestine, The Arab States recoinize that the
independence and sovereisnty of Palestine which vwes so far sub;‘ect to the
British ilandate has nov, with the terminati T the Mandate, become
established in fact, end maintain that the lawful inhabitanss of Palestine are
alone competent and entitled to set up an adninistration in Palestiine for the
discharge of 21l governmental Cunctions without any externsl interfereace.

As scon as that stage is reached the intervention of tke irab Sia tes, wvhizh

is confined to the restoration of reace and establishment of law and order,
shell be put an end to, and the sovereign State of Palestine will be competent
in cc-cperation with the other State members of the Arab League, to take evers:
step for ths promction of the welfave and security of its pecnles and territor
The Govermments of the Arsh States heraby confirm at this staze the view that
kad been rensatedly declared by them en previous occasions, such as the Lendon
Conference and before the United llations mainly, the only rair and just
solution to the problen of Pelestine is the creation of Unised State of

.

Pelestine based upon the demccratic nrincinles which will enzble all its
inhabitanis %o enjcy ecua i‘y efore the law, and which vould -suaransee to all
mincrities the safeguards nrovided for in all democratic constitusional States
affording at the same time full protection and free access to Foly places,

The Arsb States emphati cally and repeatedly declave tha’ their intervention
in DPalestine has been nrormted colely by thes considerations and for the ains
set out above and that +they arz not irsyired by any other motive vhatsoever.
They are, therefore, confident thai sheir acticn will recelve the sumport of
aims and idsals of the Uzited
