 Tengo el honor de hacer referencia al párrafo 2 del artículo 12 bis del Estatuto 
del Tribunal Penal Internacional para el enjuiciamiento de los presuntos 
responsables de genocidio y otras violaciones graves del derecho internacional 
humanitario cometidas en el territorio de Rwanda y de los ciudadanos rwandeses 
presuntamente responsables de genocidio y otras violaciones de esa naturaleza 
cometidas en el territorio de Estados vecinos entre el 1º de enero y el 31 de 
diciembre de 1994, que dice: 

  Cuando se produzca una vacante en las Salas entre los magistrados 
permanentes elegidos o designados de conformidad con lo dispuesto en el 
presente artículo, el Secretario General, tras celebrar consultas con el Presidente 
del Consejo de Seguridad y el Presidente de la Asamblea General, designará a 
una persona que reúna las condiciones a que se hace referencia en el artículo 12 
del presente Estatuto para que desempeñe el cargo por el resto del período. 

 A este respecto, quisiera informarle de que el Magistrado Sergei Alekseevich 
Egorov (Federación de Rusia) ha presentado su dimisión. 

 El Gobierno de la Federación de Rusia ha designado al profesor Bakhtiyar 
Tuzmukhamedov para reemplazar al Magistrado Egorov. Se adjunta el currículum 
vitae del profesor Bakhtiyar Tuzmukhamedov (véase el anexo)*. 

 Considero que el profesor Bakhtiyar Tuzmukhamedov reúne las condiciones 
previstas en el artículo 12 del Estatuto del Tribunal Penal Internacional. 

 Asimismo, quisiera recordar que en la resolución 1878 (2009), aprobada el 7 
de julio de 2009, el Consejo de Seguridad decidió que, no obstante lo dispuesto en 
el párrafo 2 del artículo 11 del Estatuto del Tribunal Internacional y, a título 
excepcional, el Magistrado Egorov, una vez reemplazado como miembro del 
Tribunal Internacional, concluiría las causas que inició antes de su dimisión. 

 De conformidad con el párrafo 2 del artículo 12 bis del Estatuto del Tribunal 
Internacional, espero con interés conocer su opinión sobre el nombramiento del 
profesor Tuzmukhamedov como magistrado permanente del Tribunal Internacional.
