5. That, in addition to the information trans­
mitted under Article 73 e, the above-mentioned 
supplemental information shall be communicated 
to the appropriate specialized agencies through 
the intermediary of the Secretary-General; 

6. That, for purposes of comparison, the Secre­
tary-General shall be authorized, in addition, to 
include in his summaries and analyses all relevant 
and comparable official statistical information 
which is available in the statistical services of the 
Secretariat and which may be agreed upon be­
tween the Secretary-General and the Member 
concerned, giving appropriate citation of sources.

144 (II). Voluntary transmission of infor­
mation regarding the development of 
self-governing institutions in the Non­
Self-Governing Territories 

The General Assembly, 
Having noted that some Members responsible 

for the administration of Non-Self-Governing 
Territories already have Yoluntarily transmitted I 
information on the <ln·clopment of ,df-governing 
institutions in the Non-Sclf-Gun:rning Terri­
tories, 

Considers that the voluntary transm1ss10n of 
such information and its summarizing by the 
Secretary-General arc entirely in conformity with 
the spirit of Article 73 of the Charter, and should 
be therefore duly noted and encouraged.

145 HI). Collaboration of the specialized 
agencies in regard to Article 73 e of 
the Charter 

The General Assembly 

Invites the Secretary-General to enter into rela­
tions with the secretariats of the specialized agen­
cies in order to allow these agencies: 

1. To assist the Secretary-General of the United 
Nations in preparing analyses of the information 
required under Article 73 c of the Charter on a 
functional basis; 

2. To make recommendations through the ap­
propriate channels, to the General Assembly with 
respect to the form and content of the informa­
tion with a view to incorporating therein the in­
formational needs of the specialized agencies, and 

3. To bring to the notice nf the General As­
sembly through the appropri:,te channels, conclu­
sions based on this information and supplemental 
information as to the conditions, within their re­
spective fields of interest, of Non-Self-Governing 
Territories generally and particularly as to the
