
2. Bodies for which travelling expenses will he 
paid: 

(a) General Assembly : five representatives of each 
Memhrr; 

(b) Commissions of the Economic and Social Coun­
cil to which representatives are nominated by 
Governments in consultation wi:h the Secretary­
General and subsequently confirmed by the Council. 

3. Bodies for which no travelling expenses or 
11ubsistence allowances will be paid : 

a) Security Council; 
b) Economic and Social Council; 
c) Trusteeship Council; 
d) Atomic Energy Commission ; 
e) Commission for Conventional Armaments; 
/) Interim Committee of the General Assembly; 

(c) Special conferences to which Governments are 
invited to send representatives; 

(h) Regional economic commissions. 

232 (III). Organization of a United 
Nations postal administration 

The General Assembly 

1. Takes note of the rcport1 of the Secretary­
General on th,i question of a United Nations 
postal administration and of thr, rrport2 thereon 
of the Advisory Committee on Administrative 
and Budgetary Questions ; 

2. Appi•m;es in principle the idea of establishing 
a United Nations postal administration; 

3. Invites the assistance of the Universal Postal 
Union in attaining this objective; 

4. Authorizes the Secretary-General to conclude 
arrangements with various Governments, begin­
ning with the Governments of those countries 
in which the main United Nations offices are 
situated, for the issue of special or over-printed 
postage stamp,, subject to the provisions that : 

(a) Words, designs and face values of such 
issues ,hall be approver! by thP Secretary-Gen­
eral; 

(b) No arrang,m1ents entered into under this 
paragraph shall inrolve financial loss to the 
United Nations; 

5. Request., the Secretary-General to pursue 
the inquiries and nego'iations which he has 
already initiated and to present a report to the next 
regular session of the General Assembly.
