6. Forty years of close association with the Togolese
people and authorities have convinced my Government
that Togo fully deserves to take its place among the
United Nations and that it will play a useful part
in our Organization and make a welcome contribution
to the cause of peace, progress and international
co-operation. As the representative of France, the
former Administering Authority, I should like briefly
to explain the grounds on which this belief is based.

5. Article 4 of the Charter of the United Nations
provides:

"Membership in the United Nations is open to
all other peace-loving states which accept the
obligations contained in the present Charter and,
in the judgment of the Organization, are able and
willing to carry out these obligations."

3. The PRESIDENT: In this connexion a draft
resolution has been submitted by France and Tunisia
[S/4322/Rev.2].

4. Mr. BERARD (France) (translated from French):
In a telegram dated 20 May 1960, the Head of the
Togolese Government applied for the admission of
his country to our Organization. The French dele­
gation immediately requested a meeting of the Security
Council to consider this request. A draft resolution
submitted by France and Tunisia is before the Council.
The French delegation hopes that it will be adopted
unanimously, thus expressing our satisfaction in
welcoming the Republic of Togo among us.

7. The independence of Togo, which was proclaimed
on 27 April at Lomll, after consultation between the
Togolese and French authorities, W~5 the culminating
point of a gradual and succeiOsful process of
development that demonstrated the political maturity
of the Togolese people.

8. Immediately after the First World War, France
was made responsible for the administration of the
Territory of Togoland on behalf of the League of
Nations. France continued to hold that responsibility
in 1946 when the Mandates System was replaced by
the International Trusteeship System. The change
of name did not interfere with the work that had been
undertaken since the beginning of the Mandate. As
early as 1922 the first consultative institutions were
set up in Togo-the councils of notables, the economic
and financial council and the mixed communes whose
importance in the life of the country has steadily
increased. The Decrees of 6 January and 25 October
1946 set up a Representative Assembly responsible
for approving the budget. The creation of "conseils de
circonscription" in 1950 marked a new stage in the
democratization of local institutions. Representative
organs were thus established at all levels and the
political and administrative development of the
country advanced at a rapid pace.
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9. A Council of Government was established by
the Act of 16 April 1955 and the Assembly was given
wider powers. On 24 August 1956 the Territory was
given internal self-government by a decree under
the "loi-cadre" of 23 June, and the Autonomous
Republic of Togo was officially proclaimed on
30 August. On 22 March 1957 another decree widened
the limits of self-government fixed the year before
and modified the division of powers between the
representative of the Administering Authority and
the Togolese Government. On 22 February 1958 the
powers reserved to the representative of France
were further reduced: all internal jurisdiction was
transferred to the Togolese authorities and France
retained responsibility only for external affairs,
defence and currency. The general election of April
1958 opened the way to independence. Following
French-Togolese negotiations, 27 April 1960 was
set as the date for independence after the General
Assembly of the United Nations had decided on
14 November 1958 to end the trusteeship. These
are the circumstances in which Togo became a
sovereign State.

10. We cannot too much emphasize the climate of
mutual trust in which the ties between the
Administering Authority and the Trust Territory
were gradually relaxed while relations of friendly
co-operation were established between France and
the new independent State. Both in Paris and Lome
there was at all times a common determination to
solve in a friendly spirit the problems involved in

. this process of political development. The distin­
guished statesman Mr. Sylvanus Olympio declared
on 2 January 1960 that there had been no difficulty
in applying the statute of independence and that
French-Togolese friendship, which was the result of
a long association, was still firm and vigorous.

11. Togo now has all the attributes of a democratic
State. The Legislative Assembly, elected byuniversal
and direct adult suffrage, appoints the PrimeMinister,
who is responsible to it. The powers of the legislature
and the judiciary are clearly separated. The judiciary
is independent and the administrative organization
has been modelled on that of the most advanced
countries of Western Europe. Local authorities have
wide administrative autonomy. The powers of the
lfconseils de circonscription" and municipal councils,
which are elected by the people of the area con­
cerned, have recently been widened. The Togolese
Government, as Mr. Sylvanus Olympio recently said,
means to continue the decentralization and demo­
cratization of its institutions. The State which is
applying for membership in our Organization is
therefore fully democratic and responsible.

12. Over the last forty years the unity of Togo has
been firmly consolidated. The network of roads and
railways connecting aB parts of the Territory has
strengthened its cohesion. The peoples of Togo have
been drawn closely together by the application of
uniform institutions, the use of a common language,
a sense of belonging to a single State and a deter­
mination to build that State.

13. In economic matters, the joint efforts of the
Togolese leaders and the Mandatory Power over

10. On ne saurait trop souligner l'atmosph~re de
confiance reciproque dans laquelle se sont progres­
sivement delills les liens qui unissaient la puissance
tutrice et le Territoire sous tutelle, tandis que se
nouaient des relations d'amicale cooperation entre
la France et le nouvel Etat independant. n n'y eut
jamais, II Paris comme II Lome, qu'nne volonte
commune de resoudre, dans un climat d'amitie,
les probl~mes que posait cette evolution politique.
Le 2 janvier 1960, l'eminent homme d'Etat qu'est
M. Sylvanus Olympio a declare que 1iapplication
du statut de 1'indllpendance n'avait donne lieu II
aucune difficulte et que 1'amiti~ franco-togolaise,
nee d'une longue vie commune, demeurait solide et
vivante.

11. Le Togo dispose aujourd'hui de tous lea attributs
d'un Etat dllmocratique. L'Assemblee lllgislative,
lllue au suffrage universel et direct, designe le
Premier Ministre, qui est responsable devant elle.
Les cODi.plltences du pouvoir 16gislatif et du pouvoir
executif sont nettement sllparees. Le pouvoir judi­
ciaire est autonome et I 'organisation administrative
a etll modellle sur celle des pays les plus evolues
d'Europe occidentale. Les collectivitlls locales bene­
ficient d'une large autonomie de gestion. Les attri­
butions des conseils de circonscriptionet des conseils
municipaux, elus par les populations locales, ont ete
recemment etendues. Le Gouvernement togolais, pro­
clamait rllcemment M. Sylvanus Olympio, entend
poursuivre la d€lcentralisation et la democratisation
de ses institutions.

12. Au cours de ces 40 annlles, le Togo a fermement
scellll son unit€l. Le syst~me routier et ferroviaire
qui a €ltll lltabli entre tous les points du Territoire
a renforcll sa cohllsion. La pratique d'institutions uni­
formes, l'utilisation d'une langue commune, la
conscience et la volontll d 'appartenir II un mame
Etat ont etroitement rapprochllles diffllrents €ll€lments
de la population.

13. Sur le plan llconomique, les efforts poursuivis
en commun durant pr~s d'un demi-si~cle par les



nearly half a century have laid a firm foundation
and placed the country in what is undoubtedly a
favourable position. As early as 1921 land tenure
arrangements were introduced with a view to
promoting the advancement of agriculture. Rational
methods of cultivation were taught by mutual benefit
societies and technical advisers, and loans in cash
and in kind were made to farmers. Maize, rice and
vegetables are now grown as well as the traditional
crops, manioc and yams. There are plantations of
coffee, cacao and cotton, as well as of coconuts
and oil-palms. The establishment of model farms
and measures to control disease have led to the
rapid development of stock farming. Especially since
1946, following the establishment of the Investment
Fund for Economic and Social Development, France
has striven to transform the Territories for which
it was responsible into modern countries, properly
equipped to use their natural resources. Under the
plan initiated in 1947, Togo's railway system has
been brought up to date, the road network has been
extended, harbour installations have been modernized
and a systematic survey of the COUl!try's natural
resources has been undertaken.

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14. Cette transformation de 1'6conomie togolaise a
n~cessite un effort financier considerable, auquel ont
contribu6 ll. la fois les autorit~s locales et l'Autorite
administrante. Au cours des annees 1956, 1957, 1958 et
1959, la France a consacr6 au budget togolais une sub­
vention de 3 milliards et demi de francs, tandis que les
dotations pour 1'6quipement administratif atteignaient
850 millions en 1958 et en 1959. Les credits du Fonds
d'investissement pour le d~veloppement economique
et social se sont elevlls, pour le Togo, A 4 milliards
800 millions en ce qui coneerne le premier plan de
developpement et A 5 milliards 335 millions pour le
deuxibme qui s'est acheve en 1959. Les avances de
la Caisse centrale de cooperation economique se
montent h 1 milliard de francs pour le secteur public
et h 800 millions pour le secteur prive. Enfin, le
Fonds d'aide et de cooperation, qui a succede au
Fonds d'investissement pour le d6veloppement eco­
nomique et social, a accord€l il y a quelqqes semaines
un credit de prbs de 1 milliard de francs au gouver­
nement de Lome.

15. Les r€lsultats de ces efforts ont et6 particu­
librement encourageants. Le Togo exporte aujour­
d'hui, en Europe et en Am€lrique, du caf€l, du coton,
des ol€lagineux, du cacao. Sa balance commerciale
s 'est sold€le, 1'ann€le dernn~re, par un exc€ldent de
500 millions de francs CFA. Le budget de 1960 est en
€lquilibre: 2 milliards 800 millions de francs CFA
sont pr€lvus pour les recettes et les depenses. La
stabilite €lconomique etfinanci~re paraft done assuree.
n serait vain cependant de se dissimuler que le db­
veloppement de cet Etat exigera de multiples efforts.
En proclamant I 'admission du Togo, nous devons etre
prets h lui apporter l'aide dontilabesoin. La France,
pour sa part, n'a pas menag6 ses efforts et conti­
nuera dans la voie que'elle s'esttracee. Lea multiples
contributions auxquelles le Togo est en droit de
s'attendre sont d'autant plus n€lcessaires que le
troisi~me plan actuellement mis en oouvre prevoit
un accroissement de la production cotonnibre, l'ame­
nagement des rizibres dans les plaines du Nord,
1'extension des cocoteraies, une exploitation accrue
des phosphates d'Akoumap€l et, d'une manibre gEme-

14. This transformation of the Togolese economy
required a considerable financial effort, to which
both the local authorities and the Administering
Authority contributed. In 1956, 1957, 1958 and 1959
France made a grant of 3,500 million francs to the
Togolese budget and 850 million francs were provided
for administrative equipment in 1958 and in 1959.
The Investment Fundfor Economic and Social Develop­
ment provided Togo with 4,800 million francs for the
first development plan and 5,335 million for the
second, which was completed in 1959. Advances by
the Central Fund for Economic Co-operation to the
public sector total 1,000 million francs, in addition
to advances of 800 million to the private sector.
And only a few weeks ago, the Assistance and
Co-operation Fund, which has replaced the Investment
Fund for Economic and Social Development, granted
a credit of nearly 1,000 million francs to the Lom~

Government.

15. The results of these efforts have been most
encouraging. Togo now exports coffee, cotton, oil­
seeds and cocoa to Europe and America. The balance
of trade last year showed a surplus of 500 million
francs CFA. The budget for 1960 is balanced: income
and expenditure are estimated at 2,800 millions
francs CFA. The country's economic and financial
stability seems to be assured. But it would be wrong
to imagine that that development of the State will
not require great efforts. When we welcome Togo
to membership in our Organization, we must be ready
to give it the assistance it needs. France, for its
part, has not spared its efforts and will continue
the policy it has followed in the past. There will be
even greater need for the many contributions Togo
has a right to expect, for the third plan, which is now
in progress, calls for an increase in cotton production,
the development of rice-growing in the northern
plains, the expansion of coconut plantations, more
intensive exploitation of the phosphates of Akoumap€l
and the modernization of the agricultural and industrial
infra-structure generally. The State which is joining
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the community of sovereign States is a State confident
of the future.

16. In social matters the picture is no less satis­
factory. The country's health facilities have been
steadily developed. Hospitals with the most modern
equipment-in particular the Lome Hospital-dispen­
saries and leper hospitals have been built in the
main towns. Mobile health teams bring the benefits
of modern medicine to rural areas. Systematic action
has been taken to control epidemics: yellow fever
and sleeping-sickness have been virtually eliminated
and all medical care is free.

17. Thanks to the work which has been done at
the same time in education, Togo already has trained
people for its administration. More than 500 edu­
cational establishments have been built. There are
three normal schools training primary school
teachers. The enrolment at the "lycee" at Lome,
and the "coll~ge" at Sokode and at private secondary
schools is increasing year by year. Scholarships
are awarded to young men and women to continue
their studies in French universities.' the number
granted last year having been 140. Finally, a national
school of administration has been founded, thus
providing for the training of future generations of
Togolese senior officials.

18. Togo is democratic, economically andfinancially
stable and rapidly developing socially and cultuJ:ally.
It is also a peaceful State. All those who know its
people and leaders know that their only desire is to
live in harmony with their neighbours and with all
States, near and far. All observers of good faith
agree that Togo threatens no one and tha~ it has no
ambition to expand. Its Prime Minister has repeatedly
voiced his Government's desire for peace. The facts
show that in this, as in other respects, Togo com­
pletely fulfils the conditions laid down in the Charter.

19. In conclusion may I pay tribute to that enlightened
and wise statesman, Mr. Sylvanus Olympio, who now
guides the destinies of his country and whose position
at the head of this State is further guarantee of the
valuable contribution it will make to our Organization.

20. I feel sure that my colleagues at this table will
not disappoint the hope of the Togolese people and
its Government, and will recommend to the General
Assembly, by a unanimous vote of the Council, that
Togo be admitted to membership in our Organization.

21. Mr. SLIM (Tunisia) (translated from French):
A few weeks aro, the members of the Trusteeship
Council, in disc tssing the accession to independence
of the former Trust Territory of Togoland, expressed
their gratification at the emergence of a new African
State and at the honourable manner in which the
Administering Authority has discharged its obli­
gations, and expressed the hope that this new State
Would become a Member of the United Nations.

22. We now have before us the application of the
Republic of Togo for admission to membership in
the United Nations.

23. The recent history of Togoland is familiar to
all of us. The Trusteeship Council and the Fourth
Committee of the General Assembly have had occasion
to become familiar with it and, particularly, to deal
with the progressive development of this country
almost regularly since 1946.

24. The representative of France has eloquently
summarized the various stages of Togoland's pro­
gressive development towards independence. I might
presume to draw a few useful conclusions from that
summary.

25. Togoland was placed under French mandate by
the League of Nations and continued to be administered
by France after the establishment of the United
Nations under the terms of a Trusteeship Agreement
approved by the General Assembly on 13 December
1946.

26. The Administering Authority did not seek to
deny the United Nations the right of trusteeship over
Togoland or the right to be informed of its advance­
ment in all fields, in accordance with Article 76 b
of the Charter. It is our pleasant task to pay a tribute
to France for the respect it has shown, in the case
of Togolarid, for its obligatiotls under the Charter.

27. Thus, the people of Togoland, having progressed
in the normal way towards the full development of
their own personality and sovereignty, are now
attaining political independence calmly, without dis­
turbance, and in genuine friendship with the former
Administering Authority. It is an example well worth
pondering! Nothing can be gained by opposing the
natural advancement of peoples towards dignity,
freedom and independence. The Charter has provided,
among other things, the most appropriate andpeaceful
means of achieving proper co-operation between the
United Nations and the Administering Authorities
of former mandated territories. It would be a good
thing if, in the interest of harmonious relations
between peoples and nations, those principles were
respected and the opposition to applying them to
former mandated territories was ended.

28. Universal respectfor the international obligations
deriving from the Charter is the sole guarantee of
the maintenance of international peace and security.
This, as we see it, is the first important concept
which we have to ponder in connexion with Togoland's
attainment of independence.

29. In Togoland, the internal situation has at times
showed improvement and at other times deterioration,
but it may be said with certainty that, on the whole,
the development has been harmonious primarily
because the Administering Authority respected the
unanimous will of the people.

30. At the risk of prolonging the debate, I feel that
it is essential to draw a second valuable conclusion
from the Togoland experiment, namely, that the
General Assembly was well-advised in recommending
that legislative elections should be held in Togoland

I do not want to
e..xaggerate, but I will say that United Nations super­
vision of the electoral operations can be regarded
as a major factor in the success and the smoothness
of the Togoland experiment. Most members of this
Council undoubtedly recall the statement made by
the Prime Minister of the Republic of Togo,
Mr. Sylvanus Olympio, to the Fourth Committee
at the thirteenth session of the General Assembly
concerning the elections in his country and on the
role played by the United Nations in ensuring their
genuineness and reliability.!J

31. It is because those elections decisively changed
and improved the relationship between the Admin­
istering Authority and the Togolese people that I
venture to lay stress upon them, hoping that from
this example the United Nations will draw the con­
clusion that it would be to the benefit of all mankind
if this course was followed wherever a similar
problem arose in the not yet fully sovereign continent
of Africa. This example shows the hollowness of
the claim that truly free and honest elections can
be held under an administration still imbued with
certain colonial practices.

32. These are the two observations which I feel
are called for in considering the example of Togoland.

33. The Republic of Togo has at last entered the
great family of independent and sovereign States,
and thus its bonds of friendship and constructive
co-operation with the former Administering Authority,
as well as with all other States, are being strength­
ened in an atmosphere of equality, dignity and mutual
advantage. .

34. May we be permitted to express our joy at
seeing a new African country come to join the
international community. My delegation, 'which has
had the honour of being asked by Mr. Sylvanus
Olympio, the Prime Minister of Togo, to support
in the Council the application of Togo for admission
to membership in the United Nations, has a number
of reasons to believe that the new African republic
will make a serious and peaceful contribution to
the work of our Organization. The existing relations
between the Tunisian Government and the Togolese
Government confirm us in 'J'.r.&. h~1ief.

35. At this time when a new African State is about
to join the ranks of our Organization, may I also
be permitted to address a solemn appeal to those
States which still exercise authority over certain
territories in Africa to exhibit realism and to respect
the will of the peoples for whom they are responsible,
so that the great endeavour of peace and of decolo­
nization, which constitutes for Africa the outstanding
phenomenon of the second half of the twentieth century,
may be characterized by harmony and peace.

36. May I once again congratulate the people and
the Government of Togo on the independence which
represents the culmination of their efforts, and
the French Government on having successfully led
them to that goal.

37. I hope that the Council will unanimously adopt
the draft resolution which my delegation, together
with the French delegation, has the honQur to submit
[S!4322!Rev.2].

38. Mr. LODGE (United States of America): The
United States welcomes this meeting of the Security
Council, because it gives us the opportunity to
demonstrate in a tangible way our pleasure over the
achievements of the Government and the people of
Togo.

39. After forty-two years of international status
under the League of Nations as well as under the
United Nations, the people of Togo reached the
fulfilment of their inherent right to govern themselves
on 27 April 1960, when the independence of Togo
was proclaimed. A United States delegation, headed
by our Attorney-General, Mr. William Rogers, had
the honour of participating in the ceremonies marking
this memorable occasion.

40. Togo is the smallest of the African territories
to achieve independence thus far. But while Togo
might be small in comparison to the vastness of
the African continent, it is interesting to note that
there are twenty-one independent States whose area
is less than that of Togo andfifteen which are smaller
in pOj,Julation.

41. The United States has from the beginning taken
a keen interest in the work of the International
Trusteeship'System, and we are naturally proud of
the part it has played in the political development of
Togo. We are also happy to acknowledge the success
of the Government of France in carrying out its
responsibilities under the Trusteeship System.

42. The United States has no doubt that the voice
of Togo should and will be heard with respect and
attention at the United Nations. Its people have a
reputation for hard work. The Prime Minister of
Togo, Mr. Sylvanus Olympio, whom it has been my
good fortune to meet on several occasions, has for
many years participated in the work of the United
Nations and is for good reason held in great esteem
here. The United States takes particular pleasure
in conveying congratulations to him and in sending
sincere best wishes to the Government and the people
ofTogo.

43. The United States will vote in favour of the
resolution submitted by France 8,nd Tunisia, which
recommends the admission of Togo to membership
in the United Nations.

44. Sir Pierson DIXON (United Kingdom): We have
met at the request of France and Tunisia to consider
the application of the Republic of Togo for admission
to membership in the United Nations. France and
Tunisia jointly, and felicitously, have also sponsored
the draft resolution before us, which recommends
the admission of this newest of states.

45. I should like to say at once that my Government
is confident that the Republic of Togo is well qualified
to join the United Nations. We are happy to support
the draft resolution and look forward to welcoming

46. The unanimity with which, I am confident, the
members'of the Security Council will decide to advise
the General Assembly that we have found this applicant
capable of shouldering the responsibilities of the
Charter, and the unanimity with which, I am confident,
we shall recommend the admission of the Republic
of Togo to membership in the United Nations, will
reflect the good will and good wishes generally felt
in the international community for this State entering
into the twentieth century on its own. We are gllld
to think that this "debut" should be facilitated by
the association of such a State in our community
of the United Nations. There are many ways in which
the United Nations itself, as well as its Members
individually, can be of assistance in the early days
of statehood. Much· thought has recently been given
to ways in which contacts betweeIl the United Nations
and the emerging States can be strengthened, par­
ticularly on the economic side. We would hope that
the Republic of Togo, aware of the friendly welcome
which awaits it, will draw to the fullest possible
extent on the facilities available through this
Organization, of which the new State is expected
shortly to be a Member itself.

47. The pleasure I feelin welcoming this new Member
is the greater when the applicant is a country whose
development to the point of full independence we in
the United Nations have been specially concerned to
watch. Togo is the third Trust Territory in West
Africa whose people have attained independence. The
Government and people of the United Kingdom have
already conveyed their warm congratulations to the
people of Togo and their Prime Minister, Mr. Sylvanus
Olympio, on their achievement. This was done by
Sir Alexander Knox Helm, who represented Her
Majesty the Queen at the celebrations in the Republic
on 27 April.

48. We should also like to offer our congratulations
to France, the Administering Authority for what was
the Trust Territory of Togoland. It is the work and
the care of France, in collaboration with the people
of Togo themselves, which has enabled the Republic:
of TogQ now to take its place in the community of
nations. As the accession of Togo to independence
marks the end of France's service to this Organization
as an Administering Authority, I should like to express
to the representative of France the gratitude and
admiration which my delegation has felt for the way
in which France, acting on behalf of all the other
Members, has performed its duties to the two Trust
Territories confided to it.

49. It was only four months ago that we met to
consider the application of Camel'oun, the first
African Territory to seek to join the United Nations
during this year. The Republic of Togo is now the
second of what may well be a record number of
applicants from the continent of Africa in 1960,
itself a demonstration of stirringprogress being made
there. We in the United Kingdom of course, look
forward with particular pleasure to the advent of
yet another West Mrican State, Nigeria, later In

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the year. It is therefore as an outrider of a growing
band of vigorous and hopeful African States, as well
as in its own right, that I am now glad, in anticipation,
to assure the Republic of Togo of the welcome which
awaits it in the United Nations.

50. Mr. TSIANG (China): In the latter part of April
this year my Government sent a special delegation
to Lomll, headed by Ambassador Liu Chieh who
served on the Trusteeship Council for many years,
to join with the representatives of other Governments
in celebrating the attainment of national independence
by the Togolese people. It was a joyous occasion
and we are happy to have been participants.

51. Today, on behalf of the Government and people
of the Republic of China, I would like to convey once
more our warmest congratulations to the Government
and people of Togo for their achievement of national
independence. It is indeed an achievement of which
Prime Minister Sylvanus Olympio and his people
may well be proud. My delegation will vote for the
draft resolution jointly sponsored by France and
Tunisia.

52. The present occasion has another significant
aspect. For some forty years France has been
entrusted with the administration of Togoland, first
under the League of Nations Mandate and more
recently under the United Nations TrusteeshipAgree­
ment. The representative of France gave us a moment
ago a brief but valuable report on the progress made
under French trusteeship.

53. My delegation wishes on the present occasion
to congratulate the French for the accomplishment
of a great task.

54. Mr. CORREA (Ecuador) (translatedfrom Spanish):
The Security Council is meeting once again to consider
the application for admission of a new Member of the
United Nations, and for a second time this year the
application for admission emanates from a State
which prior to its independence was administered
under the International Trusteeship System.

55. The delegation of Ecuador supports the draft
resolution submitted by France and Tunisia recom­
mending the admission of Togo as a Member of
the United Nations, and wishes to place on record
that we have the greatest satisfaction in giving our
support to this motion. The reasons for this are as
follows.

56. The independence of Togo is yet another GXample
of the due application of the principle of self­
determination of peoples, as set forth in the United
Nations Charter, and demonstrates the validity of the
principle as a decisive factor in the solution of
certain international problems.

57. The independence of Togo is, furthermore, an
event demonstrating the positive contribution which
the United Nations has made to peace and the political

50. M. TSIANG (Chine) [traduit de 1'anglais]: A lafin
du mois d'avril dernier, mon gouvernement a chargll
une dlllllgation spllciale ayant ~ sa tete M. Liu Chieh,
ambassadeur de Chine, qui a sillgll au Conseil de
tutelle pendant plusieurs annees, de se rendre ll. Lome
pour participer, avec les reprllsentants d'autres
gouvernements, aux f~tes qui ont marqulll 'accession
ll. 1'indllpendance nationale du penple togolais. Ce
furent Ill. des cerllmonies joyeuses, auxquelles nous
sommes heureux d'avoir pris part.

51. Aujourd'hui, au nom du gouvernement et du
peuple de la Rllpublique de Chine, je tiens une fois
de plus ll. adresser nos flllicitations les plus
chaleureuses au gouvernement et au peuple du Togo
pour etre parvenus ~ 1'ind€lpendance. C'est Ill. certes
un succbs dont le Premier Ministre, M. Sylvanus
Olympio, et le peuple du Togo peuvent ll. juste titre
etre fiers. Ma d6l€lgation votera en faveur du projet
de r6solution pr6sent6 par la France et la Tunisie.

52. n est un autre aspect qu'on ne saurait passeI'
sous silence.

54. M. CORREA (Equateur) [traduit de I 'espagnol]:
Une fois de plus le Conseil de sllcuritll se rlmnit pour
examiner la demande d'admission d'un nouveau pays,
et, pour la seconde fois cette annlla, cette demande
est celle d'un Etat qui, avant d'etre independant, se
trouvait sous le r~gime international de tutelle.

55. La dlll6gation llquatorienne appuie le projet de
resolution, dllpos6 par la France et la Tunisie, qui
recommande d'admettre la Togo comme Membre de
I 'Organisation des Nations Unies. Elle 1'appuie, je
tiens ll. le dire, avec une profonde satisfaction. et
cela pour les raisons suivantes.

56. Dans le cas de Ilind6pendance du Togo, nous
voyons une fois de plus suivijusqu'auboutle principa,
inscrit dans la Charte des Nations Unies, de la libre
determination des peuples; cela prouve bien que ce
principe est valide en tant qu'616ment determinant
de la solution de certains probl~mesinternationaux.

57. L'accession du Togo ll.l'indflpendance dllmontre
aussi la contribution positive que 1'Organisation des
Nations Unies a apportAe ll. la paix et au develop-
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development of peoples through the Trusteeship
System, under which Territories gradually progress
towards the goal of independence.

58. The admission of Togo to the United Nations
will constitute a further step towards universality,
towards which we are moving ever doser, with the
consequent strengthening of the representative
character of our Organization and hence its ability
to exert an influence regardless of territorial or
national considerations.

59. Lastly, the admission of Togo to the United
Nations will in our view be a welcome example of
the effectiveness of the principle of juridical equality
between States, a factor of special importance to
countries whose population and area are small. The
Government of Togo, acting OL behalf of only
1.1 million people, will enjoy in the United Nations
the same rights as all other Member States, and
its contribution will certainly be very valuable.

60. On behalf of the Government of Ecuador, I wish
to tak~ this opportunity of stating that my country,
as a Member of the United Nations, is grateful to
France for the contribution which it has made as
Administering Authority to the progress of Togo
and to the achievement of the objectives of the
Trusteeship System. I might add that I was very
happy to hear the French representative's analysis
of the progress made during the French administration
of Togoland.

61. On behalf of the people of Ecuador, I should
like to extend the most cordial welcome to the
Togolese people upon their attainment ofindependence
and to congratulate them on the fact that they have
now assumed the management of their own affairs
as an independent nation. I do this with real emotion,
because I was fortunate enough to visit Togoland a
few years ago with a mission of the United Nations
General Assembly, and I had the opportunity
personally to admire the high qualities of the people,
their love of peace and freedom and their firm
determination to ensure that their future should be
directed towards the highest levels ofhuman progress.

62. In conclusion, I would venture to express here
my best wishes for the success of the Togolese
Government. Many of us here in the United Nations
have had the opportunity of becoming personally
acquainted with the Prime Minister, Mr. Sylvanus
Olympio, when he appeared as a petitioner before
the Fourth Committee and the Trusteeship Council,
or as the leader of his people in their struggle for
independence or, lastly, as head of Government.
We are sure that !lis faith in the future of his people,
his cultural attainments, his firm convictions and
his noble spirit will assist him in successfully leading
his people and in contributing to a better future for
Africa.

63. Mr. SOBOLEV (Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics) (translated from Russian): The Security
Council has before it the application of the Govern­
ment of the Republic of Togo for membership in the
United Nations. The birth of a new State in Africa
is a happy event, indicating that yet another blow
has been struck at the last remaining pillars of
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pement politique des peuples gdce au regime inter­
national de t1.1telle applique h des territoires qui
atteignent progressivement leur objectif d'indepen­
dance.

59. Enfin, 1'admission du Togo comme Membre de
1'Organisation des Nations Unies constituera, ~ notre
avis, un heureux exemple de l'application du principe
de 1'€lgalit€l juridique des Etats. principe qu'appr6­
cient tout particuli~rementles pays dont la population
est peu €llev{m et la superficie modeste. Le Togo,
qui compte seulement 1.100.000 habitants, exercera
dans cette Organisation les memes droits que tous
les Etats Membres et il apportera sans aucun doute
une tres precieuse contribution h nos travaux.

60. Au nom de mon gouvernement, je tiens h d€lclarer
h cette occasion qu'en sa qualite de Membre de
1'Organisation des Nations Unies, I 'Equateur remercie
la France pour la maniere dont elle a, comme Autorite
administrante, contribue au d€lveloppement du Togo
et h 1'accomplissement des objectifs du regime in­
ternational de tutelle. Je peux dire que j'ai llcoute
avec grande satisfaction notre coll~gue franQais iaire
la synthese des progres accomplis durant I 'admi­
nistration fr&hQaise du Togo.

61. De la part du peuple equatorien, je souhaite ici
la plus cordiale bienvenue au peuple togolais au
moment oh, ayant atteint son objectif d'indllpendance,
il commence h administrer librement ses destinlles.
C'est avec une llmotion sincere que je le fais, parce
que j'ai eu la chance de me rendredans ce territoire,

colonialism, from the ruins of which new independent
States are rising.

64. Togo was able to attain its independence primarily
as a result of the prolonged and stubborn efforts
of the Country's patriotic forces, with the present
Prime Minister, Mr. Sylvanus Olympio, at their head.
At the same time, a certain role, if only a modest
one, was played by the United Nations, many of
whose Members, among them the Soviet Union, had
consistently upheld Togo's legitimate right to inde­
pendent e.xistence as a sovereign State.

65. The Soviet Union has the most sincere feelings
of friendship for the African peoples. Its sympathies
have always been, and will continue to be, with all
the peoples who are battling against colonial
domination and for independence and national freedom,
for the right to be masters of their own destinies.
It is natural, therefore, that the Soviet Union should
be among the first to welcome the emergence, on
the African continent, of the new and independent
State of the Republic of Togo. On 26 April the Soviet
Government formally announced its recognition of the
Republic of Togo as an independent and sovereign
State, and its readiness to establish diplomatic
relations with it. Today the Soviet Union announces
its full support of the Togolese Government's appli­
cation for membership in the EDited Nations, and
its intention, to vote in favour of the draft resolution
recommending to the General Assembly that the
Republic of Togo be admitted to membership.

66. The admission of a new Member to the United
Nations is a significant event in the life of the
Organization. But, while expressing our satisfaction
at this development, we must not forget that there
are other countries which have long been awaiting
recognition of their right to enter the United Nations
family. I would take this opportunity to recall that
since 1946 the Council has.had before it an application
for membership in the United Nations from the
Mongolian People's Republic, a State which fully
meets the requirements for membership laid down
in the United Nations Charter. In our view, it is
high time to take an affirmative decision on the
application of the Mongolian People's Republic for
membership in the United Nations.

67. I should like to conclude by sincerely wishing
the new State of Togo all success in the strengthening
of its independence, in the developing of its economy
and its culture, and in the securing of happiness
and prosperity for its people. The Soviet delegation
is confident that the Republic of Togo, when it
becomes a Member of the United Nations, will make
a worthy contribution to the work of our Organization.

68. Mr. ORTONA (Italy): My delegation is especially
gratified .to take part in the proceedings of this
Council concerning the admission of the Republic
of Togo to the United Nations.

69. In fact, this is the second time during this
calendar year that the Security Council has convened
to consider the admission to our Organization of an
African State which has attained independence, and
again, in the very near future, the Council will be
called upon to consider the admission ofother African
nations which are expected to attain the status of

68. M. ORTONA (Italie) [traduit de l'anglais): Ma
delegation est particuli~rementheureuse de prendre
part aux debats du Conseil touchant 1'admission de
la Republique du Togo h 1'Organisation des Nations
Unies.

6&. C'est, de fait, la seconde fois depuis le debut

That is
an additional reason why my country, geographically
so near Africa, is Viewing with special interest the
emergence of independent States in the African
continent. Indeed, we have been more than mere
spectators; we have actually participated actively
in this evolution, furthering the political, social and
economic advancement of an African nation, and
have been fully aware of the share of responsibility
that each and every one uf us must bear.

70. Today the Italian delegation is especially pleased
to support, and indeed to welcome, the draft resolution
sponsored by France and Tunisia inViting the Security
Council to recommend to the General Assembly the
admission of the Republic of Togo to the United
Nations.

71. We are fully confident that Togo, as an inde­
pendent State, just as other African countries which
have recently gained independence, will contribute
substantially and constructively to the work of the
United Nations. I might add that this contribution will
be particularly valuable at a time when, through a
most powerful and promising trend, the peoples of
Africa are fulfilling their national aspirations and are
taking an increasingly active part in world affairs.

72. May I add that we are sure thatthis participation
v.ill be matched by that high sense of responsibility
which should inspire all the Members of the United
Nations. We are an Organization which, by virtue of
its aims, its rules and procedures, recognizes,
enhances and furthers that principle of equality
which must guide all human societies as well as
international bodies on a democratic basis. That is
why today we applaud another member joining our
family, for we are sure that in the spirit that I have
described Togo will be another constructive addition
to our labours and to the furthering of those principles
which are at the basis of our Charter. We wish on
this occasion to convey our greetings and good
wishes to the Prime Minister of the Republic of
Togo, whose outstanding qualities are known to all
of us.

73. The independence ofTogo represents the crowning
of the mission of progress entrusted to France by
the international community. The Government and
people of France may well pride themselves on its
successful accomplishment, for it represents one
more episode for which they can certainly be con­
gratulated.

74. We have also taken due note of the interest
shown by the Secretary-General in the very first
steps of the new independent African State and of
the presence at the independence ceremonies of such
an official of the Organization as the representative
of the Secretary-General, Mr. Spinelli. This is in
line with those policies which, rightly, the Secretary­
General outlined during recent meetings of the
Economic and Social Council, showing how our

74. Nous avons aussi dltment not6 1'int6ret que le
Secretaire gen€lral a manifeste 11. 1'€lgard des toutes
premillres mesures prises par le nouvel Etat africain
independant, ainsi que la pr€lsence, lors des cere­
monies de l' ind6pendance, d' un fonctionnaire de
1'Organisation aussi 6minent que le repr6sentant du
Secr6taire general, M. Spinelli. Ces initiatives
rapondent bien aux principes que le Secr€ltaire g6neral
a fort justement expos€ls au cours des recentes
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Organization can be of assistance in connexion with
the special problems which the new States have to
solve in the early stages of their independence.

75. It is certainly meaningful and proper that the
Council should give favourable consideration to the
admission of the Republic of Togo to the United
Nations. shortly after its independence has been
proclaimed. This. we feel. will avoid any inter­
ruption in the relationship between the Togolese
people and this Organization which has already given
most concrete and highly satisfactory results. a
relationship which will continue now on a new basis
befitting the sovereign and independent status of
Togo. and which also should reflect the special
interests of the Organization in the welfare of the
people of this new State in conformity with the task
the Members of the United Nations have set them­
selves to assist each other in making the hopes of
mankind for a brighter future come true.

76. The Italian delegation will vote in favour of
the draft resolution submitted by France and Tunisia.

77. Mr. MICHALOWSKI (Poland): Once again we
have gathered in this chamber in order to consider
a question concerning the great African continent.
We are here to recommend for admission to the
United Nations another newly emerged, independent
African State. Togo. It will be the eighth new inde­
pendent African State to be admitted to the United
Nations within the last four years.

78. The attainment of national independence b-y Togo
took place as a result of the hard struggle of its
people for freedom. It is part of the process of
disintegration of the colonial system. which is one
of the most important developments of our days.
The African continent, much in the same way as
Asia yesterday. is realizing today the principle
of self-determination; it is putting life into the
ideas which are the basis of our Organization and
its Charter. The Polish people are looking forward
with the greatest sympathy to the fight of the peoples
of the African continent for their independence.

79. The Polish delegation wishes to support the
application for the admission of Togo to the United
Nations in the sincere belief that the people of Togo
will achieve success in their effort for truly inde­
pendent national political and economic development
and democratic forms of government. Therefore.
the Polish delegation will support the draft resolution
submitted by France and Tunisia.

80. Mr. QUIJANO (Argentina) (translated from
Spanish): The delegation of Argentina wishes to
state that it supports the application for admission
to the United Nations which the Prime Minister of
the Republic of Togo has submitted on behalf of
his Government. We shall therefore vote in favour
of' the draft resolution submitted by France and
Tunisia, recommending to the General Assembly the
admission of Togo to membership in the United
Nations.

81. Argentina has always upheld the principle of the
universality of international organizations. as a necee-

81. L'Argentine a toujours dMendll le principe de
1'universalit6 des organisations internationales. €lIb-
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sary condition for the total achievement of their
goals; and it is for this reason that we view with
great satisfaction the continuing expansion of the
United Nations, looking towards the ideal of every
people in the world being represented in it. We are
even more gratified in the present case, because it is
that of a country whose growth and progress towards
independence have taken place under the International
Trusteeship System and thus supplies a further
example which strengthens our faith in the correctness
and wisdom of the 'provisions of our Charter.

82. In supporting this application for admission, we
desire to commend France for the constructive
spirit in which it has fulfilled its obligations as
Administering Authority-a spirit which has led to
the happy result reached with the proclamation, on
27 April last, of the independence of the Republic
of Togo. We see in this attitude of France a
reaffirmation of its respect for the right of every
people in the world to self-determination, and we are
happy to record this fact.

83. In conclusion, the Argentine delegation wishes
to express its fervent hope that the Republic of
Togo, through the efforts of its people and the
inspiration of the dedicated patriots who have led it
to independence, will overcome the difficulties of the
moment and advance resolutely towards the future.
In this task it will not find itself alone, for the
United Nations has recognized the full importance
of the movement going forward in Africa towards
independence and economic advancement, and will
supply constant co-operation for the full achievement
of these two goals.

84. The PRESIDENT: Spealdng now in my capacity
as representative of CEYLON, I should like to make
use of this opportunity to welcome the Republic of
Togo as a free, independent and sovereign State
and to express the hope that this Council will unan­
imously recommend its admission to membership
in the United Nations.

85. Before the First World War, Togo formed part
of the German territories overseas and at the end
of that war became a mandated territory under
the League of Nations. After the end of the Second
World War, it continued in its advancement towards
self-government and independence under the Inter­
national Trusteeship System. Hence, the admission
of the Republic of Togo to the United Nations is
one of very special significance and satisfaction, as
it is one of the heirs of international co-operation
in the promotion towards independence of countries
that were under mandate and, later, trusteeship.

86. The Government of Ceylon has always supported
the cause of freedom for dependent nations. It is,
therefore, with added satisfaction that we see the
realization once again of full freedom by another
country. Historically too, it is of great interest to us
to see one more nation of Africa emerging into full
sovereignty. The Ceylon delegation, on behalf of the
Government and people of Ceylon, extends its warmest
felicitations to the Republic of Togo and to its dis­
tinguished .Prime Minister, Mr. Sylvanus Olympio,
and conveys its best wishes for all prosperity and
success. We also look forward with pleasure to
working with the members of the delegation of the
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ment nbcessaire h la pleine realisation de leurs
objectifs; c 'est pourquoi nous constatons avec grande
satisfaction l'expansion continue de l'Organisation
des Nations Unies, le but ideal etant la participation
de tous les peuples du monde.

87. I should like to congratulate the Government
of France for gUiding the Togolese people and leading
them along the path of freedom which has brought
them independence. I was gratified to listen to the
statement made by the representative of France
when he gave us an account of the work of social
and economic progress and advance made by the
Togolese people under the trusteeship of the United
Nations, and we are gratified that France, as the
Administering Authority under the Trusteeship
System, has been able to give such help to the
people of Togo. I am sure that France has as much
right, therefore, to feel proud and happy today in
the work it has done towards the emergence of the
new independent State, as Togo has the right to feel
proud and happy today in entering the international
community of free and independent States. We hope
that the friendly relations which have existed between
the Togolese people and the French people will
continue on a basis offraternityandequality.

88. The delegation of Ceylon has great pleasure,
therefore,' in supporting the draft resolution which
has been submitted jointly by France and Tunisia,
and will vote in favour of that draft resolution.

89. In my capacity as PRESIDENT, I shall now
put to the vote the draft resolution submitted by
France and Tunisia [S/4322/Rev.2].

The draft resolution was adopted unanimously.

Date of election to fill a vacancy in the International
Court of Justice (5/4312)

90. The PRESIDENT: This item has become a sad
necessity owing to the passing away recently of
Sir Hersch Lauterpacht, a member of the International
Court of Justice. His death occurred on 8May 1960 in
London.

91. Judge Sir Hersch Lauterpachtwas elected a mem­
ber of the Court at the electionheld on 7 October 1954.
In accordance with Article 13 of the Statute of the
Court, his term of office would have expired on
5 February 1964.

92. Born in Zolkiew on 16 August 1897, he graduated
from the University of Vienna as Doctor of Laws
in 1922 and as Doctor of Political Science in 1923.
He became Doctor of Laws of the University of
London in 1927 and of the University of Cambridge
in 1948. He was called to the bar by Gray's Inn in
1937 and was made a King's Counsel in 1949. He
was elected Fellow of the British Academy in 1950
and became a member of the Institute of International
Law. He was an eminent lawyer and a great judge.

93. He was editor of the British Yearbook of
International Law and of the Annual Digest and
Report of Public International Law Cases. He has
written many authoritative books and has contributed
a great deal to the development and codification of

93. RMacteur en chef du British Yearbook of
International Law et de l'Annual Digest and Report of
Public International Law Cases, sir Hersch Lauter­
pacht etait 1'auteur de nombreux ouvrages faisant
autorit€l et il a grandement contribue au develop-
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international law. His death at a comparatively
early age is a great loss not only to his country but
also to the world.

94. Under Article 14 of the Statute ofthe International
Court of Justice, the Security Council is called on
to fix the date of the election of a member to fill
a vacancy in the International Court of Justice.

95. In accordance with the practice followed onother
such occasions, I have the honour to submit to
the Security Council the following draft resolution,
which was circulated at the beginning of this meeting:

"The Security Council,

"Noting with regret the death of Judge Sir Hersch
Lauterpacht on 8 May 1960,

"Noting further that a vacancy in the International
Court of Justice for the remainder ofthe deceased's
term of office has thus occurred and must be filled
in accordance with the terms of the Statute of
the Court,

"Noting that, in accordance with Article 14 of
the Statute, the date of the election to fill this
vacancy shall be fixed by the Security Council,

"Decides that an election to fill the vacancy shall
take place during the fifteenth session of the
General Assembly."

96. If there are no objections, I shall consider this
draft resolution as adopted.

The draft resolution was adopted unanimousl]'.

97. Sir Pierson DIXON (United Kingdom): I am
very grateful to you, Mr. President, for the tribute
you have paid to the late Sir Hersch Lauterpacht
this afternoon, and I shall not fail to transmit it to
Her Majesty's Government in the United Kingdom and
also to the family of the late Judge.

98. If I may add a few words on behalf of the 'United
Kingdom delegation, the late Judge was a man who
throughout his life devoted his energies to the
promotion of the rule of law in international affairs
and the settlement of international disputes by judicial
means. Among' his numerous writings, his two books
on the development of international law by the
Permanent Court of International Justice and by the
International Court of Justice are well known.

99. DUl'ing his term of office on the International
Court, he was seldom content to be simply 'one of
the judges concurring in the majority judgement,
and no one can read his separate or dissenting
opinions without being impressed by his fervent
deSire to serve the ideals of international justice.
By his untimely death, both the International Court
and legal scholarship in the United Kingdom, and
indeed throughout the world, have suffered a great
loss.
