1. The PRESIDENT: The application of the Malagasy
Republic for admission to membership of the United
Nations was addressed to the Secretary-General on
26 June 1960 by President Philibert Tsiranana
[S/4352/Rev.1]. This meeting has been called to con­
sider the application at the request of the represen­
tative of France [8/4353] and the representative of
Tunisia [S/4358].

2. Following the procedure adopted by the Security
Council in similar cases during recent years, I
should like to suggest, if members agree, that the
Council decide to consider this application directly
without first referring it for examination to the Com­
mittee on the Admission of New Members, as pro­
vided in rule 59 of the provisional rules of procedure.
If there is no objection, I shall take it that it is so
agreed.

It was so decided.

3. The PRESIDENT: In this connexion a draft reso­
lution has been submitted by the delegations of France
and Tunisia concerning the application of the Malagasy
Republic [S/4354].

5. This large island off the east coast of Africa is
not really a part of Africa. Its structure, its popula­
tion, and even its flora and fauna make it a small
continent in itself, a continent in the Indian Ocean.
Various peoples have mingled on the island; the first
inhabitants were of course African tribes, but very
soon they were joined by the Malayans and Polyne­
sians who travelled to the four corners of the Pacific
and Oceania during the first millenium, and whose
bold naVigators were carried by the winds to the
island's shores. Lastly came the Eu.ropeans, the
Portuguese, the British and, particularly the French,
who as early as 1642 set up trading stations of the
East India Company on the island. With Pronis,
they founded the tm'tTI. of Fort Dauphin and by the
close of the nineteenth century their influence was
predominant. Out of all these elements, this great
island has been able over the centuries to build a
well-lmit State.

6. The treaty of 1885 made Madagascar a Protec­
torate of France and under the treaty of 1896 it
became a French colony. The political system of the
island evolved rapidly in the course of the last
two decades.

7. From 1946 onwards the Malagasy people have
been represented in the French National Assembly
and the Council of the Republic. The same year
five provincial, assemblies were created at Majunga,
Tulear, Tananarive, Fianarantsoa and Tamatave,
and a representative assembly was established in
the capital. In 1956, the "loi-cadre" was adopted.
In 1957, government and provincial councils were
set up and the powers of the representative and
provincial assemblies were enlarged. Lastly, in the
referendum of 28 September 1958, the people of
Madagascar approved, by a majority of 78 per cent,
the Constitution submitted by General de Gaulle.
Shortly afterwards the Malagasy Republic was pro­
claimed. A constitutional law was promulgated pro­
viding for the convocation of a national constituent
assembly. On 28 April 1959 the MalagasyConstitution
was adopted and on 1 May Mr. Philibert Tsiranana
was elected President of the Republic.

8. The Franco-Malagasy Agreements on 2 April 1960
transferred all the power and attributes of an in­
dependent State to the Malagasy Republic. The re­
lations between the Republic and France are now
relations between fully sovereign States, which ex­
change diplomatic and consular representatives.

9. It is appropriate at this point to glance briefly
at the institutions of the Malagasy Republic, since
Article 4 of the Charter invites us to consider the
ability of States applying for membership in the
United Nations to carry out the obligations contained
in the Charter.

10. The Constitution of 29 April 1959 begins with
these words:

"Affirming its belief in God and in the high
dignity of the human person,

"Determined to guarantee the fundamental rights
of man,

"Seeking to further the economic, social and
cultural progress of the country and each of its
inhabitants,

6. Le Traite de 1885 avait place Madagascar sous le
protectorat de la France; celui de 1896 en avait fait
une colonie franQaise. Le regime politique de la
grande fIe a rapidement evolue au cours de ces 20
derni~res annees.

7. A partir de 1946, les Malgaches ont ete represen­
tes 11 l'Assemblee nationale franQaise et au Conseil
de la Republique. Cinq assemblees provinciales ont
ete creees, la m~me annee, 11 Majunga, Tulear, Tana­
narive, Fianarantsoa et Tamatave, et une assemblee
representative a ete creee clans la capitale. En 1956
a ete votee la loi-cadre. En 1957 sont institues des
conseils de gouvernement et de province, tandis que
sont accrus les pouvoirs des assemblees representa­
tive et provinciales. Enfin, par le referendum du
28 septembre 1958, les populations de Madagascar
ont approuve, 11 une majorite de 78 pour 100, la Cons­
titution presentee par le general de Gaulle.

IT assure egalement le
maintien de l'ordre et de la securite publique et
nomme aux emplois de 1'Etat.

12. Formee de deputes E!lus pour cinq ans au suffrage
universel direct, l'Assemblee nationale se reunit de
plein droit en deux sessions ordinaires par an.

13. A five-member higher council of institutions is
responsible for ensuring that the laws are in con­
formity with the provisions of the Constitution.

14. The political structure is thus in line with the
country's old tradition of a strong central power
governing decentralized local authorities. From the
point of view of democracy, it compares favourably
with that of the most advanced States and is thus
such as to ensure the orderly development of the
country's political life.

15. A few facts concerning the island's economy
will show the value of the contribution which the
new State will be able to make to the United Nations.
The island, which is the size of a continent and is
inhabited by 5,700,000 people, is as varied geogra­
phically as it is in population. It includes the prov­
ince of Diego-Suarez, with rich crops including

~ for public security, and appoints civil servants. He
may delegate some of his powers to the Vice-Presi­
dent of the Government and to ministers, and his
actions are countersigned by the members of the
Government responsible for their execution.

12. The National Assembly, whose members are
elected for five years by direct and universal suf­
frage, meets in two ordinary sessions a year. Two­
thirds of the members of the Senate, a council
drawn from various local authorities, are elected by
the representatives of provincial, municipal and
rural authorities in each province, the remaining
third being appointed by the Government as the re­
presentatives of economic, social and cultural groups.
Legislation may be initiated either by the President
of the Republic or by the members of the National
Assembly or the Senate. Every Government or pri­
vate members's bill is considered by both houses.
The National Assembly may challenge the policy of
the President of the Republic by voting a motion of
censure against the general policy of the Government.
If approval of the Government's programme is re­
fused or a motion of censure is passed, the ministers
offer their resignations. to the President of the Re­
Iublic. The President then appoints a new Govern-
ment and if the latter resigns because its programme
is rejected, the National Assembly must be dissolved.
If the new Assembly refuses to approve the Govern­
ment's programme, the President of the Republic
immediately resigns and the election of a new Pres­
ident takes place.

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vanilla, of which Madagascar is the leading world
producer; the province of Majunga, which produces
rice, tobacco, groundnuts and cotton, the drier,
pastoral areas in the south, with important mineral
deposits; the central plateau of Tananarive and
Fianarantsoa, with a temperate climate: and the
east coast with its hot, humid climate suitable for
tropical crops. Thanks to this variety the country's
agriculture is prosperous and there are rich for­
estry resources with an abundance or valuable woods.
16. As far as industry and mining are concerned,
Madagascar possesses resources that are essential
to the world's economy. The island is the leading
producer of graphite, and the leading and virtually
the only producer of beryl. Its mica and its man­
ganese are particularly in demand. Between 1946,
when the investment fund for economic and social
development was established, and 1958, when the
Malagasy Republic was proclaimed, Madagascar re­
ceived $270 million in French aid. A substantial
pr.Jportion of these funds was devoted to the im­
provement of the ports of Tamatave, Majunga, Nossi­
Be and Diego-·Suarez, the development of the rural
economy, irrigation, and the expansion of communi­
cations networks. Madagascar now has 850 kilome­
tres of railways, 36,000 kilometres of roads and
107 airports, including the international airport at
Arivonimamo. Great efforts have been made in the
field of education, and 400,000 pupils are already
attending primary and secondary schools and tech­
nical institutions. Madagascar possesses eleven large

;hospitals, 150 medical centres and 138 dispensaries.
In all these fields France will assist the new State
to continue its efforts.
17. Such, in a few words, is the country which is
seeking admission to the United Nations, an old
country with a long history behind it which has just
entered the great family of independent States. In
view of the soundness of its political institutions,
the richness of its natural resources and the ability
of its statesmen there is every reason to believe
that Madagascar has a brilliant future before it.
18. In conclusion, I would mention one character­
isi!:ic that is, I believe, particularly worthy of our
attention: the ideal of political, religious and cultural
tolerance by which the peoples of that island have
been unfailingly inspired. Inhabited by the descend­
ants of three continents-Asia, Africa and Europe­
this great island provides an example Qf social
harmony which has been continually strengthened in
the course of its history. It has been a meeting
place for races, religions and cultures which are
so different and in some cases so antagonistic that
their presence in other countries might have led to
irreconcilable conflicts. This is perhaps the par­
ticular genius of Madagascar-its abiUty to assimi­
late and to combine heterogenous elements in a
single autonomous civilization.
19. Is it not one of the main obligations of the
Charter of the United Nations, as the preamble ex­
presses it, to practice tolerance and liYe together
in peace with one another as good neighbours? This
trait alone affords proof that the Malagasy Republic
is worthy of being a Member of our Organization,
where it will form a link, a bridge, between three
continents. I have no doubt that the Security Council
will unanimously recommend the admission of this
new independent State to membership in the United
Nations.
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20. Mr. SLIM (Tunisia) (translated from French):
By a telegram addressed to the Secretary-General
on 26 June 1960, Mr. Philibert Tsiranana, the Pres­
ident of the new Malagasy Republic, requested the
admission of his country to membership in the
United Nations. At the same time President Tsiranana
declared that his country undertook to respect the
obligations laid down in the Charter and that it was
prepared to fulfil these obligations conscientiously
and in good faith. On that same day, Madagascar
had attained its full and complete independence,
resunting the exercise of all the rights of soyereign­
ty which it had lost seventy-nine years earlier.

21. Tunisia recognized the new State as soon as
independence was proclaimed, and we wish to enter
into normal diplomatic relations with it in order to
strengthen the bonds of friendship and fraternity
which for many years have united the Tunisian and
Malagasy peoples. Many countries have already rec­
ognized the new independent and sovereign State.
Its application for membership in the United Nations
will, I am convinced, obtain the approval of all
States Members of our Organization.

22. Before the French occupation, the great island
of Madagascar had already had a stable Government
and a sound administrative and social organization,
the product of a long tradition of order and discipline.
The country was governed by an enlightened "~lite"

which was deeply devoted to the public welfare.

23. Contact with French civilization and its democ­
ratizing influence could only strengthen the Malagasy
traditions of order, discipline and able administra­
tion. The seventy-nine years of French rule were
not, of course, untroubled by occasional conflict­
sometimes eyen very painful-between the Malagasy
people and the French Administration. In the end,
however, reason and a sound approach to human
intercourse and to relations between communities
bore their fruit. Since the referendum of 28 Sep­
tember 1958, Madagascar, with France's fullsupport,
has moved resolutely towards independence. The
culmination of this trend, in accordance with human
progress and the normal course of history, was the
return of full sovereignty to the valiant Malagasy
people on 26 June 1960.
24. My delegation wishes to offer its sincere con­
gratulations to France for having facilitated this
development. T"; congratulates also the M.uagasy
people and wishes it prosperiw and happiness, in
concord, unity and democracy. And it is happy that
Malagasy independence, achieved in full agreement
between France and Madagascar, can now serve as
a basis for sound and respectf.ul co-operation be­
tween the two countries.
25. We are aware that the men who lead the new
independent State will have difficult and troublesome
problems to face in bringing about the social and
economic advancement of the people. Like all the
Mrican countries, the Malagasy Republic begins its
independent existence, despite everything, as an in­
sufficiently developed country. It will therefore have
to steer its economy towards objectives best suited
to meet its national needs, and for this it will need
assistance. It will be the duty of the United Nations,
within the limits of its possibilities, to meet these
needs. I am convinced that our Organization will
not fall short of its duty in this respect. But whatever
the difficulties which may beset the new Malagasy

State, we firmly believe that the admirable Malagasy
"elite", drawing upon its traditions and upon the
skills which it acquired through its contacts with
French civilization, will succeed in overcomingthem.

26. The admission of the Malagasy Republic to
membership in the United Nations will, I am con­
vinced, contribute to the maintenance of world peace
and international co-operation. The Tunisian delega­
tion is therefore happy to support the Malagasy
Republic's application for membership in the United
Nations.
27. Jointly with the French delegation, we have the
honour to submit for the Council's approval the draft
resolution appearing in document S/4354. We hope
that the Council will adopt the resolution unani­
mously.

28. Sir Pierson DOWN (United Kingdom): It is with
real pleasure that we meet today to consider the
application to join the United Nations from another
of the newly independent African States. During the
present year the applications of the Republic of
Cameroun, the Togolese Republic and, only yester­
day, the Federation of Mali, have already been
favourably considered by the Security Council, and
today we are met to consider an application for
membership in the United Nations from the Malagasy
Republic, whose independence was proclaimed last
Sunday 26 June.
29. Like these three, Malagasy has achieved inde­
pendence in harmonious agreement with France. One
of the pleasant by-products for the United Nations
of the present evolution in Africa is the increase
in the number of the Member States using the French
language, one of the working languages of this Or­
ganization. The common use of the French tongue,
vehicle of a civilization and a culture which are
universally admired and have had an historic effect
throughout our planet, seems to me to symbolize
the many valuable links which countries formally
linder the care of France have with it and with each
other. Many of these States, like Mali and Malagasy
itself are members of the l"rench Community. Within
this framework they will doubtless profit from each
other's experience and perhaps from more tangible
mutual assistance.

30. If I may speak for a moment from our own
experience, I would say that those of us who belong
to another family of nations, the Commonwealth,
readily understand the special warmth of the rela­
tionship enjoyed by member of the French Community.

31. What I.have just said may appear as a digres­
sion. It applies, of course, to other States besides
Malagasy. But it is relevant to the business before
us: the application of the Malagasy Republic to join
the United Nations.
32. On behalf of my Government, I warmly welcome
this application, signalling, as it does, the birth of
a new State which, as the representative of France
has explained to us, enjoys very real advantages
as it sets out upon its way. Not the least of these
advantages is the support which will accrue to
Malagasy from the community of which it is a
member.

33. Tbis large and famous island State is endowed
by nature with rich and varied economic resources.

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On the social and political side, the success with
which many different peoples have learnt to live
peacefully together in the island promises well for
the contribution which Malagasy will be able to make
in the United Nations.

34. In welcoming the application of the Malagasy
Republic, the United Kingdom mission thus looks
forward to association with the representatives of
Malagasy in our future work here. In congratulating
the people and the leaders of the Republic on the
responsible way and the auspicious circumstances
in which they have established the new State and on
the encouraging prospects before them, I am con­
fident that the Security Council will now unanimously
recommend the admission of the Malagasy Republic
to membership in the United Nations.

35. Mr. LODGE (United States of America): The
United States of America welcomes the application
of the Malagasy Republic for membership in the
United Nations. We believe it will make an important
and valuable contribution to our work. The large
island it occupies is a world in itself. From north
to south it is about a thousand miles long, approxi­
mately the distance from Massachusetts to Florida.
Its climate and topography are varied. It has for
centuries been a meeting-place for diverse cultures,
races and religions. Africa, Asia and Europe have
all left their marks. Surely in an Organization like
the United Nations where we seek to build bridges
between peoples, such an experience as this has very
special yalue.

36. The Malagasy Republic comes to independence
with a stable economy and an experienced Govern­
ment. It has had a popularly elected Assembly
since 1947 and has been self-governing since 1957.
The independence of the Malagasy Republic and its
application for United Nations membership represent
the culmination of a peaceful political evolution in
which both the Malagasy Republic and France can
take justifiable and honest pride. The close relations
between the two countries will, happ.ily, continue
through the participation of the Malagasy Republic
in the French Community.

37. The father of Malagasy independence, President
Tsiranana, recently stated that the foreign policy of
the Malagasy Republic would be to defend the inter­
ests of small peoples, the needs of poor countries,
and the cause of peace and fraternity. These are
our sentiments too. I had the pleasure of welcoming
President Tsiranana to the United States during the
fourteenth General Assembly session. He made a
lasting impression as a man of wisdom and of long
experience in the service of his country.

38. The year 1960 has been called the year of
African independence. Already four new States have
applied for United Nations membership. It is grati­
fying to see the high place which the United Nations
holds in Africa. In the case of the Malagasy Republic,
as well as in those of the Republic of Cameroun, the
Togolese Republic and the Federation of Mali, one
of the first official acts has been to apply for United
Nations membership. We welcome this willingness
to share in the vital work of the United Nations.

39. Mr. LEWANDOWSKI (Poland): It is with great
pleasure that the Goyernment and people of Poland
welcome the most happy event of the attainment of
independence by the Malagasy Republic I and it is
with great pleal3ure that Poland will cast its yote
in favour of the draft resolution submitted by France
and Tunisia recommending to the General Assembly
that the Malagasy Republic be admitted to member­
ship in the United Nations. We hope sincerely that
once the Malagasy Republic becomes a Member of
the United Nations it will make a considerable con­
tribution to the consolidation of peace and interna­
tional co-operation. We are deeply convinced that'
the accession of an African people to independence­
and we witness this more and more often nowadays­
and their admission to the United Nations bring joy
and satisfaction not only to the people concerned
but to all those who adhere to the principles of
justice and the right to freedom for all the human
race.

40. Along with these considerations, we have par­
ticular reasons to be happy at the attainment of
independence by the Malagasy Republic, for the
traditional friendly relations between the peoples
of Madagascar and Poland reach as far back into the
past as the e~ghteenth century. We sincerely hope
that our relations will grow steadily and develop
even faster after the attainment of independence
by the Malagasy Republic.

41. The Government and the people of Poland have
always looked with the greatest sympathy on the
struggle of the dependent nations for their freedom.
This attitude is also reflected in the principles of
the Charter of the United Nations, the cornerstone
of which is the recognition of the right of peoples
to self-determination, to free and independent ex­
istence and development as peaceful members of
the world community.

42. On behalf of the Government and the people of
Poland I extend to the Government and the people
of the Malagasy Republic our sincere wishes for
success and for consolidation of their independence,
democracy and prosperity.

43. Mr. WIJEGOONAWARDENA (Caylon): It was
only yesterday morning that the Ceylon delegation
had the pleasure and the privilege of supporting the
admission of a new Illember to the United Nations.
The same privilege has been extended to us and
the same pleasure once again provided this after­
noon. We are certainly living in a very interesting
time in the development of the international com­
munity. We now have before us the application of the
Malagasy Republic for admission to the United
Nations.

44. As the Ceylon delegation has indicated on earlier
occasions, it is a matter of profound satisfaction to
us to see these independent States taking their right­
ful place in the United Nations. The draft resolution
sponsored by France and Tunisia and recommending
to the General Assembly that the Malagasy Republic
be admitted to membership of the United Nations,
is before us.

The Ceylon delegation has always subscribed to the
view that the principle of universality of member­
ship of the United Nations is one of the surest foun­
dations of human progress in the age in which we
live•
46. The Ceylon delegation would like to express its
warm appreciation of the role played by France in
the events that have led up to the independence of
the Malagasy Republic and to its present application
for admission to the United Nations.

47. We extend our warmest congratulations and best
wishes to the Malagasy Republic and look forward
with pleasure to working closely with the members
of its delegation when they take their place in this
world Organization in due course.

48. Mr. SOBOLEV (Union of Soviet Socialist Re­
publics) (translated from Russian): The Security
Council is considering at today's meeting the appli­
cation for membership in the United Nations of yet
another independent African state, the Malagasy
Republic. The Soviet Union, in voicing its support
for the adoption of the draft resolution submitted
by France and Tunisia, which recommends the ad­
mission of the new Member to the United Nations,
once again clearly demonstrates its solidarity with
the people of Africa who are struggling for their
liberation and for the fulfilment of their legitimate
right to independent statehood.
49. It gives the Soviet people a sense of deep sa­
tisfaction to see appearing on the political map of
Africa more and more names of newly independ~nt

States, while the sphere of colonial holdings :5£ows
smaller and smaller. This procesl'l is the result of
the just and heroic struggle of the African people,
a struggle which may be likened to the mighty surge
of the African rivers at flood time.
50. The Soviet Union, with its steadfast adherence
to the principle of self-determination of peoples
and with its respect for the national aspirations of
the Malagasy people, solemnly proclaimed on 2l? June
its recognition of the Malagasy Republic as an inde­
pendent State and its readiness to establish diplo­
matic relations with it. In greeting the Malagasy
Republic, the Soviet people fervently wish the cou­
rageous Malagasy people every success in the shap­
ing of their new life and in the consolidation of their
independent, democratic State.

51. The admission of new members to the United
Nations is an important event for our Organization,
an event which attests to the fact that its universal
character is being affirmed. In expressing its sat­
isfaction at this development, the Soviet delegation
cannot at the same time fail to note with regret
that there- are States which haye long been awaiting
recognition of their legitimate right to take their
place in the United Nations family. We have in mind
the admission into the United Nations ofthe Mongolian
People's Republic, a matter which has not yet been
resolved despite the fact that this country applied
for admissien as early as 1946.

to redress the wrong that has been done to the
Mongolian People's Republic.

52. The Soviet delegation is convinced that the
work of the United Nations will be more highly
effective and its authority enhanced if it becomes
genuinely universal in character and if there is no
discrimination in the admission of new Members.

53. Mr. ORTONA (Italy): Today. again, this Council
has been convened at the request of France and
Tunisia to consider the application of the Malagasy
Republic for admission to membership in the United
Nations. The delegations of France and Tunisia have
also sponsored a draft resolution which would re­
commend the admission of this State which acceded
to independence only a few days ago.

54. This is one more significant occasion on which
the Security Council is called upon to express its
judgement on the capabilities of a country emerged
to independence to shoulder the responsibilities laid
down by the Charter for the Member States of the
United Nations. There is no doubt in our mind as
to the ability of the Malagasy Republic to assume
such responsibilities. to fulfil the obligations and to
pursue the aims provided for in the Charter. Indeed.
I am fully convinced that this newly independent
nation will offer the most positive contribution to
the Organization. The democratic principles on which
its institutions rest, the gentle and peaceful tradition
of its people, the ability of its leaders and the high
standing of its cultural "elite" seems amply to justify
my contention. In itself, the peaceful process by
which full independence and sovereignty has been
attained by the Malagasy Republic stands as an in­
spiring example to the international community and
significantly testifies to the positive developments
which we have been fortunate to witness in Mrica
this year.

55. We have heard the most heartening account by
the represenj;ative of France of the conditions pre­
vailing in this African island State and of its long
and fruitful association with France. Once again,
for the fourth time in this calendar year, a people
have reached independence under the enlightened.
farsighted and. indeed. generous French leadership.
In line with their great tradition and their high
ideals, the Government and people of France have
brought to a successful conclusion one more mission
of pregress. The joint efforts of the Malagasy and
French people have been crowned by the birth of a
new independent State. We are fully confident that
its young and vigorous voice will command the utmost
respect in the international community and prove
constructive to the community of nations in the so­
lution of the many problems with which it is faced.

56. It is also especially significant to us in that it
represents one more voice from a people whose
increased participation in world affairs is long
overdue and now of paramount importance. That is
why the Italian delegation is especially gratified to
give wholehearted support to the proposal of France

57. Mr. QUIJANO (Argentina) (translated from
Spanish): It was with great pleasure that my dele­
gation read the communication of the Government
of the Malagasy Republic requesting that State's
admission to membership in the United Nations. We
believe that the new State fully meets the require­
ments laid down in the Charter for membership in
the United Nations, and consequently my delegation
will vote in favour of the draft resolution submitted
by the delegations of France and Tunisia which re­
commends to the General Assembly the admission
of the Malagasy Republic to the United Nations.

58. We fully appreciate the interest shown by the
Government of President Tsiranana in having his
country accepted as soon as possible, withfullpowers
and corresponddng responsibilities, into the interna­
tional Organization, and we are sure that its ad­
mission, as ',hat of the other new States to be ad­
mitted durin..c; the coming session of the General
Assembly, wi:ll constitute an important step towards
the promotioIl of the principles of universality and
self-determination which are so necessary for the
effective functioning of the United Nations.

59. We wish to extend our congratulations to France
for its valuable contribution to the advancement and.
independence of the Malagasy Republic, and to its
Government and the Malagasy Government for the
~.)fty and conciliatory spirit in which they conducted
the negotiations which resulted in the total independ­
ence proclaimed on 26 June 1960. We take pleasure
in noting the friendly nature of these arrangements,
which will no doubt serve as a very important basis
for future relations between the two countries.

60. In conclusion, the Argentine delegation would
like to express its best wishes for the prosperity
and progress of the Malagasy Republic and for the
success of its Government's efforts; we "hope very
soon to be able to welcome it as a new Member of
the United Nations.
61. Mr. CORREA (Ecuador) (translated from
Spanish): With the same satisfaction with which I
supported this year, on behalf on my country, the
applications for admission of the Republic of Ca·'e­
roun, the Togolese Republic and the Federation of
Mali, I should like to join today with France and
Tunisia in their recommendation that the Malagasy
Republic be admitted to membership in the United
Nations.

62. The reasons of principle which lead us to
believe that the universality of the United Nations
should be vigourously promoted, for the good of the
Organization and of its Members, are to be found
in the records of the Security Council. While there
is no need to repeat here what has already been
expressed on similar occasions in the past, I wish
nevertheless to reaffirm our position in this matter.

63. On behalf of the Government and the people of
Ecuador, I should like to extend our warmest con­
gratulations to the Government and the people of
the Malagasy Republic upon their entrance into the
international community as an independent State and
to express our hope that independence will be a

65. Once again we wish to congratulate France on
its generous contribution to the independence of the
new Republic.

66. The PRESIDENT: I will now speak briefly in
my capacity as representative of CHINA.

67. For many years, several thousand of my fellow
countrymen have lived and worked in Madagascar in
perfect harmony with other people on the island. My
Government has maintained there a succession of
consular offices. For this reason, my people have
acquired considerable information about the people
and resources of Madagascar.

68. We are confident that the Government and people
of the Malagasy Republic are ready and able to fulfil
the obligations of membership in the United Nations.
We are further confident that the participation of
the Malagasy Republic in our work will contribute
to the promotion of human freedom and world peace,
to which this Organization is dedicated.

69. President Chian Kai-shek has already sent to
President Tsiranana the congratulations and best
wishes of China. Diplomatic relations are being
established between China and the new Republic.

70. I, therefore, for all these reasons, will vote
in favour of the draft resolution submitted by France
and Tunisia. Once more it is my pleasure to pay a
tribute to France for the fraternal and constructive
contributions that it has made to the development
of Madagascar.

71. Speaking as PRESIDENT, I now putto the vote the
draft resolution presented by France and Tunisia
[S/4354].

The draft resolution was adopted unanimously.
