1. The PRESIDENT: In accordance with the decision
taken at our 893rd meeting, Ipropose,withthe consent
of the Council, to invite the representative of Vene­
zuela to sit at the Council table.

At the invitation of the President. Mr. Sosa Rodri­
guez. representative of Venezuela. took a place at the
Security Council table.

2. Sj,,;, Claude COREA (Ceylon): The Security Council
ir. meeting on this occasion at the request of the
Soviet Union to consider the situation arising from the
action taken by the Organization of American States
against one of its member States, the Dominican
Republic, on the complaint made by another member
State, Venezuela. We have the advantage of having
before us the Final Act, dated 20 August 1960, of the
Sixth Meeting of Consultation of Foreign Ministers
of the American States. We have also had the special
advantage. of hearing, at the last meeting, the repre­
sentative of Venezuela, who has been invited to
participate in these meetings. He has made aprecise,
concise and clear statement which has helped us a
great deal and we would like to thank him for his
collaboration.

3. In dealing with the case before us, the first
pertinent point to consider is the existence of such a
regional arrangement as is contemplated in Chapter
vm of the Charter. The Organization of American

3. Dans l'affaire dont nous sommes saisis, lepremier
point a retenir est!'existence d'uninstrument r~gional
tel que le pr~'Yoit le Chapitre VIII de la Charte. L'Or­
ganisation des Etats americains (OEA) est une insti-
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States is a regional agency which comes legitimately
within the provisions of the, Charter and is recognized
by its mqmbers themselves as conforming to the
provisions of the Charter. It has always followed the
procedure indicated in Article 54 and kept the Security
Council informed of action taken or contemplated by
the Organization for the maintenance of international
security and peace.
4. This Organization has, following past practice,
transmitted. on this occasion to the Security Council
for its information under Article 54 the Final Act
to which I referred a moment ago, and that Final Act
is now before us as a Council document [S/4476].
5. The Organization has been in existence for many
years and has exercised great influence in maintaining
unity of action and good neighbourly relations among
its 'members and also in maintaining international
peace and security.
6. The inter-American system as institutionally
manifested in the Organization of American States
was the earliest effort at a regional arrangement for
dealing with matters relating to the maintenance of
peace and ,security in any particular geographical area
of the world, as we were reminded yesterday by the
representative of the United states-and may I divert
a moment to congratulate the representative of the
United States on his appointment as permanent repre­
sentative of his country and also to say how pleased
we all are to see him back again in an arena in which
he is very familiar and haswortedsowell in the past.

7. We have always admired this commendable and
hitherto successful, constructive and collective essay
in the pacific settlement of regional di,sputes. That
the ,value of such regional arrangements as tested
by time has been appreciated is evidenced by the
inclusion in the Charter of the United Nations of
provision for such regional arrangements. We are all
familiar with the terms of Article 52, whichexpressly
recognizes the existence of such regional agencies,
proYided, of course, that their activities are consistent
with the Principles and Purposes ofthe United Nations
Charter.
8. We cannot but endorse, therefore, the propriety
and wisdom nf the procedure by which the complaint
of the GovernmEmt of Venezuela against the Government
of the Dominican Republic has been entertained, in­
quired into, investigated and adjudicated by the ap­
propriate organ of the Organization of American
States.
9. We know that by that Final Act the members of
the Organization of American States agreed to apply
two measures against the Government ofthe Dominican
Republic: one, to break off diplomatic relations, and
two, to interrupt partially economic relations with the
Dominican Republic. There can be little doubt that
these measures are but two of the several measures,
not involving the use of armed forces enumerated in
Article 41 of the Charter of the United Nations.

10. The two important points to be borne in mind, in
the view of my delegation, are: first, the measures are
measures not involving the use of armed force; and
second, the measures have been employed not by the
Security Council on its own initiative, butby a regional
agency as recognized by Article 52.

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11. Now, Article 53, which the First Deputy Foreign
Minister of the Soviet Union invoked yesterday in
introducing the Soviet draft resolution [SI4481/Rev.1] ,
makes provision for two eventualities: firstly, the
Security Council itself may utilize regional arrange­
ments for enforcement of any measures which it may
itself decide to employ under Article 4101' Article 42;
secondly, where such measures are in the first
instance decided on by a regional agency itself, no
enforcement action can be taken without the author­
ization of the Security Council.

12. In the circumstances of the present case, we need
not discuss the first of these eventualities. There is
no action proposed by the Security Council on its
own initiative. In our view, therefore, we have only the
second position to consider, and the second prOVision
to which I have referred does indeed leave room for
honest and sincere differences of interpretation.

13. There are valid arguments to support the view
that the enforcement action referred to in Article 53
applies to the measures enumerated in Article 41 as
well as in Article 42. On the other hand, there are
also important arguments which might be adduced
in support of the contention that the enforcement
action referred to in Article 53 is restricted to the
serious measures referred to in Article 42, namely,
measures involving the use of armed force. There is,
therefore, a great difficulty in the interpretation of
Article 53. This is a matter which we have to face
and concede. Much time could usefully be given to
the study and serious consideration of this Article
in the context of the Charter and the whole field of
United Nations jurisprudence. As the representative
of Argentina said so eloquently yesterday, this is a
matter which requires thought and objectivity. We are,
therefore, ourselves reluctant to be over hasty in
putting forward an interpretation which, if accepted,
will no doubt create a precedent; but, for the purposes
of our discussion here, it would not be possible to
leave the matter entirely alone.

14. It would appear to be necessary to say that, in
our opinion, Article 53 when it refers to enforcement
action, whether taken by the Security Council ~hrough
the utilization of the regional organization, or by the
regional agency with the authority of the Security
Councn, refers to both kinds of action contemplated
in Articles 41 and 42. There is no doubt that such an
interpretation is open to the objection-in so far as
Article 41 at any rate is concerned-that no enforce­
ment action is required in regard to some of the
measures that could be taken under Article 41. For
instance, it might be urged that the severance of
diplomatic relations does not require any enforcement
and, therefore, Article 53 must be construed as
referring only to cases where the employment of
force is necessary-that is, to cases coming under
Article 42.

15. Such an interpretation would appear to us to be
too restrictive and if we examine the Article more
carefully we might see that, even in the case just
cited-that is, the severance of diplomatic relations­
the enforcement action contemplated really means
the implementation by the Security Council under its
own authority, through the utilization of the regional
agency, or by the regional agency itself with the
authority of the Security Council. Thus, the reference

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forcement action could mean nothing more nor less
than the implementation of the action. It would thus
appear to be the case that if, by enforcement action,
we mean implementation, measures contemplated
under Articles 41 and 42 would fall within the scope of
Article 53; and any implementation of resolution I of
the Final Act should be either by the Security Council
through the utilization of the regional agency. or by
authorizing the regional agency to take enforcement
action.

16. If this interpretation were valid, the question
might be asked whether it would not seriously impair
the sovereign rights of individualStates. Eachmember
State of the regional organization enjoys sovereign
rights, among which would be the right to sever
diplomatic relations. Would it be necessary to obtain·
the authority of the Security Council to do so? If so,
would it not curtail its sovereign rights? Undoubtedly
it would, if the interpretation which I have placed on
Article 53 is cQrrect. There could be no doubt that
any member State of the regional organization, how­
ever, could, individually, have the fullest right in the
exercise of its sovereignty to sever diplomatic rela­
tions without authority from anyone else, solely onthe
strength of its own sovereignty, without the consent
even of the Security Council, because I draw a
distinction between the individual rights of each State
which is a member of the regional organization and
the rightlil of States as members of the organization.
I think that there is a real and important difference
in the rights and obligations which accrue and must be
considered in either case. So I ask, would a State's
sovereign right remain the same-the right, for
instance, to take measures to sever diplomatic
relations-if the State acted as a member ofa regional
group and brought itself under Chapter VIII of the
Charter, and more especially under Article 53? Inthat .
case the position might be different. The rights and
obligations of the individual State might become
merged in the rights and obligations of the regional
organization in relation to the Charter.

17: Thus, while in its individual capacity a State has
certain rights, some of these may be subordinated as
a result of obligations incurred by another· relation­
ship established between the organization and the
Charter. I do not, however, as I said earlier, wish to
pursue this matter further because it is of such
importance as to receive fuller consideration on
another occasion.

18. I have raised it, however, as it certainly appears
to be pertinent and indeed important in regard to the
matter that we have before us. But so far as a decision
on the issue before this Council is concerned, my
delegation will be strongly influenced in a matter of
this kind not only by the inherent difficulty of inter­
pretation, to which I have referred, but also by the
opinion and desires of the repf'esentatives of the
Latin American countries. I think we should recognize
this issue as one which is, though not exclusively, to
a very large extent within the competence of the
members of the regional group. The Security Council
in such cases usually utilizes the regional agency and
generally is influenced by the views expressed by the
regional agency. I therefore think that we should be
guided by their opinion and their advice.

19. The representatives ofArgentina, Ecuador andtheUnited States have suggested, in the draft resolution
which they submitted to the Council [S/4484], that
it would be sufficient, for the implementation of the
decision taken at the San Jose Meeting ofConsultation,
if the Security Council took note ofthe Final Act. What
is more important is that the representative of
Venezuela, a party directly concerned, in his able and
lucid statement, agreed with the view submittedbythe
representatives of Argentina, Ecuador and the United
States.
20. For these reasons, I hope that the Council willfind it possible to reach a unanimous decision, though'
I feel constrained to say that the Soviet draft reso­
lution which is also before us certainly adopts a
logical attitude and follows the interpretation of
Article 53 of the Charter along the lines which appear
to us to be a not unreasonable interpretation to be
placed on Article 53. But for the reasons I have given,
I would submit that it would be preferable on this
occasion to accept the viewpoint of those countries
which are immediately concerned.
21. There is further reason why we should on this
occasion consider the three-Power draft resolution
as acceptable. I would invite the attention of all
members of this Council to the operative paragraph
of this draft. resolution. We are asked totake note not
only of the report of the Organization of American
States, but especially of resolution I, a resolution
which it is stated has been approved at the aforesaid
meeting, whereby agreement was reached on the
application of measures regarding the Dominican
Republic.

22. My point is that, in reality, I find very little
difference, except in wording, between the draft
resolution submitted by the Soviet Union and the
draft resolution submitted by Argentina, Ecuador and
the United States of America, because. the meaning
one attaches to the three-Power draft resolution is
that we are asked to take note of the resolution which
had been adopted at the Sixth Meeting of Consultation
of Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the American
Republics. If we take note of the acceptance of a
resolution and take note of it in the very terms of that
resolution, it implies that we are not opposed to it.
It is not difficult to argue that if one is not opposed
to a thing, one more or less concurs in that position.

23. I place this interpretation on it and I mention it
in the hope that it may be possible for all of us to
unanimously accept this draft resolution. Even if I am
going to be guilty of repetition, I want to say again
that if we as a Council take note of resolution I of the
Organization of American States, andwedonotdissent
from the -news expressed therein, then this Council,
in taking note of it, must be expected to have no
objection to it. It must be expected to concur in the
terms of that of which we take note.

24. Undoubtedly, it is not as clear and precise as
the wording contained in the Soviet draft resolution:
IIApproves the said resolution." The difficulty here is
that the adoption of the word "Approves" brings into
operation the difficulties of interpretation which have
been referred to and which our Latin American friends
would like to be more fully considered. I think that is
a point of view which we might consider favourably.

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If we take note of that action of the Organization of
American States, there may be technical difficulties
-I can see legaldifficulties inthe implementation-but
if the Latin American States immediately concerned

are satisfied that suitable action can be taken, as
perhaps has been taken in the past, without Security
Council intervention, then we should leave it to the
Latin American States to take such action. If they are

satisfied that that action will be a full implementation
of the purposes and the spirit of the conference that

was held at San Jose, then I think we could safely
leave it at that and leave it to the Latin American

countries concerned to get implementation of their
resolution in the best way that they think is possible.

25. Mr. LEWANDOWSKI (Poland): Neverbefore inthe
history of mankind has the struggle between progress

and reaction been so intensive, so widespread and so
promising as to its outcome. Never before has the
desire for peace been so great and the feeling against

all those who threaten the maintenance of peace so
strong. In the past years no continent has been spared
that struggle. Its momentum has increased also in

Latin America.

26. At today's meeting we are dealing with one
phenomenon of that struggle that concerns one of the
oldest regimes of dictatorship in Latin America, one
that was established thirty years agoby Trujillo in the

Dominican Republic. I do not propose to go into a
description of the terroristic and oppressive character
of that dictatorship. It is not the subject of our debate
at present, and, furthermore, the facts are too well

lmown to all of us. It is rather the international role
played by the regime of Trujillothat is our immediate

concern today. For almost thirty years of its existence
it has served as part of an integrated system of
dictatorships in Latin America. Ruthless towards their
own people, the dictators were always readyto use the
power at their disposal against the peace and security
of other countries of the area and to influence in the
most reactionary direction international relations
among all countries of the world.

27. Recent years have brought the progressive disin­
tegration of the system through internalpressures and
the struggle of the people, resulting in the abolition of
dictators and dictatorships in a number of Latin

American countries. But the remaining link of the
system-the Trujillo regime-became even more ac­

tive in its aggressive and subversive policies. It gave

haven to all deposed tyrants and their henchmen who
escaped justice from their own people. It accelerated

its actions against the countries of Latin America. It
perpetrated the reinstatement of the deposed dictators.

28. The State of Venezuela became one of the main
targets of these actions of the Dominicandictatorship.
The plot was organizedto overthrowthe Government of
Venezuela and to force upon its people the return of the

infamOUS regime of Perez Jimenez. The plot culmi­
nated in the attempt on the life of the President of
Venezuela, Mr. Betancourt. We were relieved and

happy to learn that the assassins failed inthis attempt
-for we have great and genuine feelings of friendship
towards the country of Venezuela and its people.

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29. The brutality of the attempt aIia its criminal
character aroused justified feelings of indignation and
contempt for the Trujillo regime among the Latin
American countries as well as inthe whole world. The
evidence presented by the Government of Venezuela
was irrefutable and, as a result of that Government's
complaint, the Organization of American States con­
vened in San Jose the Sixth Meeting of Consultation of
Ministers of Foreign Affairs. On 20 August 1960, the
memcers of the Organization of American States
approved resolution I, the text of which is contained
in the Final Act of t1lJ:l.t Meeting. The resolution con­
demned the acts of aggression and intervention,
endangering international peace and security, which
had been committed by the Goyernment of the Domin­
ican Republic against the State of Venezuela; ,it also
provided for the application ofsuch enforcement action
as the breaking of diplomatic relations with the
Dominican Republic by all member States and the
partial interruption of economic relations with the
Dominican Republic.
30. The aggressive policies of the Trujillo regime
are dangerous to the countries immediately concerned.
At the same time, they constitute a threat to inter­
national peace and security in general, for the
preservation of which the Security Council is directly
responsible. And, although a regional organizationhas
the right to deal with matters relating to the main­
tenance of peace and security in the area covered by
the regional arrangement, nevertheless the Charter of
the United Nations gives the ultimate responsibility
and rights in this respect to the Security Council. The '
question of the relationship between regional arrange­
ments and the Security Council in such matters is
covered in Chapter VIII ofthe Charter, andparticularly
in Article 53.
31. On the basis ofthat Article, the Government of the
Soviet Union requested a meeting of the Security
Council in order to consider the question concerning
the Dominican Republic and to endorse the decision
of the Organization of American States in that it is
designed to remove the threat to peace and security
created by the actions of the Dominican authorities.
And this is exactlywhat the Soviet resolution, presented'
at the beginning of our de';,ate by the First Deputy
Foreign Minister of the Soviet Union, Mr. Kuznetsov,
proposes. The Security Council should approve it, since
such action would not only conformwith the provisions
of Article 53 of the Charter but would also strengthen
with the authority of the United Nations the position
taken by the Organization ofAmericanStates in respect
to the Trujillo regime. '

32. The discussion in the Council has already shown
that there is no disagreement among the members of
the Council in their appraisal of the Dominican
dictatorship's aggressive actions, which endanger
international peace. Some delegations, however, have
expressed doubts as to the applicability of Article 53
of the Charter to the enforcement action approved by
the Organisation of American States against the
Dominican Republic. At the same time, no one has
questioned the ultimate responsibility of the Security
Council in these matters. The arguments of some
delegations, however, have sought to prove that the
application of Article 53 to the resolution of 20 August
adopted by the Organization of American States is not

33. We have also heard some views to the effect that
the measures approved by the Organization ofAmeri­
can States do not comewithin the scope of enforcement
actions as defined in Article 53 of the Charter. We
cannot subscribe to the opinion that the "enforcement
action" mentioned in the Charter refers onlyto the use
of military force. The right to use armed forces in
action with respect to a threat to the peace is given
solely to the Security Council, according to the provi­
sions of Chapter VII of the Charter. Nothing in the
whole of the Charter gives this right to any kind of
regional arrangement or organization. Therefore, if
the case of the use of force has to be excluded from
the scope of Article 53, the question arises: what kind
of actions or sanctions couldthe authors ofthe Charter
have had in mind when drafting Article 53? Clearly,
they meant all sanctions short of military action.

34. Sanctions or enforcement measures of an econ­
omic or political character can be initiated by the
Security Council itself, as provided for in Article 41
of the Charter, or by regional arrangements, as pro­
vided for in Article 52. In the latter case, these
sanctions-or, as they are called in the Charter,
enforcement actions-have to have the approval of the
Security Council.

35. This is the position that my delegation holds in
this matter, and I hope that these few remarks will
clarify our attitude toward the draft resolutions that
are before us.
36. Mr. SLIM (Tunisia) (translatedfrom French): The
Security Council is today continuing its discussion of
the decision taken on 20 August 1960 by the Organi­
zation of American States on the acts of aggression
committed by the Dominican Republic against the
Republic of Venezuela. Yesterday we heard the
representative of the Republic of Venezuela, and we
are grateful to him for the information he was able
to give us onthe matter. Tunisia has always condemned
acts of aggression from any quarter against any State,
and we therefore have no difficulty in assuring the
Government of the Republic of. Venezuela of our
fullest sympathy in connexion with the aggressive or
at least unfriendly acts against it which were the
subject of its complaint to the Organization of American
States and which that Organization, by its decision,
confirmed had taken place.

37. In the view of my delegation. the decision taken
by the Organization of American States and incor­
porated in resolution I is a valid one and conforms
with the principles of the Charter. We note that the
Dominican Republic made no attempt to contest it
before the Security Council. And no other member of
the Organization of American States has put forward

any objection to the decision. It therefore seems to us
that the decision of the Organization of American
States involves non-military measures taken against
one member of that Organization by its remaining
members. The case would have been different had it
been a question of measures taken against a state not
a member of that regional organization. We there­
fore believe that, as the representative of Venezuela
has well said, the implementation of the decision in
question does not req:uire authorizationbytheSecurity
Council.

38. For that reason my delegation regards the joint
draft resolution submitted by the representatives of
Argentina, Ecuador and the United States of America
as entirely appropriate to the circumstances, andwill
vote in favour of it.

39. The PRESIDENT: With the permission of the
members of the Council, I should like to make a short
statement in my capacity as representative ofITALY.

40. First of all, I would like to offer some comments
on the req:uest contained in the Soviet communication
of 5 September 1960 [S/4477], which originated the
present debate. Although we cannot question the right
of any Member State to raise any problem within the
framework of the Charter, the special problem now
under consideration appears to us as essentially
affecting the regional Organization ofAmericanStates .
Moreover, the Soviet contention implies, in our eyes,
some form of doubt as to whether the Organization
of American States had fully complied with some
provisions of our Charter.

41. Various speakers have expressed and indeed
reiterated words of praise for the effectiveness of the
Organization of American States. I should like to
associate my delegation with the tributes which have
been made to the magnificent record of this Organi­
zation, the first regional body to be established,
which, through the years, has indeed made an out­
standing contribution to the cause of peace and well­
being in the international community.

42. In this context I should like to recall here what
I had occasion to state before the Security Council on
18 July this year:

"It had been a long tradition among American
States to deal with situations and differences arising
between them by seeking solutions through peaceful
means, in conformity with the accepted principles
of international law and with the utmost respect for
each other's sovereign prerogatives, within the
sphere of the American States themselves. This,
indeed, has been the reason for the birth and the
activity of the Organization of American States."
[875th meeting, para. 3.]

43. Through the decisions taken during the Sixth
Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign
Affairs, which tookplace inSanJose during last month,
the Organization of American States has dealt with
care and attention with a delicate regional situation,
and has done so not only in conformity with its own
charter but also in conformity with the principles of
the Charter of the United Nations. I fully share the
views expressed by the representative of Argentina
to the effect that regional organizations established
in conformity with the principles of the Charter should

40. Tout d'abord, je voudrais presenter q:uelq:ues
observations sur la demande formulee dans la com­
munication sovietiq:ue du 5 septembre 1960 [S/4477]
qui a donne lieu au present debate Nous ne pouvons
certes contester le droit q:u'a tout Etat Membre de
soulever tout probl~me q:ui se pose dans le cadre de
la Charte, mals la q:uestion dont nous sommes actuel­
lement saisis me parait concerner essentiellement
I'organisation regionale des Etats americains. De plus,
I'affirmation sovietiq:ue impliq:ue, amon avis, q:ue nous
doutons q:ue l'Organisation des Etats americains ait
pleinement respecte certaines des dispositions de la
Charte des Nations Unies.

41. Un certain nombre d'orateurs ont loue l'OEA, a
plusieurs reprises m~me, pour son efficacite. Je
tiens a associer ma delegation a celles q:ui ont rendu
hommage a l'reuvre magnifiq:ue de cette organisation,
qui a ete le premier organisme regional et qui, depuis
sa creation, a apporte une contribution veritablement
remarquable a la cause de la paix et au bien-~tre

de la communaute internationale.

42. A ce propos, je voudrais rappeler ici ce q:ue j'al
eu l'occasion de dire devant le Conseil de securite
le 18 juillet de cette annee:

"Il est de longue tradition parmi les Etats ameri­
cains de traiter les situations et les differends q:ui
les divisent en recherchant des solutions pacifiques
conformement aux principes etablis du droit inter­
national et dans le respect absolu des prerogatives
souveraines respectives, dans la sph~re des pays
americains eux-m~mes. Telle a ete, en fait, la
raison de la creation et de l'activite de l'Organisa­
tion des Etats americains." [875~meseance,par.3.]

43. Les decisions prises a la sixi~me Reunion de
consultation des ministres des affaires etrang~res,

qui s'est tenue a San Jose le mois dernier, montrent
que l'OEA a traite avec beaucoup de soin et d'atten­
tion une situation regionale delicate et l'a fait en se
conformant nOD seulement a sa propre charte mals
aussi aux principes de la Charte des Nations Unies.
Je partage enti~rement l'opinion exprimee par le
representant de l'Argentine selon laquelle les organi­
sations regionales constituees conformement aux
principes de la Charte devraient avoir q:ualite pour



have sufficient authority with reference to problems
which do not transcend the regional scope, especially
when the measures adopted do not entail the use of
armed forces.

44. The very text of resolution I of the Organization
of American states of 20 August 1960 concerning the
measures adopted against the Dominican Republic
indicates that the Organization itself has deemed it
proper to keep the Security Council fully informed of
the measures agreed upon inthe resolution in question.
And this procedure appears to be not only in full
conformity with Article 54 of the Charter, but also,
in the case under consideration, to be very proper
and adequate in order to achieve a highly welcome
and indeed necessary co-ordination between the two
organizational levels, the regional level and the
universal level.

45. We do not think that this is the proper occasion
to enter into a discussion relatedto matter:.> of general
principle and interpretation of specific provisions of
the Charter, especially Article 53. Of course, the
idea of ignoring this important problem could not be
further removed from our minds; but we feel that
such a discussion should have a wider scope than the
present one and should take into considerationvarious
other important elements.

46. The representative of Ecuador has indeed very
pointedly enumerated some important questions which
could be raised with regard to the scope of the first
paragraph of Article 53, to which no satisfactory
reply can be fopnd in the practice ofthe Council, in the
Charter itself or in the San Francisco records.

47. In the specific case under consideration, we have
many doubts as to the applicability of Article 53 of
the Charter because of the very nature of the measures
adopted by the Organization of American States. We
are very much inclined to consider the sphere of
applicability of Article 53 limited to those measures
which could not be legitimately adopted by any State
except on the basis of a Security Council resolution.

48. The Italian delegation is convinced that, in the
circumstances, the most appropriate course for this
Council to follow is the one indicated in the draft
resolution sponsored by Argentina, Ecuador and the
United States, the three members of our Council
which are at the same time members of the Organi­
zation of American States. My delegation is prepared
to support this draft resolution wholeheartedly.

49. Mr. KUZNETSOV (Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics) (translated from Russian): The delegation
of the Soviet Union deems it necessary to comment on
certain observations made here concerning approval
by the Security Council, in conformity with Article 53
of the United Nations Charter, of the decision taken
by the Organization of American States in respect of
the Dominican Republic.

50. It is common knowledge that Trujillo's anti­
popular regime has committed acts of aggression
against Venezuela, thereby jeopardizing peace and
security not merely in South America but throughout
the world. Such actions must undoubtedly be con­
demned, and appropriate steps to halt aggression and
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s'occuper des probl~mes qui ne sortent pas du cadre
regional, notamment lorsque les mesures adoptees
n'impliquent pas le recours! la force armee.

46. Le representant de 1'Equateur a enumere fort
pertinemment certaines des questions importantes
que 1'on pourrait poser en ce qui coneerne la portee
du premier paragraphe de 1'Article 53, questions
auxquelles on ne peut trouver de reponse satisfai­
sante ni dans la pratique du Conseil, nidans la Charte
elle-m~me,ni dans les deliberations de San Francisco.

47. Dans le cas present, nous eprouvons bien des
doutes quant a 1'applicabilite de l'Artk:le 53 de la
Charte, en raison de la nature m~me des mesures
adoptees par 1'Organisation des Etats americains.

49. M. KOUZNETSOV (Union des Republiques socia­
listes sovietiques) [traduit du russe]: La delegation
de l'Union sovietique juge necessaire de relever
certaines observations qui ont ete faites au stijet de la
proposition tendant ! ce que le Conseil de securite
approuve, conformement ! 1'Article 53 de la Charte
des Nations Unies, la decision que l'Organisation des
Etats americains a prise a l'egard de la Republique
Dominicaine.

50. Chacun sait que le regime antipopulaire de
Trujillo a commis des actes agresslfs contre le
Venezuela, mettant ..m.nsi en danger la paix et la
securite non seulement en Amerique latine mais dans
le monde entier. Bien entendu, de tels aetes doivent
etre condamnes et les mesures appropriees doivent
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54. The representatives of some countries, in their
statements before the Council, have argued that the
measures taken bythe Organization ofAmericanStates
against the Trujillo regime are not in the nature of
enforcement action and consequently do not come within
the scope of Article 53 of the Charter. Such arguments
are completely untenable. In fact, what measures
against the DominicanRepublic were actually approved
at the Meeting of the OrganizationofAmericanStates?

51. Many members of the Security Council who took
the floor yesterday and today have spokento that effect.
At the same time, it cannot be denied that decisions by
regional organizations relating to the maintenance of
peace and security, and a fortiori decisions to take
enforcement action, should be carried into effect in
strict conformity withthe UnitedNations Charter. As is
known, the Charter confers on the Security Council
primary responsibility for the maintenance of inter­
national peace and security; this is the starting-point
for all the provisions in the Charter which determine
the Security Council's functions and powers.

52. Article 53 of the Charter, which is relevant to the
issue under consideration, provides that the Security
Council can utilize regional arrangements or agencies
for enforcement action aimed at removing a threat
to peace and security.

53. As for the substance ofArticle 53, attention should
be drawn to the following fundamental provision in it:
" • •• no enforcement action shall be taken under
regional arrangements or by regional agencies without
the authorization of the Security Council •••" Itfollows
that all decisions by regional organizations to take
enforcement action against any member of such an
organization-in the present instance, the decision of
the Organization of American States in respect of the
Dominican Republic-require approval by the Security
Council.

56. As is known, the measures provided for in
Article 41 of the Charter are, oftheir nature, enforce­
ment measures because they are employed by the
Security Council for the very purpose of forcing an
aggressor to cease acts of aggression against another
State and of preventing the recurrence of aggression.
How, in the light of this, can one assert that the

55. Resolution I of 20 August provides for the breaking
of diplomatic relations, and for a partial interruption
of economic relations, with the Dominican Republic
by. all States Members of the Organization ofAmerican
States. It should be pointed out that enforcement

. measures of this very nature, such as the interruption
of economic relations, the severance of diplomatic
relations, etc., are specified in Article 41 of the
United Nations Charter among measures not involving
the use of armed force which can be employed by the
Security Council in the event ofany threat to the peace,
breach of the peace or act of aggression.

52. L'Article 53 de la Charte, dont rel~velaquestion
examinee, dispose que le Conseil de securite utilise
les accords ou organismes regionaux pour l'applica­
tion de mesures coercitives visant h ecarter une me­
nace a la paix et a la securite.

53. En ce qui concerne le fond de l'Article 53, il y
a lieu d'appeler l'attention sur l'une des dispositions
fondamentales de cet article: "••• aucune action coer­
citive ne sera entreprise envertud'accordsregionaux
ou par des organismes regionaux sans I'autorisation
du Conseil de securite". n s'ensuit que toute decision
d'organismes regionaux touchant l'application de me­
sures coercitives contre un pays membre quelconque
de ces organismes - en l'occurrence la decision de
l'OEA a l'egard de la Republique Dominicaine - doit
etre soumise a l'approbation du Conseil de securite.

54. Les representants de certains pays qui sont

avec ce pays. n y a lieu de relever que ce sont preci­
sement des mesures coercitives de cet ordre, notam­
ment 1'interruption partielle des relations acono­
miques et la rupture des relations diplomatiques, que
prevoit l'Article 41 de la Charte des Nations Unies en
tant que mesures n'impliquant pas l'emploidelaforce
armee, auxquelles le Conseildesecuritepeutrecourir
en cas de menace contre la paix, de rupture de la paix
et d'acte d'agression.

56. On sait que les mesures mentionnees a l'Article
41 de la Charte ont un caract~recoercitif, car le Con­
seil de securite les applique precisement pour con­
traindre l'agresseur a cesser les actes d'agression
commis contre un autre Etat et pour emp@cher que
l'agression ne se reproduise. Cela etant, comment
pent-on affirmer que la rupture des relations diplo-

61. M. Ignacio Arcaya. ministre des relations exte­
rieures du Venezuela, a declare:

wOn appliquera tout d'abord le Traite signe A. Rio
de Janeiro. n est A. noter que les Etats-Unis ont

60. Les ministres de plusieurs Etats membres de
1'OEA se sont prononces tr~s nettement, ~ la reunion
de San Jose, sur le caract~recoercitifde ces mesures,
de ces sanctions.

57. A ce sujet. on peut citer 1'opinion de nombreux
specialistes hien connus du droit international. En
voici une. Dans son ouvrage intitule The Law of the
United NationsY, le professeur KelselD ecrit ce qui
suit au sujet des mesures que peut prendre le Conseil
de securite conformement au Chapitre VII de la Charte:

"Ces mesures sont de deux ordres: celles qui
n'impliquent pas et celles qui impliquent l'emploi
de la force armee. Les unes et les autres sont des

Et M. Kelsen poursuit:

58. Je passe maintenant au paragraphe 2 du dispo­
sitif de la resolution I que 1'Organisation des Etats
americains a adoptee le 20 ao11t. n y est dit que la
Reunion des ministres des relations exterieures auto­
rise le Conseil de 1'Organisation des Etats americains
A. "laisser sans effets les mesures adoptees dans la
presente resolution A. 1'egard du G.ouvernement de la
Republique Dominicaine lorsque celui-ci ne consti­
tuera plus une menace pour la paix et la securite du
continent" [S/4476].

59. Que signifie ce paragraphe? n est facile de
comprendre que l'objet des mesures prises est de
contraindre le Gouvernement de la Republique Domi­
nicaine ~ renoncer awe actes qui constituent une me­
nace A. la paix et A. la securite. Sinon on ne compren­
drait pas pourquoi les mesures adoptees ne pourraient
~tre laissees sans effets que lorsque le Conseil de
1'OEA aura reconnu que la Republique Dominicaine ne
constitue plus une menace pour la paix et la securite.
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58. Let us take, further, point 2 of the operative part
of the Organization of American States' resolution
dated 20 August, which says that the Meeting of
Ministers authorizes the Council of the Organization
of American States "to discontinue ..• the measures
adopted in this resolution, at suchtime as the Govern­
ment of the Dominican Republic should cease to
constitute a. ~ger to the peace and security of the
hemisphere" [S/4476].

Kelsen then goes on to point out that:

·This purpose is defined in Article 41 as follows:
'to giye effect to its [the Security Council's] deci­
sions'; that means to enforce the decision upon a
recalcitr~t State. Hence these measures, too, may
be considered to be 'enforcement measures' or
'enforcement actions' referredto inTarious Articles
of the Charter."

breaking of diplomatic relations and the interruption
of economic relations do not constitute enforcement
action?

57. In this connexion. one may turn to the opinion of
many eminent specialists in international law• I shall
quote one of them-Professor Kelsen. who, discussing
the measures which the Security Council may employ
under Chapter VII of the United Nations Charter.
writes, in his book The Law of the United Nations:!!

"There are two kinds of suchmeasures: measures
not involving the use of armed force, and measures
inYolving the use of armed force. Both are 'enforce­
ment measures' or 'enforcement actions' as they
are sometimes called inthe Charter ••• although only
the measures determined in Articles 42 to 47 involye
the use of 'armed' force. The measures determined
in Article 41 are especially: 'complete or partial
interruption of economic relations and of rail, sea.
air. postal. telegraphic. radio and other means of
communication, and the seyerance of diplomatic
relations'•"

59. What does this point mean? It is not hard to
understand that its meaning is precisely this: that the
purpose of the measures taken is to force the Govern­
ment of the Dominican Republic to desist from actions
which constitute a danger to peace and security. If that
were not so, it would be incomprehensible why those
measures should be discontinued onlywhenthe Council
of the Organization of AmericanStates had determined
that the Dominican Republic no longer constituted a
danger to peace and security.

60. The "enforcing" nature of these measures, these
sanctions, was the subject ofperfectly clear statements
made by a number of Ministers of States members of
the Organization of American States at the San J os~
Meeting.

61. Mr. Ignacio Arcaya, Venezuelan Minister for
External Relations. stated:

"For the first time, the Treaty signed at Rio de
Janeiro will be applied. We should note that it was
worked out by the United States for the purpose of

interference in Latin America's affairs. But this
time LatinAmerica demands that itbe applied against
a dictatorship in the western hemisphere."

62. Again, Mr. Horlicio Lafer, Brazilian Minister
of State for External Relations, said, after the voting
of the resolution:

"It is no pleasant task for us to apply sanctions
against a Latin American country. I hope that the
Dominican Republic will soon return to the path of
democracy and that it will be possible to dispense
with sanctions." .

63. I shall quote one more statement-that of Mr.
Manuel Tello, Mexican Minister for External Rela­
tions, who., after the vote, said:

IIMexico will regard the application of all the
sanctions proYided for in the article of the Inter­
American Treaty of Reciprocal Assistance, ex­
cluding of course armed intervention, as in the
highest degree fulfilling the expectations of all the
Latin American countries."

64. Tb<ere is also no room for doubt that the Inter­
American Treaty of Reciprocal Assistance itself
provides for the said sanctions, as can be seen by
reference to articles 6 and 8. Article 6 of thiS-Treaty
reads:

"If the inviolability or the integrity of the terri­
tory or the sovereignty or political independence of
any American State should be affected byan aggres­
sion which is not an armed attack or by an extra­
continental or intra-continental conflict, or by
any other fact or situation that might endanger the
peace of America, the Organ of Consultaticn shall
meet immediately in order to agree onthe measures
which must be taken in case of aggression to assist
the victim of the aggression or, in any case, the
measures which should be taken for the common
defence and for the maintenance of the peace and
security of the Continent." Y

65. Mr. Antonio Gomez, a member of the Mexican
Foreign Service, in a work published in 1960 on the
Treaty of Rio, says that it was deemed useful to
incorporate in that Treaty a provision concerning the
sanctions applicable to an aggressor in any oi the
cases enumerated in article 6 of: the Treaty, to which
end article 8 states that "the measures on which the
Organ of Consultation may agree will comprise one
or more of the following"; there follows an enumera­
tion precisely of those measures which I have quoted
fr.om Article 41 of the United Nations Charter.

66. Thus, nobody should have any doubt that, in the
light of the nature of the actions provided for in the
resolution adopted on 20 August at the Meeting of
Ministers of Foreign Affairs of members of the
Organization of American States, what is involved
is the application of enforcement measures in regard
to the Dominican Republic. Accordingly there is no
reason why approval by the Security Council of the
decision of the Organization of American States
regarding the Dominican Republic should be resisted
on the pretext that the measures adopted against it are
not enforcement measures and are consequently
outside the scope of Article 53 of the United Nations
Charter.

66. Ainsi, personne ne. peut douter que, par leur na­
ture, les mesures prevues dans la resolution adoptee
le 20 aollt ~ la Reunion des ministres des relations
ext~rieures des Etats membres de 1'OEA soient en
realite des mesures coercitives prises ~ l'egard de
la Republique Dominicaine. C'est pourquoi il n'y a
aucune raison de s'opposer ~ ce que le Conseil de

69. Il est evident que ces mesures, lorsqu'elles sont
adoptees en vertu de decisions collectives prises par
des Etats, acqui~rent le caract~re de sanctions. Il en
est de meme des mesures telles que 1'interruption
compl~te ou partielle des relations economiques, des
moyens de communications, etc. Dans ce cas aussi,
tout Etat - et notamment tout Etat membre de tel ou
tel organisme regional- encore qu'il agisse indivi­
duellement, participe en fait a l'application de sanc-
tions.

69. Undoubtedly, such measures, when applied pur­
suant to collective decisions by States, assume the
character of sanctions. The same is true ofmeasures
such as the complete or partial interruption of
economic relations, communications, and so forth.
In this case, too, each State-including any member
of a regional organization-even though it is acting
individually, is in fact participating in the application
of sanctions.

70. The United States representative further asserted
that only Article 54 of the Charter, which provides
that the Security Council shall be kept informed of
activities undertaken or in contemplation under re­
gional arrangements or by regional agencies, applied
in the present case. Those who argue alongthese lines
obviously wish to assign to the Security Council the
role of a passive observer in matters relating to the
maintenance of international peace and security. But
to treat the Security Council in that way would be
clearly contrary to the United Nations Charter, which
confers on the Council primary responsibility for the
maintenance of international peace and security. All
the members must assist the Council in every way
in its fulfilment of th:'s noble task, withwhich the vital
interests of all the peoples are bound up.

71. In the statement which he made yesterday, the
United States representative-obviously in order to
distract the Council's attention from the essence of
the matter under consideration-made so bold as
to attack the Soviet Union and the People's Republic
of China by making the banal and outworn assertion
to the effect that these Powers are supposedly
interfering in the affairs of the American republics.
If we are to speak of foreign interf~rencein the affairs
of the Latin American States, we must name precisely
the United States as a Power which has been and still
is flagrantly interfering in the affairs of those States
and is threatening intervention in the countries which
do not wish to subject themselves to the orders of
United States monopolies. In order to gain a freer
hand with the Latin American countries,' the United
States strives in every way to isolate this area from
the remainder of the world, by proclaiming it to be
its own preserve and, in particular, by hoisting aloft
the Monroe Doctrine which has long since had its day.
But no threats or interference can stop the people's
struggle for their independence, or suppress their
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desire to live freely ~thout foreign pressure. The
movement against the United States monopolies which
are pillaging the natural resources and mercilessly
fleecing the peoples of these countries is, in Latin
America, gathering momentum daily. The :;:outing
circles of the United States will be unable-whatever
means they employ, including slander of the Soviet
Union-to halt this natural and inevitable historical
process, this advance towards freedom and progress.

72. I should like to inform the United States repre­
sentative that it is impossible to conceal from the
peoples of other countries the truth that the Soviet
Union is a consistent and persistent champion of the
maintenance and strengthening of peace, and that it
selflessly supports the just struggle of peoples for
their liberation from the imperialist yoke, whatever
the scene of such a struggle may be, because this
corresponds to the vital interests of the peoples of
all countries.

73. It follows from all this that the Security Council
has every reason for adopting a decision that would
express its opinion on the measures which the
Meeting of Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the Amer­
ican States has approved in regard to the Dominican
Republic. The members of the Security Council
understand this perfectly well, and it is therefore no
accident that some of them have stated frankly that
they are simply not prepared to and cannot, at this
juncture, take a more resolute stand in support of the
Charter. I think that everybody understands the
motives which compel them to act in this particular
way.

74. Approval, by the Security Council, of the Organi­
zation of American States' resolution of 20 August
1960, as prescribed in Article 53 of the Charter, not
only will give legal force to the resolution but will
render it more effective, since the whole of the
United Nations will then be supporting the decision of
the Organization of the Latin American States aimed
at safeguarding international peace and security.

75. Certain members of the Security Council who
object to having the Council approve, as proposed by
the Soviet delegation, the resolution on the Dominican
question are obviously inspired, not by concern to
invest that resolution with legal force and greater
effectiveness, but by other motives whichhavenothing
in common with the maintenance of world peace. What
other explanation can there be of their opposition to
the reinforcement of that resolution by the decision
of so authoritati.v€ ""\ body as the Security Council,
which is acting in t;.;.c; name of all the States Members
of the United Nations?

76. In the Soviet delegation's view it is altogether
inadmissible- that the Charter of the United Nations
should be violated and the Security Council by-passed
on an issue involving the employment of enforcement
action for the maintenance of peace. The Security
Council, in conformity with Article 53 of the Charter,
has the duty of approving the decision of the Organi­
zation of American States to apply enforcement
measures against the Dominican Republic, and of
adopting the appropriate decision. The draft resolution
submitted by the Soviet delegation conforms with that
purpose.

77. The PRESIDENT: As we have approached 1 o'clock
and as one member has indicated his desire to speak

73. De tout ce que j'ai dit il ressort que le Conseil
de securite est entierement fonde a adopter une deci­
sion motivee sur les mesures prevues a l'egard de
la Republique Dominicaine et approuvees ~ laReunion
des ministres des relations exterieures des Etats
americains. Les membres du Conseil de securite le
comprennent parfaitement, etce n'est donc pas par
hasard que certains d'entre eux declarent ouvertement
qu'ils ne sont pas pr~ts et ne peuvent, a l'heure ac­
tuelle, adopter une attitude plus ferme pour appuyer
la Charte.
