Recalling that, in 1990, 1991 and 1992, the General Confegearf the Agency

Noting the two preparatory meetings for the third Confere of States Parties
and Signatories to Treaties that Establish NucWeepon-Free Zones and
Mongolia, held in Vienna on 27 April 2012 and inr&¥a on 26 April 2013,

Welcoming the international seminar on the theme “The exgrare of the
nuclear-weapon-free zone in Latin America and thailibean and the perspective
towards 2015 and beyond”, held on the occasiorhefforty-fifth anniversary of the
Treaty of Tlatelolco, in Mexico City on 14 and 1&Btuary 2012,
