Response to the midterm report of the Panel of Experts on Mali of the UN
Security Council

Dear Dr Barume,

The CMA welcomes the mission of the Panel of Experts, established by resolution 2374
(2017) and extended by resolution 2484 (2019). We continue to support the Panel’s
mandate to “name those responsible for or complicit in activities or policies that pose a
threat to peace, security or stability in Mali or those having taken part in such activities or
policies directly or indirectly”. And we are committed to engaging constructively with the
Panel, the UN Security Council and its Committees to ensure a full and swift
implementation of the Agreement on Peace and Reconciliation in Mali.

It is regrettable therefore that the Panel’s latest midterm report (28 Feb 2020) once again
presents significant inconsistencies, misunderstanding and inaccuracies. We are seriously
concerned that such a report could be used to inform the decisions of the Security Council.
We have a number of concerns:

(1) Methodology

The CMA was not consulted on the incidents that we list below. We were given no
opportunity to respond to accusations or verify facts. If such an approach were taken in a
legal trial, it would be a scandal. And yet the Security Council is expected to make
decisions about international peace and security on the basis of accusations of parties that
have had no opportunity to respond. In future, it must be the case that all parties are
consulted by the Panel and given an opportunity to respond to specific accusations;
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(ii) Lack of focus on decentralisation and development

The Panel’s mandate clearly states that it shall provide information on actions taken that
“obstruct, or obstruct by prolonged delay, or that threaten the implementation of the
Agreement”, and to assist with information that helps Identify individuals responsible for
obstruction. Development and decentralisation are critical components of the Peace
Agreement. There have been significant delays in implementation, which represent a
major obstacle to the implementaticn of the Agreement. Yet the Panel of Experts report
fails to adequately reflect this or the Government's failure to transfer the resources and
financial assets for the functioning of the Interim Authorities. And it fails to reflect the
deadlock around the constitutional reform process and measures to make the North
Development Zone fully operational. These are clear obstructions to the implementation of
the Agreement. If the only tangible outcome that the people of the Azawad see from this
Agreement is redeployment of the reconstituted army, without parallel progress on
development and inclusion in the democratic process, the credibility and legitimacy of the
whole Peace Agreement will be at risk.

Furthermore, it is worth reiterating that an inclusive democratic process s yet to be
achieved in Mali. Indeed, despite the clear provisions of the Peace Agreement that
stipulate that there should be an increase in representation of the people of the Azawad in
the Malfan institutions, the recent parliamentary elections have failed to do so. The
Azawad regions of Taoudenni and Ménaka were not included in the election with the
consequence that - once again - the people of the Azawad are under-represented. Despite
this, in April the CMA decided to collaborate with the Government of Mali to ensure a
smooth holding of parliamentary elections for the overall benefit of peace and security in
Mali - another example of our constructive approach to peace.

iii) False accusal errors

The report accuses the CMA of “conducting a territorial expansion strategy at the expense
of other armed groups in breach of ARTY of ceasefire agreement”. The Panel cites as
evidence a report and imply strongly in their wording that the CMA is responsible for the
killing of the chief military staff of the MSA-D, Sahidima Ag Mahgani, in the Ménaka region.
But the CMA was not responsible. No evidence has been found to prove CMA’s
responsibility. And - as the Panel finally acknowledges after several paragraphs - the
members of the joint observation and verification team established to look into the
incident did not establish CMA culpability. Moreover, the Panel of Experts has not taken
into account the report produced by the CMA on this specific issue.

The Panel also cites as evidence a mission led by the mayor of Talataye, Mohamed Assaleh
Ishak (alias Salah Ag Ahmed) to kill four MSA-D combatants and three civilians in
Agarnadanamos while also attempting to kill MSA-D regional commander, Moussa Ag Alhadi.
But Mayor Mohamed Assaleh Ishak could not have been leading such mission as he was in an
official meeting with the Head of MINUSMA’s Gao Office (see annex attached)
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The Panel considers the CMA's reconciliation mission to Ménaka organised by CMA
President, Bilal Ag Acherif, as an example of CMA territorial expansion strategy despite the
fact that the mission was supported by local authorities as well as MINUSMA and other
international actors on the ground to promote peace and reconcilfation among local
partners.

The CMA also takes this opportunity to formally deny all accusations of CMA collusion with
jihadist groups and responsibility for crimes committed by an individual or group of
individuals claiming allegiance to the CMA. We are particularly concerned by the serious
consequences that such allegations have not only on the trust between the signatory
parties but also on the CMA's capacity to continue its cooperation with the Panel of
Experts. The CMA makes every effort against of all acts that can bring harm to the civil
population of the Azawad, including the fight against terrorism. The CMA has already lost
over 300 of its combatants as part of its efforts to fight terrorism. We shouldn't be carrying
this burden alone. The Peace Agreement is clear that the fight against terrorism should
involve the reconstituted army and the creation of special units to fight terrorism and
transnational crime. The onus must now be on the Government of Mali to stop delaying
security arrangements with respect to the first deployments to Kidal, Gao, Timbuktu and
Ménaka so that CMA forces can engage in anti-terror operations as part of the reconstituted
army.

The Panel of Experts report points to unsubstantiated and unverified claims. We urge the
Panel to conduct thorough, participatory and credible verification efforts on the serious
allenlmmademhsttheCMAhltsmidt«mreponmordertoesublId\mob)eam
truth while respecting the values of transparency, fairess and neutrality.
